A STEP BEYOND THE CONCORDANCE       G R E E K 

(An ignorant man shares a little he's learned)

Explanation

Early in my Christian life I learned to use the English section of Young's concordance so that I could look up all the instances where any word was used, and also get some idea of the Greek word behind the English word - which was useful where it gave a different emphasis to the English word. One day I was studying the word ATONEMENT, to find how its meaning differed from the word RECONCILIATION. I was surprised to find that the only time atonement was referred to in the NT, Rom 5:11, it was used to translate Katallage.  From then on I spent many hours checking the Greek and Hebrew words in the back section of Young's concordance, and found that looking up all the times they were used, and the various English words used to translate them, gave me a sharper and more sound understanding of some Scriptures. 

To save having to repeat the search I built up this summary of my findings, which I use constantly. This has established a good deal of the material in my memory. I realise that the material is only a STEP in the right direction & falls far short of an educated understanding of NT Greek. W E Vine had a far greater understanding of Greek, so his Dictionary of NT words is far more authoritative - but his language is too learned for easy understanding. The availability of so many study aids on Computer Discs may well mean that I'm issuing this too late,

To anyone who has a good understanding of English, 90% of the truth of God's Word is made clear by a good English translation. Reading several translations may push the score up to 99%, but can also be confusing. For those who use a Concordance to look up which Greek word lies behind any English word used in an English New Testament this booklet offers a little help from the Greek to understand a little more than is obvious in English.

As explained above this grew out of my conviction that while ONE Greek or Hebrew word might be translated into several different English words, those English words could be expected to carry some element of meaning common to all of them. After all, the Author, 2 Pet 1:20, chose to use THAT word, on that occasion, in preference to alternative words that might have been used. By looking up ALL times that a particular Greek word is used in the NT (no matter how it is translated in English) one can gain a richer, more soundly based understanding of its meaning in each case. Eg Kairos is translated TIME, often, but also SEASON (of harvesting)- Mt 21:41; Mk 12:2; Gal 6:9, (of meal times)- Mt 24:45. OPPORTUNITY- Gal 6:10; Heb 11:15. This strengthens the meaning of the word TIME in reference to the TIME of the Lord's Coming, Mk 1:15, the TIME of our sufferings, Rom 8:18, the TIME for motives to be judged, 1 Cor 4:5, the TIME for salvation to be accepted, 2 Cor 6:2, and our making the best use of our TIME - in the light of eternity - of our present opportunities, Eph 5:16; Col 4:5. 

Equally, ONE English word - eg LOVE, may be used to translate completely different Greek words. - Unselfish, sacrificial LOVE, Agape, in Jn 3:16. Friendship, affectionate companionship, people or situations one is comfortable with, Phileo, in Mt 6:5; 10:37. God doesn't command the impossible - the LOVE we're to have for our enemies, Lk 6:35,  is Agape, not Phileo. In Titus 2:4 the LOVE for their husband that older women are to teach younger women isn't Eros- the erotic love natural between husband and wife, but Philandros - Phileo + Aner- Husband. And the LOVE for their children isn't Agape- the unselfish loving care natural between mother and child, but Philoteknos - Phileo + Teknon - One born, a child. In both cases it's the skills, the learned lessons, of how to handle situations as wife and mother in order to live together in the home in affectionate companionship.

Looking for a special emphasis arising from the use of one Greek word rather than an alternative Greek word may be a blessing to us, but it doesn't mean we'll always find such a special emphasis. IN FACT MANY TIMES THERE IS NO OBVIOUS REASON FOR ONE WORD RATHER THAN ANOTHER HAVING BEEN USED.

OFTEN there IS a SMALL gain in understanding as a result of looking beneath the surface of the English translation, BUT IT IS FOLLY TO IMAGINE THAT ANY SUCH GAIN - real or imagined - SHOULD BE ALLOWED TO CANCEL OR WEAKEN THE PLAIN SENSE OF THE WORDS IN ENGLISH. In a good translation people highly skilled in Greek and in English have done their best to translate the meanings in such a way that God's Word is conveyed effectively. Godliness has moved many of them, and while some on every translation panel were less than godly, their pride alone moved them to do their best, AND GOD OVER-RULES FOR THE BLESSING OF THE READERS.

As the "Notes to the Reader" accompanying the original KJV says - the Kings Speech, OR God's Word, remains his speech/His Word in any translation, in any language, although not all translations make it equally clear.

If a Bible Student is young, intelligent, with some years to devote to the subject, a mastery of the NT Greek language may well be a good investment of time. But for most of us it's better to concentrate on studying God's Word in our native language, and as we do so, gain the help we can from Concordances, interlinear Greek-English texts, and Commentaries. Even those who become Greek experts never rise to the level of certainty of translation that is beyond the reach of argument with other experts.

So this booklet is an attempt by a man with little knowledge of Greek, to pass on something of what he has gained from struggling to get some understanding of the additional help provided by the Greek text. It has been done for his own use, and for the use of those who may be equally ignorant, and with less spare time. 

I heartily commend "An Expository Dictionary of NT Words" by W. E. Vine which I've drawn on heavily. Concordances by Strong, and Young are useful, as is "The Interlinear Greek-English NT" by Dr A. Marshall. "A Manual Greek lexicon of the NT" by Abbott-Smith is an excellent work, but I found it rather beyond my knowledge-limit. 

Alternative Greek spellings - Aggelos/Angelos- are from different Bible Study aids. These are filed under the form reached first alphabetically. The Greek letter Upsilon can be written as a U, or a Y. NT Psuche is the same as secular Psyche, as in Psychology.

I've not distinguished between adjectives such as Kalos (Omicron short o) given first; and adverbs Kalos (Omega long o), etc. Generally the meaning of a word in the active voice is given before the passive. 

Words omitted are either self explanatory in English, or used in such a variety of ways and senses that brief explanations are impossible.

G12, etc is the number in Strong's Concordance system. LXX - the Greek translation of the OT. * At the end of a word - as Abba* means that every time this Greek word is used is listed here.

G5 Abba*- The Jewish word for father, used by the children of a family. Appropriate to the unreasoning trust of children. Mk 14:36; Rom 8:15; Gal 4:6. Father- Pater expresses an intelligent awareness of the relationship. The two together express the love, and intelligent confidence of the child.

G12 Abussos- Bottomless, an immeasurable depth, abyss. A= Intensive. Bussos= A Depth.

G18 Agathos/Agathon- Good, beneficial, well. Good in character and beneficial in effect. Used equally of physical, moral, and spiritual good. We were created with this in view, Eph 2:10. Kalos= Good in appearance, attractive. Agathopoieo- To do well or good. Agathos= Good. Poieo= To do. G19 Agathosune- Goodness, the moral quality described by Agathos. Chrestotes describes usefulness, kindness of attitude. Agathosune describes kindly activity, on people's behalf- not always gentle, or appreciated.

G21 Agalliao- To exult, rejoice greatly, be made unusually glad, be delighted. Used of spiritual joy and delight. Used often in LXX Psalms. Agalliasis- An exuberant joy.

G23 Aganakteo- To feel or express violent irritation, indignation or grief. Used also of fermenting wine. Agan= Much. Achomia= Grief. Aganaktesis- Indignation, grief, etc. 2 Cor 7:11.

G25 Agapao- To love unselfishly, sacrificially, persistently, fully. The constant attitude of God towards mankind, Jn 3:16; and particularly to those who believe on the Lord Jesus, Jn 14:21. It's the attitude towards each other and to the world that Christ urges us to take up, Jn 15:12 & the Holy Spirit moves and empowers us to, Gal 5:22. Love can be known only by the actions it prompts. It doesn't just follow natural inclinations, but seeks the welfare of all & harm to none, Rom 15:2; 13:8-10. G26 Agape- Love, affection and benevolence. "God is LOVE," 1 Jn 4:8, so LOVE is His constant attitude to all, whatever their response. This is the heart of the Gospel & Christian faith, and practice. Christ manifested that Love, not only in sermons, but at meals, in walking, talking and working. "The Father LOVES the Son," Jn 5:20, and has drawn us into that fellowship so that Agape is to be the distinctive mark of the Believer, Jn 13:34-35; Our abiding obligation, Rom 13:8; which, if lacking, leaves all possible good we might be or do valueless, 1 Cor 13:1-13. Outgoing affection and tenderness for others whether returned or not. It seeks another's highest good on the basis of a decision of the will/ inclination of the heart, Rom 5:8. Our love for God is in response to His love for us, and is shown in obedience, Jn 14:15, 21, 23; 15:10; 1 Jn 2:5; 5:2-3. Love seeks the welfare of all, Rom 15:2. It's the lifeblood, the life, the characteristic of the Believer's lifestyle, summing up his fellowship with God, his fellow believers, and the unsaved around him. God's infinite LOVE is available to the limit of our willingness to fellowship with Him, in His loving those around us. As the Love of God is poured into our hearts, Rom 5:5, in fellowship with God we must encourage it to flow out to them all. Agape= Love-feasts, in Jude 12.  G27 Agapetos- Beloved, dear, very dear, from Agapao.

G29 Aggareuo/Angareo*- To compel to do public service. To act as an Angaros= A Persian state courier with the power to compel people to work for him. Mt 5:41; 27:32; Mk 15:21.

G32 Aggelos/Angelos- Messenger. From Angello= To deliver a message. It's used (a) in the LXX of "the Angel of the Lord," the Son of God, as Messenger, Gen 22:15, etc. (b) Angelic Beings/ Spirits, a created order of beings, superior to man, whose natural sphere is heaven and the service of God. They are spirit beings, either in human form, or able to assume human form. God's messengers, on behalf of the "Elect," Heb 1:14. (c) Humans bearing God's message, as John Baptist, Mt 11:10, etc. (d) The Human Spirit of one who has died, Acts 2:15. 

G50 Agnoeo- Eng. Agnostic- To be ignorant, ignore, not understand. Derived from Ginosko, so the ignorance associated with, and arising from lack of fellowship with the source of the Knowledge - God. Often used of guilty ignorance. People may be deliberately ignorant in spite of what God has written in His Word, and the voice of God the Holy Spirit in their hearts/ minds/ consciences. Such refusal to seek fellowship with God, or admit/ know what He has revealed, is sin. 

G58 Agora- An assembly, or an open place in town used for trade, or judicial proceedings. So, a marketplace, market. G59 Agorazo- To frequent the marketplace. To buy, sell, do business there. So, to buy against any possible competition publicly and fairly.

G69 Agrupneo*- To be Sleepless. Agreuo= To Chase. Hupnos= Sleep. So, to be watchful. Mk 13:33; Lk 21:36; Eph 6:18; Heb 13:17. Agrupnia- Sleeplessness. 

G75 Agonizomai- To contend in the Olympic Games etc, to fight, persevere against opposition or temptation- AGONise. Suffering pain, exhaustion, etc. in a strenuous effort in order to accomplish the goal. G73 Agon- A place of Assembly, especially an assembly for the Olympic Games etc. A contest of athletes, in the Agona= Olympic arena. A conflict. From Ago= To Lead.

G80 Adelphos- Brother, one born into the same family. Those from the same Delphus= womb. Generally includes male and female "Brothers." Extended to include those of common descent, common callings or interests, "Brother in Christ," and ultimately  of common humanity- "Brother-man." G79 Adelphe is specifically "Sisters." 

G82 Adelos*- Unseen, hidden, indistinct, uncertain. A= not, Delos= Evident. "Which APPEAR  NOT," Lk 11:44. Adverbial form "Run not UNCERTAINLY," 1 Cor 9:26.

G91 Adikeo- To do or suffer wrong, hurt, injustice, something which doesn't conform to what's RIGHT, from A= not, Dike= justice. Or to take aside- as Mk 7:33.G93 Adikia- Unrighteousness, un-rightness. A= Not, Dike= Right. Not being right with God/His revealed will, and/or not being right by the standard of human conscience. Injustice, wrongfulness of character/ life/act, iniquity, unjust. G94 Adikos- Unjust. By implication, wicked, treacherous, unrighteous. Not conforming to what is Dike= right.

G96 Adokimos- Unapproved, so rejected, worthless, castaway. Not standing the test, failed, rejected. A= Negative. Dokimazo= Approved, having passed the test. Land producing only thorns and thistles is Adokimazo, Heb 6:8.

G102 Adunatos- Unable, weak, lacking the power/ability. So of people, impotent, weak; of things, impossible, weak. A= Negative. Dunatos= Ability power enabling power.

G165 Aion- An age, perpetually, an era, From Aero Ever. A period of time of indefinite duration viewed in relation to what takes place in that period- its own distinctive characteristics. 

G166 Aionios- perpetual, eternal, forever- used of past, or past continuing into the future. Describes duration, either undefined but not endless, as Rom 16:25; 2 Tim 1:9; Titus 1:2, OR as elsewhere, undefined because endless. It is contrasted with Prokairos= For a season as in 2 Cor 4:18. 

G127 Aidos- Modesty, avoidance of self display and self-assertiveness. From the idea of downcast eyes as opposed to brazenness? 

G142 Airo- To raise up, lift, to take upon oneself and carry what has been raised, physically; OR figuratively to remove- as Christ TAKING AWAY the sin of the World, Jn 1:28. OR as applied to the mind to suspend, keep in suspense Jn 10:24.

G154 Aiteo- To ask, is used of petitioning a superior eg praying to God, a child asking from a parent, etc. G156 Aitia- A cause of something evil, so an accusation, charge, crime. Mt 19:3; 27:37; Jn 19:4, etc.

G181 Akatastasia*- Instability, a state of disorder, confusion, disturbance A= negative Kata= down, or intensive, Stasis= Standing. Lk 21:9; 1 Cor 14:33; 2 Cor 6:5; 12:20; Jas 3:16, etc.

G167 Akatharsia- Impurity, uncleanness. . A= Neg. Kathairo- To Purify. Used of physical dirt- "Full of dead men's bones and UNCLEANNESS," Mt 23:27. Figuratively of that which is morally or spiritually unclean. G169 Akathartos- Unclean, impure, either ceremonially, or morally, and "Unclean spirits"= demons - as spiritually defiling.

G191 Akouo- To hear. Eng ACOUstics. Often to hear, listen to, receive the message, understand, and so be able to benefit from, or do something about what was heard. Or be heard, reported.

G208 Akuroo*- To deprive of authority, make void. A= Neg Kuris Force. From Kurios= Lord. Mt 15:6; Mk 7:13; Gal 3:17.

G213 Alazon*- Boaster- originally, a wanderer, vagrant, so an impostor. Rom 1:30; 2 Tim 3:2. Alazoneia*- Arrogant, empty showing off. Jas 4:16; 1 Jn 2:16.

G215 Alaletos*- Not able to be expressed in words or speech sounds. Rom 8:26. A= Not Laleo= speech/ speech sounds such as Paul's pre-rational "speech," 1 Cor 13:11.

G225 Aletheia- Truth, adequately revealed - nothing forgotten or unnoticed. A= Not. Letho- to forget. Lanthano= to escape notice. True to the fact. Of persons- truthful, of things true- conforming to reality. The Lord Jesus is the TRUTH, Jn 14:6. He knows the TRUTH of all things. All that He says is TRUTH. We can trust them, and Him, in the face of all apparent contradiction from our senses, minds, feelings, and any testimony from man or demon. Truth is what God says about a thing. What He reveals IS true, a tiny portion only of His Being, yet true to the whole of it/ representative of the whole. As we get to know Him better, we'll find everything we learn/ gain, will be TRUE to what we've already come to know, love, appreciate, and worship. G227 Alethes- True, unconcealed. A person who speaks what is true conceals nothing, what he says corresponds with reality- which he describes accurately. G228 Alethinos- True, real, ideal, genuine. A form of Alethes. Alethinos is the word used in the self-revelation of Christ as the TRUE Light Jn 1:9, TRUE Bread, Jn 6:32, TRUE Vine 15:1, TRUE God, 17:3. 21x in John, and Revelation; 5x rest of NT. All things are naked and open to God- and He is so to us to the limit of our capacity, and benefit. G230 Alethos- Indeed, of a truth, truly. From Aletheia= Truth. G226 Aletheuo- To deal faithfully or truly with anyone. 

G243 Allos- Another, generally one more, but of the same kind- "The OTHER cheek," Mt 5;39. As adverb- otherwise. In neuter form- Allo- another thing. (By contrast Heteros tends to mean another of a different kind.)

G249 Alogos*- Irrational, not open to truth expressed in words. Act 25:27; 2 Pet 2:12; Jude 1:10. A- not Logos- Word, expressed thought. 

G269 Amachos*- A= Not. Mache= Fight. Not Macho! 1 Tim 3:3; Titus 2:3.

G261 Amathes*-One who is ignorant because unwilling to be a disciple/ submit to the learning process. 2 Pet 3:16.  A= Neg. Mathes= To Learn. Mathetes= A Disciple. 

G281 Amen- From Hebrew- Trustworthy, firm, surely, so be it. God is the FAITHFUL/Amen God, Deu 7:9. His testimonies are SURE/Amen, Ps 19:7. God's AMEN= It is so, and will be so. In response to God's statements Men say AMEN= Let it be so. Deut 27:15, Neh 5:13. In John Verily Verily is Amen, Amen. Men said Amen to their own prayers, Eph 3:21, and to others' prayers, 1 Cor 14:16. 

G273 Amemptos*- Unblamed, blameless, faultless. As Zacharias and Elisabeth were, Lk 1:6; Paul had once thought he was, Phil 3:6; and the First Covenant wasn't, Heb 8:7. Also Phil 2:15.

G299 Amomos*- A= not. Momos= Blemish. In LXX describes sacrifices. Christ as THE Sacrifice, Heb 9:14; 1 Pet 1:19. God's purpose for the Church as the Bride of Christ, Eph 5:27, and us individually, Eph 1:4; Jude 24- Consciously Spotless/unembarrassed in relation to ourselves knowing that we are what God wants us to be/made us for. Also Col 1:22; 1 Th 3:13; Rev 14:5.

G314 Anaginosko- To read. Lit. to know certainly, know again, recognise, which one does in reading. Ana= again, Ginosko= to Know, especially by fellowship and experience. To really READ goes beyond the mere scanning of words into having fellowship with the material read, and with Christ when He is the person it concerns. Anaginosko often refers to public reading. Anagnosis- Public Reading. 

G318 Anagke/Ananke- A necessity, or what must needs be, whether imposed by external or internal pressures, OR the distress that results.

G341 Anakainoo* To make new in character- Ana= again, Kainos New in Character. To be born again is to begin being made new and different - made like Christ. "RENEWED daily," 2 Cor 4:16; Col3;10. Anakainosis*- The process involved - the adjustment of the Believer's moral/ spiritual thinking by the Holy Spirit. Rom 12:2; Titus 3;5.

G350 Anakrino- To examine, investigate, judge, sift, question. Ana= up, Krino= To separate, select, choose. Used of both the examining, and of reaching a decision as a result.

G356 Analogia*- Proportion, analog. Ana= According to. Logos= Word. The Word corresponds to and expresses the idea/ reality it describes) The message preached is to be in agreement with/ maintain the balance given in THE Faith/ Scripture, Rom 12:6. 

G372 Anapausis*- Cessation, refreshment, rest. Pauo= to make cease. LXX uses for Sabbath rest. In Christ we rest while functioning fully, Mt 11:29. Also Mt 12:43; Lk 11:24; Rev 4:8; 14:11.

G378 Anapleroo*- To complete, fulfil. to fill up adequately or completely. Ana= up. Pleroo= To fill, make full. Prophecy is fulfilled as in Mt 13:14. Used of fulfilling potential of service, 1 Cor 14:16; of Sin, 1 Th 2:16; of the Law of Christ, Gal 6:2. Also 1 Cor 16:17; Phil 2:30.

G390 Anastrepho- To turn back, return. Ana= Back. Strepho= To Turn. So to move about, and the conduct/behaviour while doing so. Mt 17:22; Jn 2:15; 2 Cor 1:12; Eph 2:3, etc. Anastrophe- Behaviour, conduct.

G334 Anathema*- Cursed, under God's curse. Lk 21:5. LXX for Cherem. A thing devoted to God for destruction, as under His curse, OR as a sacrifice to God for His use alone.

G333 Anatheoreo*- To behold, observe with particular care. Ana= up, intensive. Theoreo= To view with interest/a purpose, carefully observing details. Acts 17:23; Heb 13:7.

G410 Anegkletos*/Anenkletos- Beyond reproach. A= Not. Enkaleo= To call or be called to answer an accusation. Not merely investigated and acquitted, but the absence of even a charge, no grounds for accusation. 1 Cor 1:8; Col 1:22; 1 Tim 3:10; Titus 1:6, 7.

G423 Anepileptos*- Blameless, not liable to any accusation or charge. Literally "That cannot be laid hold of." 1 Tim 3:2; 5:7; 6:14.

G450 Anistemi- To stand up, or make stand, or rise up. Ana= Up. Histemi= To stand. Physically from seat, sick bed, or death. Figuratively of rebelling etc, or rising to a position of power, or a spiritual awakening.

G453 Anoetos*- Unintelligent, not understanding. A= negative. Noeo= To perceive, understand. Those not using their Nous= Mind. Often implies a moral reproach- foolish/ ignorant. Lk 24:25; Rom 1:14; Gal 3:1, 3; 1 Tim 6:9; Titus 3:3. G454 Anoia*- Mindless action. A= Neg. Nous= Mind. Lk 6:11; 2 Tim 3:9.

G458 Anomia- Lawlessness, wickedness, general disrespect for the Law, or specific lawless acts. A= Negative, Nomos= Law. Mt 7:23; Rom 4:7; 1 Jn 3:4, etc. Anomos- Without Law, or lawless because refusing to submit to it. Lk 22:37; Act 2:23; Rom 2:12, etc. 

G509 Anothen- From above, the top- As the Temple Curtain was torn, Mt 27:51. Or beginning/ source, in Lk 1:3; Acts 26:5. Born again/from above, as a new beginning/from a new source, Jn 3:3, etc. 

G467 Antapodidomi*- To give back as an equivalent, recompense. Anti= A complete return. Apo= back. Didomi= To give. Lk 14:14; Rom 11:35; 12:19; 1 Th 3:9; 2 Th 1:6; Heb 10:30. Antapodoma/Antapodosis- A recompense.

G444 Anthropos- A human being, male or female, young or old, a Person. Used alike of the inner man/outer man, old man/new man. Anthropinos*- Human, common to/ after the manner of/ belonging to man/ mankind. Rom 6:19; 1 Cor 2:4, 13; 4:3; 10:13; Jas 3:7; 1 Pet 2:13. 

G483 Antilego*- To Speak/ argue against, contradict. Anti- against, Lego- to speak. Lk 2:34; 20:27; Jn 19:12; Act 13:45; 28:19, 22; Rom 10:21; Titus 1:9; 2:9. Antilogia*- A speaking/ arguing against, contradiction. Heb 6:16; 7:7; 12:3; Jude 1:11.

G498 Antitasso* (mai)- To set oneself against in battle, oppose, resist. Anti= Against. Tasso= to arrange. Acts 18:6; Rom 13:2; Jas 4:6; 5:6; 1 Pet 5:5.

G477 Antithesis*- A contrary position, a conflict of theories. Anti- Against. Tithemi= To Place. 1 Tim 6:20.

G536 Aparche- Beginning, an offering of Firstfruits. In LXX it translates Bikkur= Earliest Ripe/First harvest, Ex 23:16; or Reshith= Head, Principal part, Num 18:12, Prov 3:9. In pre-refrigeration days the ripening of fruit etc was eagerly watched for. So to give the first-fruits to God was to give the most longed for/ valued. The first-fruits were also the assurance of the harvest that would follow.

G544 Apeitheo- To disbelieve, wilfully & perversely, to refuse to be persuaded, to refuse belief, be disobedient. G543 Apeitheia*- The condition of refusing to be persuaded, obstinate rejection, disobedience. Not persuadable, A= Negative, Peitho - to Persuade, linked with Pistis- Faith. Rom 11:30, 32; Eph 2:2; 5:6; Col 3:6; Heb 4:6, 11. Apeithes*- Unpersuadable, disobedient. Unwilling to be persuaded. Lk 1:17; Act 26:19; Rom 1:30; 2 Tim 3:2; Titus 1:16; 3:3.

G553 Apekdechomai*- To await, or eagerly expect. A strengthened form of Ekdechomai- suggesting a readiness or reaching out to receive something or someone expected. Rom 8:19, 23, 25; 1 Cor 1:7; Gal 5:5; Phil 3:20; Heb 9:28. Apo= From Dechomai= To Receive.

G863 Aphiemi/Apheo- Apo= from, Hiemi= to send- To let go, leave alone, forsake. Or to send forth, forgive, remit debts; OR to permit. In every case an emphasis on personal choice being exercised - it's not incidental or accidental, there is a change of heart/will/attitude involved. G859 Aphesis- A dismissal, sending away, release- "Case dismissed." Used in NT for the forgiveness or remission of sins, Mt 26:28. Not used in LXX for this, but used of the Jubilee Year RELEASE from all debts etc.

G873 Aphorizo*- To set boundaries, separate, divide. Apo= From. Horizo= To determine. Horos= A limit. God sets Believers apart FOR Himself/the Gospel, Rom 1:1; Gal 1:15; FROM Unbelievers, Acts 19:9, 2 Cor 6:17. Let's act that way. See also Mt 13:40; 25:32; Lk 6:22; Act 12:3; Gal 2:12.

G874 Aphorme*- A starting point, opportunity, a base of operations in war. Rom 7:8, 11; 2 Cor 5:12; 11:12; Gal 5:13; 1 Tim 5:14.

G878 Aphron- A= Not. Phren= The Mind. Mindless, unthinking, without reason - a lack of understanding in things rational or spiritual. 

G571 Apistos- Unbelieving DISbelieving, sometimes actively REFUSING TO BELIEVE. A= not, Pistos= Believing, trusting. The ANTI-believing, who respond negatively to God, His word, and any supporting "SIGNS," in contrast to those who respond positively with FAITH. Apisteo- Disbelieving, not believing. Apistia- disbelief/unbelief.

G584 Apodeiknumi*- To point out, exhibit, show forth, demonstrate, prove. Apo= Forth. Deiknumi= To Show. Act 2:22; 25:7; 1 Cor 4:9; 2 2 Th 2:4.

G601 Apokalupto- To uncover, unveil - so as to present the whole truth, or whole situation to the eyes of the spectators. G602 Apokalupsis- An uncovering, unveiling, a revealing- of truth not previously known to the hearers, as Eph 3:3; OR a prediction as Agabus Acts 11:28, Or a Divine directive as Acts 13:1-2. LXX uses it for Hebrew Galah- to reveal, uncover etc. A revelation of the reality of the present or future. Apo= From. Kalupto= To cover, hide. 

G611 Apokrinomai- To give an answer, or to begin to speak in response to something already said or done - usually an answer that evaluates the situation correctly, as the Lord often answered. Apokrisis- An answer that separates, evaluates correctly, sums up accurately.

G622 Apollumi- To destroy fully/utterly, to perish, to lose utterly. Not extinction, but ruin and loss. The wineskins were DESTROYED, Lk 15:4, and the son LOST, Lk 15:24. 

G684 Apoleia- Destruction, as Loss of well-being, not loss of being. The waste or ruin of something- ointment Mt 26:8, Carnal Christians wasting their lives, Phil 3:19. Or Destructive heresies, 2 Pet 2:1.

G626 Apologeomai- To answer by way of defence, to make excuse, to plead for oneself, talk oneself off from. Apo= from Lego= to speak. Lk 12:11; 21:14, etc. Apologia- A verbal defence, a speech in defence, answer to a charge/ accusation. Act 22:1, etc.

G629 Apolutrosis- Ransom, set free by payment of the required price. Apo= from Lutron= price of release. Slaves were freed by the technicality of being sold to a god, and could not then be re-enslaved. Apolutrosis is used of deliverance from sins and penalty through Christ's Atoning Death, Rom 3:24; from physical torture, Heb 11:35; Our Present Redemption/ Justification/ Forgiveness, Rom 3:24. And, of the complete deliverance at the Lord's coming, 2 Th 2:8. 

G652 Apostolos- One sent and authorised to act on behalf of the sender. In NT an Apostle. The emphasis is on AUTHORISED, sent representative, rather than on travel. LXX Ahijah sitting at home greets Jeroboam's wife "I am an APOSTLE unto you." The 12 APOSTLES were chosen by the Lord as His AUTHORISED witnesses/representatives. Paul was chosen later as the AUTHORISED witness/representative to the Gentiles. The term "Apostle" is used in a lesser sense of other actively-witnessing Believers such as Barnabas, Acts 14:14. Apostole- The position of being an authorised messenger/representative.

G746 Arche- A beginning, chief place, person, power, or principle, a magistrate etc. First in time, order, place, or worth. So Archo= to be first, Archon= A Ruler. Used of human rulers Lk 12:11, Titus 3:1; and of angelic beings- holy or fallen - of great power, and generally apparently opposed to God and His will, Rom 8:38, Eph 3:10, 6:12, Col 2:15. G747 Archegos*- One who takes the lead, or is the first occasion of anything, A self-sufficient, self-derived Leader/source, Acts 3:15; 5:31; Heb 2:10; 12:2. Used only of Christ our Lord. From Arche.
G692 Argos- Yielding no return because of inactivity. A= Not. Ergon= To Work. "Every IDLE word," Mt 12:36. 

G728 Arrhabon*/Arrabon- A deposit made by a purchaser, and forfeited if purchase not completed. A guarantee, or pledge. Modern Greek Arrabona= Engagement ring. 2 Cor 1:22; 5:5; Eph 1:14.

G766 Aselgeia- Excess, indecency, showing an insolent disregard for decency. Mk 7:22; Rom 13:13, etc.

G810 Asotia- Reckless wastefulness. A= Not. Sozo= To Save. Eph 5:18; Titus 1:6; 1 Pet 4:4.

G769 Astheneia- Feebleness of body or mind, weakness, whether natural, or as a result of sickness. A= Not. Sthenos= Strength. Christ voluntarily took the position of weakness, 2 Cor 13:4. Asthenes- Strengthless. Astheneo- To be feeble, weak. Asthenema- Infirmities, the scruples that arise from weakness of Faith, which the stronger in Faith must put up with cheerfully, Rom 15;1.

G114 Atheteo- To displace, set aside, reject. A= Neg. Theton= what is placed- As the Scribes did with God's law, Mk 7:9, and as we must not FRUSTRATE God's Grace in our lives, Gal 2;21.

B:

G907 Baptizo- To baptise- A process of putting under the water, and coming up again out of the water. From Bapto= to dip in and under, as when dyeing cloth, or dipping a small container into a larger one to fill drinking vessels. Related to Bathos= deep. LXX uses for Naaman's dipping 2 Ki 5:14. Figures of baptism are the FLOOD, 1 Pet 3:21, & Israel crossing Red Sea, 1 Cor 10:2. G908 Baptisma- Baptism. Baptismos*- Used of the ceremonial washing of articles, Mk 7:4, 8; Heb 6:2; 9:10.

G915 Barbaros- One ignorant of Greek language and culture, so to them, uncivilised. To a Greek other languages sounded like meaningless syllables "Bar bar.."

G936 Basileuo- To reign as a King. Freedom of action within a sphere of responsibility. Gen 1:26; Ps 8:4-6; Heb 2:5-11, shows this to be God's purpose for Humanity, in Christ. But first of all we must be admitted to His Kingdom, by Grace. We suffer with Him NOW, will reign in Glory, but for the present must be Christ-style SERVANT KINGS, Lk 22:24-28. G932 Basileia- Sovereignty, royal power, kingdom. The Kingdom of God is the sphere of His rule. In another sense the sphere in which His rule is acknowledged. G935 Basileus- A King. Those with dignity, and an important, creative role, freedom to act, and the responsibility that goes with it. 

G955 Belial*- Wicked worthlessness, emptiness, etc. Satan as the personification of this. 2 Cor 6:15.

G968 Bema- A Judgment seat. A raised place where a ruler or magistrate sat to hear cases presented and to deliver judgments on them, Mt 27:19, Jn 19:13, Acts 12:21, 18:12,16,17, 25:6,10,17. Used of the Judgment seat of Christ where all that we have been and done as Believers will be displayed, and rewarded, Rom 14:10-12; 2 Cor 5:10.

G979 Bios- Life in this world, Lk 8:14,42. Its duration, 1 Pet 4:3; its manner/ moral conduct, 1 Tim 2:2, 1 Jn 2:16; or means of living, livelihood Mk 12:44 etc.

G988 Blasphemia- Abusive language, and if against God, Blasphemy. From Blax= stupid, sluggish, Blapto= to injure. Pheme= speech. Blasphemeo- To blaspheme God, or speak evil of or slander anyone.

G991 Blepo- To have sight, see, then to look at, observe, discern, perceive, regard, take heed, be on the look out against, be wary. Used of bodily and mental vision, eg "The Son SEES what the Father does," Jn 5:19. LXX for Raah= to see, Panah= to look at/ turn to- ie direct one's attention to idols, etc. More vivid than Horao, more intent, earnest contemplation. 

G1012 Boule- A counsel, piece of advice, as something willed, decided. (Gnome- advice based on knowledge.) Boulema- A deliberate intention, purpose, will, design. Boulomai- To wish, will, deliberately- a stronger word than Thelo.

Ch

G5463 Chairo- To joy, rejoice, be glad. Used as a greeting/farewell. G5479 Chara- Joy, delight, gladness, cheerfulness, a calm delight. Sometimes used of occasions that cause joy, as Lk 2:10 Lit. "I announce to you great joy." 

G5485 Charis- Grace. The unmerited, generous, wise, response of God to our need. Originally it meant a thing that brings pleasure, delight, Lk 2:40; 2 Cor 8:6; Lk 4:22. OR shows gracious loving-kindness/ goodwill on the part of the giver, Acts 7:10; 14:L6. Charis is also used of the receiver's appreciation/thankfulness, Rom 6:17; 1 Tim 1:12. Paul uses the word over 100x, mostly for the GRACE of God that receives us freely in loving kindness, and provides all we need in that same spirit. GRACE GIVES freely, and what it gives is claimed and used by Faith. LAW DEMANDS, and exacts full penalty for failure to meet those demands. Grace comes from God the Father, and from Christ Rom 5:15; 2 Cor 1:1; Gal 1:6. The best human illustration of Grace is the loving care shown to a baby - no-one expects a baby to EARN loving care, and good parents show that loving care even when the baby is unresponsive or in an unattractive state. Charitoo- To in grace see as or make acceptable,. Lk 1:28; Eph 1:6. G5486 Charisma- Things God gives in sovereign Grace/Charis. Including Eternal Life, Rom 6:23, Marriage or Celibacy, 1 Cor 7:7, special endowments for service, Rom 12:6, and gracious answers to prayer, 2 Cor 1:11. Charizomai- To give freely as an act of Charis= Grace. To show favour, grant, to bestow a favour unconditionally, to forgive.

G5500 Cheirotoneo*- Cheir= Hand. Teino= To Stretch out. To raise or stretch out the hand- originally in order to be counted as a vote for or against. Then to appoint, point out, lay hands on elders, etc. Acts 14:23; 2 Cor 8:18.

G5524 Choregeo*- To lead a chorus or dance. Choros + Hegeomai= To Lead. Then to pay the expenses of such an effort OR to supply what was needed for anything, 2 Cor 9:10; 1 Pet 4:11.

G5526 Chortazo- To fill with food, as an animal eats until satisfied with no thought of saving some for the future. Chortos- Grass, feeding enclosure. English HORTiculture. Mt 5:6, etc.

G5543 Chrestos- Good, better, kind, virtuous, gracious. Primarily- fit for use/able to be used, From Chraomai= To use. Mt 11:30, etc. Chrestotes- Usefulness, useableness, moral excellence, gentleness, kindness, uprightness.

G5547 Christos- Anointed, used in LXX for the High Priest, Lev 4:3, 5, 16; the Kings of Israel, 1 Sam 2:10, etc, Cyrus, Isa 45:1, and Prophets also were ANOINTED of God, Ps 105:15. But Ho Christos= THE Anointed is used in LXX, and NT of the Messiah/Christ alone. The Lord Jesus as THE Christ is the Anointed Servant of God to fulfil all God's purposes/OT promises, types, shadows, hints- the job He was Anointed to do. Everything they speak of He perfectly IS. Christos without the article Ho stresses His character and relationship to believers, indwelling and moulding them to God's purposes.

G5550 Chronos- A space of time, long or short, usually referring to its duration, its quantity. (at times it refers to a date.) Kairos stresses that it is marked by certain features- its quality.

D

G1142 Daimon/Daimonion- In Greek, a minor Deity. In NT Demons are associated with idols, moving people to worship them, 1 Cor 10:20-21. They introduce error, 1 Tim 4:1, impersonate the departed, in spiritism, etc. Daimonizo/Daimonizomai- To be demon-possessed, to act under the control of a demon.

G1209 Dechomai- To receive deliberately and gladly, welcoming the gift. Lambano was a more self-prompted taking. Something of this remains in NT usage.

G1162 Deesis- Primarily a wanting, need, then an asking, entreaty, supplication. Usually addressed to God, but sometimes to an important person.

G1163 Dei- An impersonal verb indicating that something is necessary, or what someone ought to do. In saying we ought to do something, Dei is used of a LOGICAL necessity. Opheilo a MORAL obligation, something owed. 

G1172 Deipneo*- To take the evening meal. The leisurely main meal of the day after work is done, Lk 17:8. The last supper, Lk 22:20; 1 Cor 11;25; Rev 3:20. Beyond mere eating of the same food/satisfying one's physical hunger together, is the idea of an evening's enjoyment of fellowship satisfying one's human hunger for companionship. Deipnon- Dinner, chief meal.

G1185 Deleazo*- To lay bait, entice. Jas 1:14; 2 Pet 2:14, 18.

G1213 Deloo- To make plain to, declare, show. Delos- Visible, clear to the mind, evident.

G1210 Deo- To bind, be in bonds, is used literally, and figuratively, eg Paul went "Bound in the spirit" = compelled by his convictions, Acts 20:22. 

G1189 Deomai- To desire, long for, to ask from a sense of need, beseech.

G1203 Despotes- Sovereign Lord, One with absolute ownership/ authority/ power.

G1188 Dexios- The strong, skilled, and executive hand. "The RIGHT hand of fellowship," public approval, Gal 2:9. "Exalted at the RIGHT hand of God," the place of honour/ executive power, Acts 2:33; Mt 26:64. God's strong, skilled intervention, on behalf of his own, "Your RIGHT hand sustains me, Ps 18;35, etc. Eng. Dexterity. 

G1228 Diabolos- An accuser, slanderer. The Devil who slanders God to men, and encourages men to slander God.

G1247 Diakoneo- To be a servant, serve, wait upon, minister to, in a wide variety of situations. If it's derived from dioko= to hasten, pursue, it may be associated with the thought of vigorous personal effort in the work. G1248 Diakonia- What a Diakonos= Servant/deacon does. Used of household duties, Lk 10:40, & of the Holy Spirit's work, 2 Cor 3:8, etc. It's used of any kind of work done in the church by anyone. Peter makes this clear in Acts 6:2,4, where he says the Apostles should be DEACONing the Word, rather than DEACONing tables. G1249 Diakonos- A Servant, a worker. It's used of a servant in relation to his work. 

G1252 Diakrino- To separate thoroughly, to discriminate, decide, discern, judge. Dia= between. Krino= To judge. From Kri= To separate right from wrong, etc. Negative and positive aspects go together as in 1 Cor 14;29, a desire to authenticate/benefit from all true messages, and screen out the unprofitable/evil. The PROCESS includes the meanings: contend with, Acts 11;2, withdraw from, wavering, being in doubt, uncertain whether we want to do God's will, Jas 1:6. 

G1253 Diakrisis*- A distinguishing, discerning, judging. From Diakrino. Used in Heb 5;14 of the capacity to DISCERN good from evil developed by those mature enough to cope with strong meat. In Rom 14;1 our obligation to a new recruit is not to JUDGE him as a specimen for dissection & rectification, but receive as a brother to be loved and edified. See also 1 Cor 12:10.

G1256 Dialegomai- To think things through oneself or to reason with others, to reason, argue, express differences of judgment in words. Dialogismos- Discussion, consideration, so debate, dispute, doubtful. G1260 Dialogizomai- To discuss, consider, debate, dispute, doubtful. To bring together different reasonings, to utter them in discussion.

G1271 Dianoia- Intellect, full or thorough mind. The result of facing facts, thinking things through. The way we see things as a result of doing this. "Love God with all our MIND, Mk 12;30.

G1299 Diatasso- To arrange thoroughly, institute, as God ordained the Tabernacle and its service Acts 7:44. Dia= Through. Tasso= to place in order, arrange.

G1242 Diatheke- A disposition of property by will, a promise, contract, or undertaking. "An arrangement made by one party with full power, which the other party can accept or reject, but cannot alter." Moulton & Milligan. It is also used to translate the Hebrew word Berith which can mean a sworn covenant binding both parties, though the LXX uses Suntheke more accurately for that. God's Berith/Covenant with Noah, and His Gen 12 & Gen 15 covenants with Abraham were like The New Covenant/the Gospel, in that they did not require the man to DO anything. They were unconditional promises to be received and enjoyed by Faith. G1303 Diatithemai*- Dia= Through/intensive. Tithemi To put in a place, appoint, Lk 22:29; Act 3:25. OR in Heb 8:10; 9:16-17; 10:16, the person putting a covenant/will in place, OR the Sacrifice whose death makes the covenant binding.

G1322 Didache- Doctrine, a part of a system of belief, that which is taught, the doctrine; or the act of teaching, instruction. Didaskalia- That which is taught, doctrine, and the teaching of it. G1320 Didaskalos- Instructor, teacher, master. Used frequently by Disciples addressing the Lord. Used in the Epistles of one who studies, and quotes from, the Word of God, expounding it to show its significance. And how it applies to life situations, so that hearers will know, understand, and hopefully DO the will of God. Such shepherding, expounding/applying the truths of Scripture, patterning it in their lives and exhorting us, is the general means by which we are built on, and up into, Christ. The Lord Jesus is called our Apostle, Heb 3;1, and a Prophet, Mk 6:4 etc. But usually He assumed the lower title, and role of TEACHER. As such He conveyed from the Father saving truth, and clarified the understanding of the hearers with a view to their being saved from evil, and coming into blessing.

G1325 Didomi- To give, in many senses, give/yield fruit, give/exercising diligence, give blows, give deliverance, give oneself into going into a place= adventure, bestow, commit, deliver, grant, hinder, have power. God PUTS His laws into our hearts/minds, Heb 8;10, etc.

G1329 Diermeneuo*- To thoroughly/fully interpret, The Lord EXPOUNDED the OT Scriptures, Lk 24;27. "Tabitha by INTERPRETATION Dorcas," Acts 9;36. Dia intensive. Hermeneuo= To explain, interpret. See also 1 Cor 12:30; 14:5, 13, 27. 

G1344 Dikaioo- To show/declare to be right or righteous, to pronounce as just or innocent, justify, make righteous - a legal, formal acquittal. We can confess that God is righteous in Himself. IF we had kept all His Laws perfectly He could have declared us righteous, but as it is, only His grace and its work can enable Him to declare us righteous. God has to make us righteous before that can happen. G1347 Dikaiosis*- The act of pronouncing righteous, justification, acquittal. From Dikaooo- to justify, establish that someone is just. Rom 4:25; 5:18. G1345 Dikaioma- A concrete expression of righteousness, the expression and effect of Dikaiosis. Then a statute, decision, judgment, ordinance; a sentence of acquittal/ declaration that someone is righteous; a righteous act. 

G1342 Dikaios- First used of those who followed Dike= custom, right, rule, with regard to religious and civil obligations. So that which is Righteous. Eng. originally "Rightwise." Equitable, just, right, without partiality/prejudice. God is RIGHTEOUS in judging/treating all without partiality or favour. G1343 Dikaiosune- Righteousness, justification. The character and quality of being right/ just. God's righteousness is consistent with His Holiness, Wisdom, & Love. Behaviour acceptable to God/compatible with His character is RIGHTEOUS. Giving to the poor etc is RIGHTEOUSNESS. Faith is reckoned to the Believer as RIGHTEOUSNESS - & it inevitably changes his life towards RIGHTEOUS living. G1349 Dike*- Custom, what is right, then a judicial hearing and the execution of a sentence. Acts 25:15; 28:4; 2 Th 1:9; Jude 1:7.

G1377 Dioko- To put to flight, drive away, pursue, persecute, OR to follow eagerly, pursue after/try to catch- righteousness, peace, etc. Phil 3;12-14. G1375 Diogmos- Persecution. 

G1357 Diorthosis*- To straighten or reform thoroughly. Putting right/straight. Dia intensive. Orthos= Straight. Heb 9:10.

G1378 Dogma*- An opinion expressed with authority, a decree, an ordinance. From Dokeo- an opinion. "The Law of commandments in ORDINANCES," Eph 2;15. "DECREE of Augustus," Lk 2;2 "Delivered them the DECREES," Acts 16;4. See also Act 17:7; Col 2:14. G1380 Dokeo- To be of the opinion, think, suppose; OR be accounted, to seem, be reputed. A subjective opinion based on thought, or the judgment of an observer. The opinion may be right or wrong.

G1381 Dokimazo- To test, examine, discern, prove- and approve. Originally of metals as in LXX Prov 8;10; 17;3. To Test/prove with the expectation of approving, or hope of doing so if possible. G1382 Dokime- The process of proving, trial, experience. OR the effect- approved. G1384 Dokimos- Acceptable, approved, tried. Used LXX for genuine coins or silver.

G1388 Dolos- A bait, trick, snare, deceit. Dolioo/Doloo- To use deceit, lure as by a bait, ensnare, corrupt. Dolios- Deceitful.

G1431 Dorea- A gratuity, free gift, always stressing the freeness. Used of spiritual/supernatural gifts only in the NT. G1432 Dorean- Given freely as a gift, without a cause, freely - sometimes in vain. G1435 Doron- A gift, generally given as an expression of honour, a gift made to God or the temple.

G1398 Douleuo- To be or serve as a slave - literally or figuratively. G1402 Douloo- To enslave, bring into bondage, make or become a servant/slave. G1397 Douleia- Servitude, slavery. Deo= to bind. The condition of being a Doulos, in contrast to Freedom, Liberty. 

G1401 Doulos- Bond-servants, slaves. They formed the great majority of the population of the Roman Empire, every war or rebellion added to their numbers. Some were miners or rowed galleys, but most were members of households, working secretaries, accountants, or domestic drudges. They were the property of their Master whether purchased or born of his household slaves. A slave was totally at his Master's disposal, under His direction, with no rights, no right to a will of his own unless he voluntarily chooses to do his Master's will, and delight in that. We were created for this role. LXX for Ebed= Doulos, when Adam was put into the garden to DRESS Abad/Douleo serve it as a slave. He was under God's orders until he rebelled, and then became the slave of his own desires, Jn 8;34. So the NT Christian/Gospel remedy for slaves was not rebellion, but to start working for the PERFECT MASTER, Col 3:22-24, as Paul himself delighted to do, and boast of, 2 Tim 2:24; Titus 1:1, etc. The status of the slave was determined by the status of his Master. The slave of an Emperor ruled over Kings!

G1392 Doxazo- To bring or give glory to, glorify, be glorified, magnify, praise. From Doxa= Glory. The GLORY of God is the revelation/manifestation of what He is in Himself. He is glorified by displaying that in what He does. The Lord Jesus GLORIFIED God in all He was, said, and did on earth. We are called to do the same by what we SAY about Him, and by the way we live showing what we know of Him/what He enables us to be, Mt 5:16; Jn 15:8; 1 Cor 6:20. G1391 Doxa- Visible glory, from Dokeo= to seem. The honour/reputation that comes from what the person has done. Used of the Nature of God and His actions which display it. eg Jn 1:14; 2:11; 11:4, 40, etc. The GLORY of God is seen in creation, in the life of Christ, and should be displayed in the life of the individual believer here and now, Phil 1:9-11, and eternally in the Church, Eph 3:21. God's glory is the appreciated manifestation of His worthiness. 

G1410 Dunamai- To be able, or possible, have power, whether by personal ability and resources, as Rom 15:14, through favourable circumstances/ opportunity, 1 Th 2;6, or by permission, law, or custom as Acts 24:8. G1411 Dunamis- Ability power, force, capability. The empowering for WITNESS, Acts 1:8; (and for Work, Worship, Growth) provided by the Indwelling of God the Holy Spirit. OR as seen in an action. Beings with power. Works demonstrating power= miracles. Dunatos- Powerful, capable, able, strong, mighty.

Duskolos*- Difficult to feed because fussy about food. The Rich expect to "pick and choose" not take what is offered, Mt 19:23; Mk 10:23, 24; Lk 18:24.

E

G1453 Egeiro- To waken or rouse - from sleep, sitting, lying, inactivity, obscurity, ruin, death, Mt 2:24, etc. Raising/rising, causing to appear.

G1458 Egkaleo/Enkaleo- To call in a debt, bring to account, accuse, bring a charge against, come forward as accuser. En= In. Kaleo= To Call. 

G1492 Eido/Eidon/Oida- To see, know, be aware of, behold- Aorist of Horao. To see, in the sense of recognise, rather than simply glance at. "Anyone who has SEEN me (discerned, not merely watched Jesus of Nazareth) has SEEN the Father," Jn 14:9. The perfect tense is Oida- To know in the sense of grasping information with the mind & understanding as a result of mental effort, and to be able to use it. Oida is used of the knowledge of doctrine, or mastery of the skills of Christian living. Oida often indicates FULL KNOWLEDGE- this is possible with things and ideas; Ginosko often indicates partial but increasing knowledge, as is appropriate to personal/ fellowship knowledge. G1497 Eidolon- An image, idol, heathen god. OR a phantom, likeness. From Eidon= to appear. Eidos= an appearance, lit "That which is seen," and in the case of an Idol supposed to represent the invisible "god." The corresponding Hebrew is a "Vanity" etc. 

G1504 Eikon- Likeness, representation, image - combining the ideas of Representation and Manifestation. Used of the image on a coin, Mt 22:20, Statue, Rom 1:23, Adam made in the image of God, and mankind inheriting that image tarnished by the Fall/rebellion, Gen 5:3. And of Christ the perfect IMAGE of the unseen Father. God as God - on His own grounds, is totally incomprehensible to man, 1 Tim 6:16. Christ revealed God as fully as man is capable of perceiving Him, Jn 1:1-2, 14, and that IMAGE is conveyed in the Gospel, 2 Cor 4:4; Heb 1:1-3. The LAW had only the SHADOW cast by the reality of God, so had no power except to vaguely suggest the outline of God's will, and of what was coming, Heb 10:4. Adam had been placed on earth to represent God. He had failed, so The Son was sent as His representative to care for His interests, Jn 14:5-10, and to reveal His heart of love for mankind. Fallen man bears the IMAGE of Adam's fallen likeness to God, and Redeemed man will yet be seen in the IMAGE of Christ, 1 Cor 15:49. In public worship Male Believers are responsible to function as "the IMAGE of God," 1 Cor 11:7. In daily life we ALL, as God's chosen, are committed to representing/manifesting the IMAGE of the Son, Rom 8;29. 

G1506 Eilikrines*- Unalloyed, pure. Phil 1:10; 2 Pet 3:1. It may hold the idea "Tested by sunlight." Certainly as we "Walk in the light with Him, confessing what the light shows up, the blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all sin, 1 Jn 1:9.

G1515 Eirene- Peace -a harmonious relationship, order, rest, freedom from molestation, quietness, & the sense of rest and contentment that goes with these. The blessed result of God's GRACE granted and received, and lived in, is PEACE enjoyed. PEACE with God. PEACE within ourselves. PEACE lived out in relationships with others. The calmness resulting from experiencing the grace of God and knowing Him as the God of grace, enables us to face uncertain or threatening futures undisturbed, confident that we're in God's hand. LXX Shalom- Peace, salvation as wholeness, completeness, full & abundant life enjoyed by God's people because of their relationship with Him & each other. As a salutation it points both to the "Good life" God has provided & the need to avoid dissension. 

G1519 Eis- Into. Whoever believes Eis Christ - INTO a relationship with Him has eternal life. G1522 Eisakouo*- To listen to. Eis= Into, Akouo= To Hear. To hear & obey, OR to listen and answer, as God did, Mt 6:7; Lk 1;13; Act 10:31; 1 Cor 14:21; Heb 5:7.

G1556 Ekdikeo*- That which proceeds from justice, avenge, to vindicate, retaliate, punish, revenge. Ek= From, out of. Dike= Justice. Lk 18:3, 5; Rom 12:9; 2 Cor 10:6; Rev 6:10; 19:2.  Ekdikesis- Vengeance, the execution of justice, punishment, vindication, retribution, revenge. Ekdikos- One who exacts a penalty, avenges, punishes.

G1573 Ekkakeo*/Enkakeo- To be weary, faint, fail, lack courage, be faint hearted, lose heart. En= In. Kakos= Base, evil. Lk 18:1; 2 Cor 4:1, 16; Gal 6:9; Eph 3:13; 2 Th 3:13. A despicable, and disgraceful lack of responding in faith to the challenges of life - and very easy to fall into. 

G1577 Ekklesia- A called out company. Ek= Out of. Klesis= A calling. From Kaleo= to call. Used of the rioting mob called out against the Christians, Acts 19:41, and the meeting of a lawful governing body Acts 19:39. Commonly used of us Believers/Christians, CALLED OUT from the world at large, to the Lord Jesus Christ to be His own people, His functioning body on earth under His headship, in the sense of a local church fellowship, OR of the Church as a whole. 

G1588 Eklektos- Picked out, chosen, selected, elect. Ek= Out. Lego= To gather, pick out. Used of Christ as the Chosen of God, angels, and the redeemed. This reminds us we're His, chosen by Grace, not our deserts. Ekloge- The act of choosing, OR the chosen ones. 

G1590 Ekluo*- Ek= Out, Luo= To loose a bow string, to let go. Used of our growing faint/weary in the struggle against self/sin, and discipline. Mt 9:36; 15:32; Mk 8:3; Gal 6:9; Heb 12:3,5.

G1626 Ektroma*- Premature birth, abortion. 1 Cor 15:8. Paul not carried full-time like the 12 with 3 years in Lord's company. (Born as National Israel will be, Zech 12-13.)

G1653 Eleeo- To have mercy on, feel sympathy with, show mercy to. Eleos= Mercy. God shows MERCY to us - to eternal life. We're to reflect that mercy towards the unsaved for the same purpose, and to each other. Eleemon- Actively merciful, compassionate in attitude and action. Eleemosune- Merciful gifts to those in need. Eleos- Mercy. The expression of pity, meeting the need of the receiver, from the resources of the Giver. "God is rich in MERCY," Eph 2:4.

G1651 Elegcho/Elencho- To convict, refute, reprove. Usually to make the person ashamed. The woman's accusers "CONVICTED of their own consciences went out," Jn 8:9. God the Holy Spirit REPROVES the world of sin, etc, Jn 16:9. 

G1658 Eleutheros- unrestrained, able to go at pleasure - a citizen, not a slave. Exempt from obligation, or liability, at liberty. Mt 17:26; Jn 8:33; Rom 6:20, etc

G1680 Elpis- A confident & happy expectation of something good, used of the GROUNDS of that expectation, or the OBJECT on which hope is fixed - eg "Christ in you the HOPE of Glory," Col 1:27. Always a far more confident expectation than is implied by HOPE in English. (People can say "I HOPE to be in Heaven," meaning no more than when they say "I HOPE to win at LOTTO.") Biblically HOPE is the basis for a course of consistent action to which the hoped for result is the natural consequence, cp "I've studied hard, gained good marks & enrolled in Medical School as I HOPE to be a Doctor." Hope has to do with the unseen & the future. The Believer does what he does because he has reason to believe it's pleasing to God & will be a blessing to himself & others. The reason for hoping is important in Scripture. Our HOPE is directed TOWARDS/Eis God, 1 Pet 3:5, rests UPON Him, Rom 15:12 & is secure IN Him, 1 Th 1:3.

G1703 Empaiktes*- Scoffers, childish triflers. Paizo= To play like a child- Pais. 2 Pet 3:3; Jude 1:18. Empaizo- To mock, mock at. Mt 2:16; 20:19, etc.

G1718 Emphanizo- To manifest, make obvious, exhibit. En= Intensive. Phaino= To shine.

G1707 Empleko*- To entangle. Pleko= To weave, so to become woven into the pattern of this world. 2 Tim 2:4; 2 Pet 2:20.

G1722 En- In- a fixed position in place, time or state. We believe Eis= Into Christ at conversion and then live and function In- En, Him. G1731 Endeiknumi- To indicate by word or act, show, show forth, prove. Endeixis- A showing, pointing out/forth, to declare, give proof. The act/ process by which a thing is demonstrated to be so. En= In. Deiknumi= To show.

G1754 Energeo- To work in, be active, operative, work effectively. Used of God/God's Word working in us, and our working in response to that. Used of Faith ENERGISING Love, Gal 5:6. or simply to work. En= in. Ergon= Work. energema- Thing worked, working, things accomplished, effects. Energes*- Active, powerful. 1 Cor 16:9; Phile 1:6; Heb 4:12.

G1777 Enochos- Liable to action at Law, guilty of. En= In. Echo= To Have/ Hold, Mt 5:21, etc..

G1774 Enoikeo*- To settle down to live in, be at home, usually by choice. En= in, Oikeo= to dwell. Often used with spiritual significance, eg God INDWELLING, Believers, 2 Cor 6:16. Also of faith, and Sin, in the believer. Rom 8:11; Col 3:16; 2 Tim 1:5, 14.

G1799 Enopion- In the face of, before, in the presence of. En= In. Ops= The eye. So whatever is before or opposite to a person in full view. Figuratively, in the mind and thought of a person. 

G1785 Entole- An injunction, authoritative prescription, commandment. Used by the Lord Jesus of individual OT COMMANDMENTS, Mt 5;19 etc. (Nomos refers to the LAW as a whole.)

G1788 Entrepo- To put to shame. Turn one upon himself, so he feels ashamed and is ready to change his conduct. OR to feel respect for, reverence. En= In. Trepho= To Turn. 

G1793 Entugchano*/Entuchano- To fall in with, meet with a view to conversation, then to make petition/intercession, plead WITH a person, or AGAINST as against Paul, Acts 25:24, Elijah against Israel, Rom 11:2. or FOR, as Holy Spirit in Rom 8:27, Christ 8:34; Heb 7:25.

G1861 Epaggello/Epangellomai- To proclaim, profess, OR to promise. Used of the signed programme promises made by those standing for election to public office, and as a technical term in announcing a public sacrifice. G1860 Epaggelia/Epangelia- Primarily a LAW term for a summons. Epi-upon, Angelia- Message, Angello- to proclaim, announce, also an undertaking to do or give something, a promise. Used regularly of the promises of God. Formally proclaimed-promises, legally binding ones. God in his Word solemnly guarantees what He will do, be, and give, to us in Christ. 

G1905 Eperotao- To ask, demand on a footing of equality or familiarity. A King asking another King, Lk 14;32. Our Lord ASKING the Father, Jn 14;16, the wife asking her husband, 1 Cor 14:35. Asking also with the expectation of a favourable answer.

G2178 Ephapax*- On one occasion, once (and for all.) Epi= Upon/ intensive. Hapax- Once, One time only, Rom 6:10; 1 Cor 15:6; Heb 7:27; 9; 12; 10;10.

G2023 Epichoregeo*- To supply abundantly. Epi= upon or intensive, Choros= Chorus, Hegeomai= To lead. To welcome a returning hero, then later it meant to pay the expenses for such a welcome. Epichoregia- A full supply. 2 Cor 9:10; Gal 3:5; Col 2:19; 2 Pet 1:5, 11.

G1932 Epiekeia & Epieikes- Fairness/equity/justice, with moderation, sympathetic, patient gentleness. Acts 24:4; 2 Cor 10:1. & Phil 4:5; 1 Tim 3:3; Titus 3:2; Jas 3:17.1 Pet 2:18.

G1921 Epiginosko- To know fully, become fully acquainted with, notice attentively, discern, recognise. Epi= upon/intensive. Ginosko= Growing personal fellowship knowledge. A full knowledge resulting from a deliberate endeavour to get to know the person/subject. Now we KNOW- Ginosko Christ & His Salvation piecemeal- Ek Meros, in parts, partial experiences. Then we shall FULLY KNOW- Epiginosko Him as he FULLY KNOWS- Epiginosko us, 1 Cor 13:12. It isn't a case of coming up with a mastery of a subject by intellectual gift or effort. G1922 Epignosis- Recognition, full discernment, complete or thorough knowledge of the personal relationship kind that fully unites the subject with the object.

G1956 Epiluo*- To solve, expound. Epi= Upon, intensive. Luo to loose, untangle, set free. He EXPOUNDED all things to His disciples, Mk 8:34; Shall be DETERMINED- sorted out- in a lawful assembly, Acts 19:39. Epilusis*- Interpretation, unloosing, explanation. 2 Pet 1:20.

G2014 Epiphaino*- To give light, shine forth upon. Show forth. Epi- Upon, intensive, Phaino= To shine out. Lk 1:79; Act 27:20; Titus 2:11; 3:4. Epiphaneia*- A shining forth upon. Used of the Lord's coming in glory and setting up His Kingdom. 2 Th 2:8; 1 Tim 6:14; 2 Tim 1:10; 4:1, 8; Titus 2:13.

G1984 Episkope*- Overseership, Act 1:20; 1 Tim 3:1. Or Visitation- in the sense of the time when God as overseer intervenes to call people to account, Lk 19:44; 1 Pet 2:12. G1985 Episkopos- Overseer, (Bishop) Epi= Over. Skopeo= To look, or watch. So someone with a caring, supervisory role. The person who does this work is also an Elder= Mature in spiritual experience, and understanding. Cp Act 20:17, 28.

G2009 Epitimia*- The enjoyment of citizen rights/privileges, or a penalty imposed for the infringement of citizen rights. Used of expulsion from Fellowship/restoration, 2 Cor 2:6.

G1937 Epithumeo- To set the heart on, long for, covet, lust after. To desire earnestly - rightly as the H.S. lusts against the flesh, or wrongly as vice-versa Gal 5:17. G1939 Epithumia- A strong desire, often for what is forbidden. Epi= Intensive. Pathema- Affliction, desire. (Desires distress us either by renaining unsatisfied, OR by being wrongly yielded to, bring guilt, shame, or punishment. Epithumia is used in GOOD sense only of our Lord's desire, as Lk 22:15, and Paul's in Phil 1:23; 1 Th 2:27. Epithumia/ Lusts are not always coarse  - they may be legitimate sources of pride, except that they're alternatives to the worship, service & love of God. 

G2007 Epitithemi- To put/lay upon. Epi= upon, Tithemi= To put, add. Used of LAYING HANDS ON sick, Mt 9:18, OR public recognition of worker, 1 Tim 5:22, etc.

G2064 Erchomai- To come or to go, being the word most commonly used. It signifies the ACT of coming/going. Heko signifies the FACT of arrival. 

G2038 Ergazomai- To work hard or thoroughly, Eg Col 3:23. Ergon= Work. Or to work thoroughly at sinning, Mt 7:23; Jas 2:9 - worse than Poieo- to do sin, or Prasso- to practice sin.

G2054 Eris*- Strife, quarrelling, contention, especially from rivalry. Rom 1:29; 13:13; 1 Cor 3:3; 2 Cor 12:29; Gal 5:20; Phil 1:15; 1 Tim 6:4. 

G2052 Eritheia*/Erithia- Ambition, self-seeking, rivalry. Self-will is underlying idea- seeking to win followers. From Erithos= Hireling, not Eris= Strife. Rom 2:8; 2 Cor 12:20; Gal 5:20; Phil 1:16; 2:3; Jas 3:14, 16. Similar in meaning to Hairetikos- but Causing division, rather than heretical, Titus 3:10.

G2065 Erotao- To ask, generally on a basis of equality, as one king to another, Lk 14:32; or of the Lord asking His Father, Jn 14:6, etc. Erotao has a similar meaning to Eperetao. It contrasts with Aiteo. In 1 Jn 5:16 we're encouraged to ask- Aiteo forgiveness for sin, but forbidden to ask- Erotao re the sin unto death - to do so would be impertinence. 

G2078 Eschatos- Last, uttermost, extreme, of time or place. The last/final state of persons or things. The Last Days, beginning with the coming of Christ, Heb 1:2. etc.

G1482 Ethnikos*- Gentiles, or in Gentile fashion. Mt 6:7; 18:17; Gal 2:14. From Ethnos- A multitude, a multitude of the same nation - then NATIONS as such. Gentiles etc. LXX for Hebrew Goiim. Eng, Heathen, Ethnic, etc. 

G2097 Euaggelizo/Euangelizo- To preach the Gospel/Good news, evangelise, is almost always the meaning. LXX uses it for the announcing of any message intended to cheer the hearers, as 1 Sam 31:9, 2 Sam 1:20. G2098 Euaggelion/Euangelion- Originally used of the reward given to someone bringing good news. Then it came to mean simply the good news itself. In  the NT it's used of the Good News of Salvation in Christ offered in Grace to all who will believe/receive. The basic facts of the Gospel message & the preaching, explanation & application of them.

G2168 Eucharisteo- To be thankful, express gratitude, give thanks, as the Lord did before breaking bread to feed 5000, last Supper & at Emmaus. Failing to appreciate God's goodness is dangerous, Deu 28:47. Joyful thanksgiving is the mark of the Christian Faith - man's appropriate response to God, His Charis/Grace, and its Gifts. We who receive grace should rejoice/express our joy to God in thanksgiving. Eucharistia- Gratitude, thankfulness, giving thanks.

G2127 Eulogeo- To speak well of, praise, ask God's blessing on, or to cause to prosper, make happy. Eu= fine, well, Logos= a word. So to praise God, acknowledging His goodness, seeking to glorify Him, as Zacharias, Lk 1:64, etc. Or to consecrate something to God with solemn prayers & ask Him to bless it. Eulogetos- Blessed, praised, from Eulogeo. G2129 Eulogia- Speaking good of, praise. English Eulogy. OR a blessing, benefit bestowed, a monetary gift for the poor which will move them to bless God and givers, 2 Cor 9:5-6. The expression of appreciation/praise appropriate to what God has done & was in Himself because He chose to so act. LXX uses for Berekah- God's blessing & Praise returned to God for His blessings.

G2158 Euschemon- Elegant in figure, well formed, graceful, honoured, influential, Acts 23:50 (Upper-class women would be marked out as being "well presented!") OR in the moral sense, seemly, honourable, Mk 15:43. Euschemonos- Gracefully, becomingly, in a seemly manner. Eu= well, Schema= A form, figure. "To walk HONESTLY/Decently, as in the day," in contrast to disorderly and shamefully. Rom 13:13.

G1805 Exagorazo- To buy out of the Agora= market. So competitive public action - purposeful & costly, not something that just happens. The Lord "REDEEMED us from the curse of the Law," Gal 3:13. We're to REDEEM the time, making the most of opportunity, Col 4:5.

G1841 Exodos*. Departure. His DECEASE which He would accomplish, Lk 9:31. Ek= Out. Hodos= Way. Lk 9:31; Heb 11:2; 2 Pet 1:15.

G1843 Exomologeo- To confess/proclaim, freely, openly, boldly, one's sins, the truth of God, or one's debt to Him, by praising Him. Ek= Out. Homologeo= To confess, so to confess out.

G1843 Exousia- Authority power. From Exesti= it is lawful. Freedom to act. Usually LAWFUL AUTHORITY/delegated power. Those who receive Christ have & exercise the RIGHT to be called God's children, Jn 1:12. All Exousia is given Christ, so the great commission is given in Mt 28. But sometimes misuse of delegated power, Lk 22:53 - "the POWER of darkness."

G

G1074 Genea- A begetting or birth, generation, successive generations, a period occupied by each successive generation. From Ginomai.

G1097 Ginosko- Growing Personal knowledge. Knowledge gained by experience and fellowship, in contrast to Oida- the understanding gained by the mental processing of facts. Ginosko- implies partial knowledge- knowledge that needs to grow. In NT frequently indicates a relationship between the person knowing and the person/object known. The Knowledge of God and His will isn't gained simply by intellectual activity, but by the operation of the Spirit of God bringing us into increasing fellowship with God & His will as expressed in His Word. Sam 31:9, 2 Sam 1:20. G1108 Gnosis- Knowledge, often of spiritual truth, or situations. It's used of Peter's knowledge of what Ananias had done, Acts 5:3-4; Paul of what would happen in the shipwreck, Acts 27:21-14. "Science" KJV, 1 Tim 6:20. As Gnosis is associated with Ginosko presumably it has some of its distinctives- Personal, "fellowship-knowledge," rather than Oida- seeing/intellectually grasping. So, knowledge gained from fellowship with God, & the skill to use it in fellowship with Him so that His will can be done, rather than mere information grasped with the mind. KNOWLEDGE would seem to be of events, things, situations, WISDOM of abstract realities & principles. Gnorizo- To come to know, discover, to make known what was previously unknown, or to remind of what is already known. From Ginosko. G1106 Gnome- The faculty of knowledge, reason, then that which is thought or known, or an opinion as to what ought to be done by oneself, and intention to do it, OR the advice given to others. 

1100 Glossa- The physical tongue, or it as the organ of speech, Mk 7:33. Or the speech sounds it produces, a language, a tongue shape as "Tongues of Fire," Acts 2:3. Or the supernatural gift of speaking an unlearned language.

G1103 Gnesios*- Lawfully begotten, so true, genuine, sincere. OR naturally, truly, honourably, 2 Cor 8:8; Phil 2:20; 4:3; 1 Tim 1:2; Titus 1:4. 

G1111 Gogguzo/Gonguzo- To mutter, murmur, grumble. What an UNGODLY thing for man to do, as GOD created this world as fitted to our needs, & over-rules its functioning for our good, Rim 8:28.

G1121 Gramma- A writing, epistle, letter or book. From Grapho= To write. Eng Graphic etc. Used of being a learned person or not. Used of alphabet letters, and the Scriptures as a whole. Grammateus- A scribe, professional writer, secretary, among Jews, an expert in/ official interpreter of, the OT Law. G1124 Graphe- Anything written down including lists of property, registers, official agreements, etc. Or the Holy Scripture which is FROM God, speaks ON HIS BEHALF, and all are answerable TO it, Jn 7:42; 19:37; Rom 4:3; 9:17. Their Divine Authority/ practical UTILITY go hand in hand, 2 Tim 3:16. Grapho/Graphomai- Writing or that which is Written, particularly the Holy Scriptures as in Mk 1:2. Writing down promises etc makes them permanent, unchanging, so gives security.

G1127 Gregoreuo/Gregoreo- To watch, keep awake, be alert on guard, as the Lord urged the Disciples at end of the last Supper "WATCH and pray," Mt 26:40-41.

G1131 Gumnos- Unclothed, insufficiently clothed from the point of view of warmth, Jas 2:15, modesty, or public appearance- Peter stripped to underwear for handling nets, Jn 21:7. Used of BARE seed sown, soul without the body, the shameful state of an un-Christ-like church, Rev 3:17. Gumnazo- To train up, exercise (naked). Eng Gymnasium. 

G1135 Gune- A woman married or unmarried, usually a wife.

H

G86 Haides/Hades- Where human spirits of the unsaved go at death. From Hados= All-receiving, OR A= not. Eido= to see, so unseen. Biblically Hades is temporary until the Great White throne when it is emptied into Gehenna, Rev 20:13-15. 

G37 Hagiazo- To act in a Holy way, as one set apart by God for fellowship with God. G38 Hagiasmos- Holiness, sanctification, a separation to God, 1 Cor 1:30; 2 Th 2:13, the state that results, and the conduct befitting those so separated, 1 Th 4:3, 4, 7. etc. As it's God's will for us, 1 Th 4:3; we must pursue it earnestly 1 Tim 2:15; Heb 12:14 by obedience to the Word, following Christ's example Mt 11:29; Jn 13:15; Eph 4:20; Phil 2:5, etc. God provides it, the Holy Spirit is the Agent of our sanctification, but Sanctification is ours only as we choose to take it up/live it out in dependence on Him. G40 Hagios- Holy, separate, saints, set apart for God - from Hazo to venerate. Incidentally the method of freeing a slave was for the redemption price to be given to the temple for the "God" to buy the slave, who from then on was the property of that god and could not be re-enslaved! So for Christians set apart from self, sin, and the world's ways, to and for GOD, by His actions, and their response as in 1 Th 1:9-10 "Turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God, and to live in anticipation of the coming of his Son from Heaven." Hagios covers all aspects of our lives as it is a direct association with the Holy One, to whom we are set apart. Saints are those saved by Sovereign grace, and set apart by God to be His own. 2 Th 1:10, describes saints as being "Them that Believed." It's not a state of attainment but a state to which God, in Grace, has placed all Believers, and the standard He calls us to live up to, requiring us to keep from defilement, and have fellowship with Himself in His Holiness, 2 Cor 6:14-7:1. He has fitted us for His presence, making us totally acceptable. Hagios also describes God as being separate from all the sin, imperfections, limitations & inadequacies of human beings. When we think of God as a PERSON, having LIFE, we need the constant reminder that He is Holy - totally superior & different. G42 Hagiosune- Holiness as manifested in personal conduct uniquely by the Lord Jesus, as proved by His resurrection, Rom 1:4. Believers are to be "perfecting HOLINESS in the fear of God 2 Cor 7:1; 1 Th 3:13.

G139 Hairesis- Choice or opinion, sect. From Haireo= To choose. By the natural sense of the Scriptures & the aid of the Holy Spirit God makes His will clear to sincere seekers, Jn 7:17; 14:26; 1 Jn 2:20. FALSE Teachers twist the Scriptures 2 Pet 3:16 to suit their own ideas and by expressing their own opinions, interesting speculations, etc, offer people popular alternatives to God's truth. God permits this - He doesn't want mindless conscripts or slaves. "There must be HERESIES among you that they which are approved may be made manifest," 1 Cor 11:9. God allows us to be tested, that we may freely choose HIM.

G264 Hamartano- To err, sin, trespass. Hamartema- A sin, sin. An act of disobedience to God's law. G266 Hamartia- Sin, offence, sinful. Literally "Missing the mark." The background of an arrow missing its mark suggests the arrow's uselessness to the shooter & his disappointment at its failure - for with us it's wilful & the fault is all on our side. Pointlessness to the arrow, which exists to hit. The damage done by striking the wrong object. The finality of opportunity lost, unless the archer bothers to find it & give it another chance. The need to submit to adjustment/ remaking for success to become possible - but all that remains as background only in NT. It's the general term for sin and sins. SIN is the evil governing principle or power in the life, source of sins - sinful acts, their root, as in Jn 1:29. It's used of an individual sin, as in Mt 12:31. Christ was without SIN, but became the SIN-OFFERING.  G268 Hamartolos- Sinful, a sinner. One who misses the mark. Used as the general term to describe the fallen condition of men - sinners. The Pharisees used it of tax collectors etc and Gentiles in general.

G572 Haplotes*- Simplicity, sincerity, single-minded ungrudging liberality. Rom 12:8; 2 Cor 1:12; 8:2; 9:11, 13; 11:3; Eph 6:5; Col 3:22. From Haplous= single, in contrast to Diplous- double.

G727 Harpax- Rapacious, Greedy robbers. Harpazo- to seize, to snatch away, forcefully.

G1476 Hedraios*- Steadfast, firm, Seated. Hedra= a seat. Made up mind & sat down. Moral fixity of purpose. "Be STEADFAST, immovable always abounding in Lord's work," 1 Cor 15:58. See also 1 Cor 7:37; Col 1:23. Used in LXX Deut 19:14 Not to MOVE neighbour's landmark. 

G2233 Hegeomai- To lead, preside, rule, be chief, Mt 2:6, etc. OR To lead before the mind, count, think, 2 Cor 9:5; Heb 10:29, etc. 

G2270 Hesuchazo*- To be quiet, still, at rest. Usually used of silence, but RESTED on Sabbath, Lk 23:56, and Paul's friends CEASED to persuade him, Acts 21:14. See also Lk 14:4; Acts 11:18; 1 Th 4:11- a man giving up a disorderly life to be QUIET, work to provide his food. Hesuchia*- Quietness. Act 22:2; 2 Th 3:12; 1 Tim 2:11, 12. Hesuchios*- Tranquility arising from within. (Eremos= peaceful surroundings, 1 Tim 2:2.) A woman's QUIET spirit, 1 Pet 3:4.

G2087 Heteros= another of a different kind. a difference in quality, a generic difference. think OTHERWISE/differently, Phil 3:15. Allos= another of the same kind- a difference in quantity. Gal 1:6-7 Another- Heteros Gospel which is not another- Allos. 

G2417 Heurisko- To find, by seeking, or without seeking. Figuratively to learn, discover, to find oneself, gain, obtain. As OBTAINED eternal redemption, Heb 9:12.

G2409 Hiereus- Priest, one responsible for offering sacrifices to God, and in charge of things associated with such work. Biblically both the OT priesthood, and that of Christ Jesus our Lord involve a mediatorial role- both ways between God and man. Believers are also priests, Rev 1:6. G2411 Hieron- Temple, outer court of temple, associated with the Hiereus- Priest. Naos, inner sanctuary, is associated with the GOD.

G2431 Hilaros*- Readiness of mind/ joyousness that's prompt to do anything, so Cheerful, 2 Cor 9:7. English, Hilarious. From Hileos= Propitious. LXX use Hilaruno in Ps 104:15. Hilarotes*- Alacrity, cheerfulness, Rom 12:8.

G2433 Hilaskomai*- Originally meant to conciliate, appease, propitiate gods by sacrifices, as the Heathen "Gods" had no goodwill towards men. As God's attitude to men is always Love, it never means that, in the NT. Instead it's used of the sinner abandoning any claim to self-righteousness casting himself on God's mercy, Lk 18:13, OR God's action in making it possible for Him to be merciful to the sinner without compromising His holiness Heb 2:17. Never is God said to be reconciled to man, it is man who has to be changed, 2 Cor 5:19. G2434 Hilasmos*- An Expiation, a means whereby sin is covered and remitted. Christ is this for us, 1 Jn 2:2; 4:10. Hilasterion*- The lid/ cover of the Ark of the Covenant. The Mercy seat, place of propitiaton, or expiation. Hebrew Kapporeth= The cover, connected with the covering and removal of sin by propitiatory sacrifice. Rom 3:25; Heb 9:5. Hileos*- Propitious, Merciful. Mt 16:2; Heb 8:12. 
G2476 Histemi- to set, place, stand, stand forth/firm, appoint, cause to stand. Used in many senses including to stand before God, as in our world people are "PRESENTED TO" the Queen.

G3667 Homoioma- A form, resemblance, made like to, likeness - in the physical sense, or figuratively. God the Son "Was made in the LIKENESS of men," Phil 2:7. G3664 Homoios- Like, resembling, similar. Used of Parables, symbols & descriptions of Heaven, etc where exact correspondence with earthly things is impossible. Also can mean likewise, in like manner. 

G3670 Homologeo- To speak the same thing, agree with, confess - declare openly and freely, because convinced of the facts. Homos= the same. Lego= To speak.

G3708 Horao- To see, behold, consider, look. Emphasizes the direction of the thought to the object "seen." Prolonged looking with a discerning mind, rather than casual or incidental seeing, OR of taking heed, and caring. We shall SEE Him as He is, 1 Jn 3:2.

G3724 Horizo- To mark out, appoint, decree, specify, define. ORDAINED.. judge, Acts 10:42.

G3727 Horkos- An Oath. Linked with Herkos= A Fence. So, an oath was intended to fence a man in to telling the truth.

G5207 Huios- Son- Primarily speaks of the RELATIONSHIP of offspring and parent, who share/ display/exercise common characteristics, Evil- Mt 23:31, Acts 13:10, Eph 2:2; Good- Lk 6:35, Acts 4:36, Rom 8:14, Gal 3:7, etc. John refers to Believers as Teknon of God, Jn 1:12, etc and reserves Huios for the Son of God. Paul challenges Believers to be Huios - display the dignity of a relationship where the son/daughter shares the lifestyle and goals of the Father. G5206 Huiothesia*- Placing as a son, adoption. The place/condition of being a son given to one to whom it does not normally belong. Huios= Son. Tithemi= To place. All Believers are BORN of the Spirit, made God's Children/teknon/Born ones. Being indwelt by the Holy Spirit places us in a special privileged relationship with God - Adoption, which we are called to live up to. Finally this will be perfected in our Christ-like, redeemed body. Rom 8:15, 23; 9:4; Gal 4:5; Eph 1:5.

G5219 Hupakouo- Hupo= Under. Akouo= To hear. To listen under instruction & respond by accepting the responsibility/challenge to be & do what one is being commanded. To listen attentively & be obedient. G5218 Hupakoe- Attentive hearing, obeying, obedience, etc. 

G5257 Huperetes- Hupo- Under. Eretes- A Rower. So, An under-rower & then a responsible servant acting under the orders of another as Paul said he, Apollos & Cephas were, 1 Cor 4:1. 

G4262 Hupodeigma*- What is shown below, or privately, a teaching example, Jn 13:15; Heb 4:11; 8:5; Jas 5:10; 2 Pet 2:6. In Heb 9:23, "The PATTERN/Copies of things in the Heavenlies." Hupo= Under. Deiknumi= To show. Hupodeiknumi- To show secretly, warn, then to show by tracing out, examnple.

G5278 Hupomeno- To abide or remain under, remain in a place instead of leaving - or, to endure, bear patiently. Hupo= Under. Meno= To abide, continue. To "Hang in there," in modern words. Hupomone- Patience. It's used PASSIVELY of enduring opposition/persecution, 2 Cor 6:4; 2 Tim 3:10, etc. ACTIVELY of persevering in doing what's good/right, Rom 2:7, fruit bearing, Lk 8:15 & running the race with our eyes on the Lord, Heb 12:1. It's the opposite of cowardice or despondency. Such PATIENCE/Endurance grows under trials, not triumphs, Jas 1:3. 

G5287 Hupostasis*- Hupo= Under. Histemi= To Stand. So a willingness to stand by what has been said, a foundation on which one builds, 2 Cor 9:4; 11:17; Heb 3:14; 11:1. OR as in Heb 1:3 The invisible real nature of God expressed in Christ Jesus.

G5293 Hupotasso- Primarily a military term - To rank under. Hupo= under, Tasso= to arrange. Applies equally well to any situation requiring individuals to take their place and fulfil a role- Orchestra, Team, etc. Used of our obeying God's revealed will by taking our place in the ranks, and moving with God's people in harmony with His will. Hupotage- Obedience, submission.

G2398 Idios- Of one's own, or of its own. As in Jn 1:11 "He came unto His OWN Idia= things and His OWN Idios= people received Him not." G2399 Idiotes*- A private person in contrast to a state official. One standing on their own, depending on their own resources. So one without professional knowledge, unskilled & perhaps unwilling to be taught. Act 4:13; 1 Cor 4:16, 23, 24; 2 Cor 11:6. Eng Idiot.

G2424 Iesous- The Hebrew name Joshua- Jehovah is Salvation/the Saviour, Mt 1:21 written in Greek. The personal name of the Son of God become human for us, Jn 1:14. The name JESUS sums up all He is as the Son of man, Perfect man, Representative man. James, Peter, John, and Jude, who had known Him as Jesus, never use the name in their Epistles without the addition of Christ, or Lord. Paul does so 13x only, Christ Jesus may describe the exalted One who emptied Himself, as Phil 2:5 and emphasise His pre-existence. Jesus Christ, the despised and rejected One who was afterwards glorified, Phil 2:11.

G2453 Ioudaios- Judean. In view of the dominant position of Jerusalem/Judea in the National & Spiritual life of the nation it became the name for the race & religion as a whole. The expression THE Jews is commonly used of the leadership that opposed the Lord Jesus.

G2480 Ischuo- Originally to be strong/robust in body/health, then to be strong, effective. Salt is GOOD- Ischuo if it is salty, Mt 5:13. Ischus- Ability, force, strength, the visible expression of power, power used effectively. From Ischo/Echo= to have, to hold. G2478 Ischuros- Strong, mighty. Powerful and able to use that power effectively. "There comes One MIGHTIER than I," Mt 3:11. No man can enter a STRONG man's house unless..," Mt 12:29.

G2537 Kainos- New and different in form or quality. "What NEW doctrine is this," Mk 1:27. Cp Neos a new example of a familiar thing.

G2540 Kairos- A set or proper time, season, due measure, proportion, A season with its own characteristic, eg harvest time, the present/future time. This is the SEASON for witness- sowing, reaping, gathering the harvest- cp. seasonal activity in the garden. Cp Chronos- Length of time. 

G2549 Kakia- Badness, depravity, evil, wickedness, malice. The opposite of Arete= Excellence. An ancient Greek defined Kakia as "Eagerness to harm a neighbour. Taking pleasure in the misery/ pain of others." G2560 Kakos/Kakon- Worthless, useless, bad. Evil in character, morally/ ethically, or injurious/ destructive. Cp Poneros= evil in influence & effect, harmful.

G2570 Kalos- Beautiful and good, valuable, virtuous, worthy, attractive, well adapted to its circumstances or ends- Good ground, fruit, etc. What is ethically good, right, noble, honourable, worthy of esteem. Cp Agathos= Good, beneficial, in a more practical sense. 

G2583 Kanon*- A straight rod used as a ruler to measure, or keep something straight. So figuratively the standard or principle used in measuring & the thing measured and known to conform to it. 2 Cor 10:13, 15, 16; Gal 6:16; Phil 3:16.

G2588 Kardia- The heart, Eng Cardiac. Because of its obvious importance to bodily life it naturally came to stand for the whole mental/ moral/ rational/ emotional/ volitional life of a person. It is viewed as having moral responsibility towards God & fellow man. What a man thinks in his heart is what he is, and although sometimes masked by his efforts to make a good impression what he says & does expresses his hidden heart, Mt 12:34, 15:18-19, etc. 

G2590 Karpos- Fruit- whatever is produced by the life & energy of a living organism. For humans it includes all the consequences of their thoughts, desires, words & actions, including their response to God & His Word. The fruit of their lives shows what they truly are unseen. God the Holy Spirit demonstrates His presence in a life by the distinctive fruit He produces, Gal 5:22..

G2613 Katadikazo*/Katadike- Kata= Down, against. Dike= Justice. So to bring before a court & condemn, sentence, Mt 12:7, 37; Lk 6:37; Jas 5:6. 

G2617 Kataischuno*- To put to/ be put to shame thoroughly, confound, disgrace/be disgraced. Kata= Intensified. Aischuno= To Shame. Lk 13:17; Rom 5:5; 9:33; 10:11; 1 Cor 1:27, 11:4, 5, 22; 2 Cor 7:14; 9:4; 1 Pet 2:6; 3:16.

G2632 Katakrino- To give judgment against, pass sentence on, condemn. Kata= intensive, down. Krino= To sift, separate, determine, judge. G2631 Katakrima*- The sentence pronounced, the condemnation, with a suggestion of the punishment following, Rom 5:16, 18; 8:1. Krima/ Katakrima emphasise the verdict, condemnation, and punishment following Krino/Katakrino. 

G2634 Katakurieuo*- To obtain or exercise dominion over, lord it over.  Kata= Intensive. Kurieuo= To have Lordship, Mt 20:25; Mk 10:42; Act 19:16; 1 Pet 5:3; Rev 17:14; 1916.

G2638 Katalambano- To take eagerly, seize, lay hold of so as to possess as one's own.

G2644 Katallasso*- To change/exchange money, etc or for people to change from enemy to friend, be reconciled. We were hostile in our minds towards God and under His condemnation/hostility to our sin. God remains immutable, but we're reconciled when the reason for His hostile attitude is removed in Christ, Rom 5:10; 2 Cor 5:18, 19, 20. Cp 1 Cor 7:11. Dialasso*- Mutual concession, Mt 5:24, and often in LXX after mutual hostility is never used of our being reconciled to God. G2643 Katallage*- An Exchange, reconciliation as a change on the part of one party- eg of men in relation to God, Rom 5:11; 11:15; 2 Cor 5:18, 19. 

G2647 Kataluo- To loosen down, destroy utterly, overthrow completely. OR to unyoke animals, etc. Kata= Down, Intensive. Luo to loose.

G2657 Katanoeo- The action of the mind in taking in facts about a thing. So to consider carefully, behold, perceive clearly. Kata= Intensive. Noeo= To perceive with the mind- Nous.

G2673 Katargeo- To reduce to inactivity, set aside, cut off. Kata= down, Argos= Inactive. The word usually describes a definite action. It's used of marriage ending with the husband's death, Rom 7:2. A Christian's obligation to the law ending at his conversion, Rom 7:6. Paul PUTTING AWAY childish things, 13:11. 

G2675 Katartizo- Complete thoroughly, repair, adjust, perfect, make fit, equip. Kata= down, Artos= A joint. Artios= to fit. To mend nets, Mt 4:21 Mk 1:19. To complete, to prepare/ equip completely Lk 6:40, Rom 9:22. Ethically prepare, perfect, Gal 6:1, Heb 13:21, etc. 

G2714 Katenopion*- En= in. Ops= eye, Kata= against. Right over against. Set before His eyes. Right before HIM in full view, 2 Cor 2:17; 12:19; Eph 1:4; Col 1:22; Jude 1:24.

G2734 Katoptrizomai*- To behold/reflect as in a mirror. (What a mirror "Beholds" is reflected in it.) 2 Cor 3:18. Katoptron- A Mirror.

G2730 Katoikeo- To settle down, be at home. Oikeo= to house. Kata= Down- The word suggests a permanent situation which people have chosen & are at home in. In Christ the fullness of the Godhead DWELLS bodily, Col 2:9, not Temporarily in a tent, Skenoo, as in Jn 1:14. Katoikeo is used in LXX to translate Gen 36:44 "Jacob DWELT/Yashab, in the land where his father was a STRANGER.

G2744 Kauchaomai- To boast, glory, rejoice/ have confidence in, be proud of, happy about, etc. in either bad, or good senses. Kauchema- A Boast etc. Kauchesis- Boasting etc as above. 

G2758 Kenoo*- To make empty, neutralise, useless, void, be in vain. Our Lord EMPTIED Himself - gave up his rights, prerogatives, as God, but remained in his essential Being GOD. Rom 4:14; 1 Cor 1;17; 9:15; Phil 2:7. Kenos- Empty. 

G2764 Kerusso- To herald, as a public crier, preach, proclaim the Gospel as a herald- Kerux. A herald's work is to state his Master's will loudly & clearly - Good news or bad, accept it or rebel, the facts aren't arguable. It's then up to the hearers to do something about it. We Christians are called to be heralds with a factual message- Kerugma to proclaim- Kerusso, 2 Tim 4:7. But we're also to Evangelise - spread the Good news & seek to persuade men to accept it. 

G2816 Kleronomeo- To receive by lot. Kleros= a lot. Nemomai= to possess. Then in a more general sense to possess, to receive as one's own, especially as a son's birthright, not bought or earned. Kleronomia- A lot, inherited property. See Kleronomos- as in Mt 21:38; Rom 4:13;  Gal 3:29; Heb 6:17, etc. What we have in Christ is not what we have chosen, earned, or even desired, but what God has chosen for, and allotted to each one of us. Cp 1 Pet 5:3. Kleroo- To cast lots, choose by lot, be chosen.

G2821 Klesis- A calling, call. From Kaleo, to call, invite, summon, command. In the NT always with a Heavenly origin, nature & destiny. Especially God's invitation to men to accept Salvation with all its benefits. The CALL is personal, individual & at cost to the One who called us. Kletos- Called, invited. 

G2837 Koimao/Koimaomai- To put to sleep, slumber, be dead. Is used of natural sleep & also of the death of those who are Christ's, but not of His own death, although He is their firstfruits, 1 Cor 15:20. As a sleeper does not cease to exist, so the dead do not.

G2839 Koinos- Belonging to several. The opposite of Idios= one's own, can be good as in Acts 2:44. But as in Mk 7:2 it can also mean defiled, unholy- ceremonially unclean as belonging to Gentiles - Not Kosher= approved for Law-keeping Jews. Koinoo- To make or count Koinos= common, unclean, defile. G2842 Koinonia- A having in common, partnership, fellowship, participation, sharing. So (a) The share anyone has in anything - experiences blessings & interests - Christians enjoy these together, Acts 2:42 etc. (b) Fellowship shown in actions. The outworking in the Believer's life of fellowship with God - the outcome of his faith & the work of the Holy Spirit, Rom 15:26, etc. Koinonos- Having in common, sharing, Lk 5:7 - as the men shared the boat but remained themselves so do we Christians in our fellowship with the Lord & each other.

G287 Kopos- A striking, or beating, beaten up, exhausted. Kopto= to strike. Used of criticism, Mt 26:10. Applied to work it refers to hard, wearying, work that leaves us feeling exhausted, beaten. The Lord's work is WORK, but the burden is shared with Him & the responsibility as to the outcome is His. We've no excuse for adding THAT burden to our shoulders. Kopiao- To grow weary as a result of hard work.

G2889 Kosmos- Order, beauty, adornment, so the Ordered World of nature/Creation, Mt 24:14, Rom 1:20 etc. OR the Socially organised world-system of civilisation deliberately independent of God - in contrast to heaven, 1 Jn 3:17. The present state of human affairs as alienated from/in opposition to, God; Jn 7:7 etc; The sum total of temporal possessions, Mt 16:26. G2885 Kosmeo- Adorned, arranged, made orderly/beautiful. Not COSMETICS prettying up the surface, but an ordering/beautifying of character, Mt 12:44; 25:7; 1 Pet 3:5; Rev 21:2, etc. Kosmios* Orderly, modest, well-arranged, 1 Tim 2:9; Titus 2:10 - where it's used with Kosmeo. 
G2904 Kratos- Manifested power. From root Kra= to perfect, complete, so not merely potential power but power that's shown by the  satisfactory completion of what is undertaken, Lk 1:51; Act 19:20; Eph 1:19, etc. Krateo- To be strong, take & hold. Most often used of laying hold of. Herod LAID HOLD OF John, Mt 14:3.

G2896 Krazo- Cry out loudly with unrestrained, penetrating voices. (Imitating the harsh cry of a Raven.) It's used of the cry of the Canaanite woman. Mt 15:23, and the Mob shouting "Crucify." Also used of the cries of the children at the Temple, Mt 21:15, and the spontaneous noisy response of a small child to its father, Rom 8:15. 

G2917 Krima- A Judgment, condemnation, decision against. Eng. Crime. The verdict/ sentence pronounced and the process of judgment leading to that decision. It's the result of the action of Krino- To separate, select & so to determine, judge, pronounce judgment, give an opinion on. Krisis- The process of investigating - to be followed by an appropriate sentence- Krima.

G2927 Kruptos- Concealed, inward, secret, hidden. Eng Crypt, cryptic. 

G2936 Ktizo- To create, make, manufacture. Used by Greeks for the founding of a city, or colony. LXX used for Bara= to Create, but also at times for Qanah= Possessor. Ktisis- The act of creating, or the Creation, and its product - the created thing or creature.

G2965 Kuon*- Dog. Greeks linked the word with impudence. Jews with ceremonial uncleanness. Mt 7:6; Lk 16:21; Phil 3:2; 2 Pet 2:22; Rev 22:15.

G2962 Kurios- Originally an adjective= "Having Power/Authority." Used as a Noun to mean Lord, Master, owner, Sir." It was a title of the God Serapis in Egypt, then of the Ptolemies & of the Roman Emperors from Claudius & Nero on. The LXX & NT used Kurios to translate Jehovah/Yaweh, Lk 3:4, 4:18, etc. In the Gospels it was used of Human "Lords" etc. but after Thomas used it in saying My Lord and my God Jn 20:28, it's used only of Jesus Christ as in Acts 2:10-11, 10:36, Phil 2:10-11, or angels twice Acts 10:4, Rev 7:14. Kuriotes*- Sphere of Lordship, power, rule - human or angelic, Eph 1:21; Col 1:16; 2 Pet 2:10; Jude 1:8. Kurieuo*- To be Lord over, rule over, have dominion. Lk 22:25; Rom 6:9, 14; 7:1; 14:9; 2 Cor 1:24; 1 Tim 6:15. Kuriakos*- Pertaining to a Lord or Master. Used only of the LORD's Day, Rev 1:10, & The LORD's Supper, 1 Cor 11:20.

G2980 Laleo- To talk, to make the speech sounds/speak the words- Rhema- which are used generally to convey- Lego- a word/message- Logos. 

G2983 Lambano- To take, receive, accept. literally or figuratively - Taking & Receiving are the same action viewed from opposite ends. This includes taking what is already one's own - as in Mt 25 the virgins TOOK their lamps, so, in Jn 10:18, "I have power to lay down my life & TAKE it again."

G2985 Lampas- A torch, often fed with oil, as was the smaller lamp- Luchnos, with its smaller wick and less light. The greater blaze of a torch, and the fact that it wasn't easily blown out, made it more suitable for outdoor use. But Lampas and Luchnos are sometimes used interchangeably. Lampas is used of the LAMPS of the wise and foolish virgins of Mt 25, the TORCHES of those coming to arrest Jesus Jn 18:3, and the LIGHTS in the upper room of Acts 20:8. Lampros- Shining, brilliant, bright, gorgeous -of water, sparkling.

G3000 Latreuo- To minister, render religious service/worship & serve, Mt 4:10. From Latris a hired servant. While it has a negative element - working for wages/what one can gain for self, it also has a positive element - working BY CHOICE, in a REWARDING work, in contrast to a bondservant who had no option about working, and no assurance that his efforts would be appreciated or worthwhile. Hence the appropriateness of the link with WORSHIP. LXX uses Latreia only for serving- Abad GOD as in Ex 3:12 & serving- Pelach heathen gods in Dan 3:12. (Hireling in Jn 10 is Misthotos.) Latreia*- Any service for hire. In Scripture the service of God according to the Levitical Law, or worship/spiritual service, Jn 16:2; Rom 9:4; 12:1; Heb 9:1, 6..

G3004 Lego- To say, put into words, relate, often in a systematic or formal way. Lego refers to the CONTENT, of what is said, the ideas and truths. Laleo refers to the words conveying it. "as the Father has SAID- Lego even so I SPEAK- Laleo," Jn 12:50. G3056 Logos- Word, something that conveys a thought. A saying, statement, declaration, speech. A word as the expression of a thought, embodying a concept or idea, making a statement. Cp The WORD - the Son of God as expressing the Father, in John 1:1-18. G3050 Logikos*- Rational, reasonable, in accordance with the intelligence, Rom 12:1; 1 Pet 2:2. From Logos- Word, message.

G3011 Leitourgos*/Leitourgeos- One who carries out a public or religious office at his own expense, benefactor, then a public servant/minister - Eg Christ Himself, Paul, etc. Rom 13:6; 15:16; Phil 2:25; Heb 1:7; 8:2. Leitourgeo*- To do service, Act 13:2; Rom 15:27; Heb 10:11. Leitourgia*- The service of a Leitourgos. Ll 1:23; 2 Cor 9:12; Phil 2:17, 30; Heb 8:6; 9:21.

G3027 Leistes- Robber. One who robs openly with violence. 

G3049 Logizomai- To take an inventory, estimate, reason, think, reckon, properly as in numerical calculation, Lk 22:37. The mental process by which we come to terms with what we see, hear, etc. Taking into account/counting up the pro & con factors in any situation & making a reasoned decision on the basis of all the factors & facts. Then to suppose, to put down to someone's account. Logismos- Computation, reasoning, imagination, thought. The word suggests weighing up of actions as a result of the verdict of conscience. 

G3088 Luchnos- A small lamp to be held in the hand or put on a lamp stand. Candle gives the wrong symbolism as a candle feeds on itself.

G3089 Luo- To loose, Mt 16:19; 21:2, destroy, Jn 2:19, break- Mt 5:19, melt, 2 Pet 3:10. G3083 Lutron*- A Ransom as a means of freeing someone. Mt 20:28; Mk 10:43. Lutroo*- To release on receipt of a ransom, Lk 24:21; Titus 2:14; 1 Pet 1:18. Lutrosis- A Redemption, Lk 1:68; 2:38; Heb 9:12.

G3107 Makarios- Blessed, fortunate, happy. As in the beatitudes which declare the nature of the highest good, as well as what characters are blessed. Associated with Makros- Long. In a world where many died young "LONG LIVE THE KING!" was a significant "Blessing." While favourable circumstances in life are a blessing, Makarios in the NT has more to do with the person's attitude of heart & the pattern of life that enjoys/can enjoy fellowship with God because God approved - being in tune with God's purposes means fulfilment & fruitfulness as Ps 1:1, Mt 5:3. LXX uses it for Berekah- a word linked with the Hebrew for KNEES. Kneeling is appropriate both for the receiving of God's BLESSINGS & for BLESSING God for them.

G3114 Makrothumeo*- To be long tempered, patient, long-suffering, show self-restraint in the face of provocation, not quick to retaliate or punish. Patience that doesn't give in under trial, but continues to hope - the opposite of despair. Makros= Long. Thumos= Temper. Mt 18:26, 29; Lk 18:7; 1 Cor 13:4; 1 Th 5:14; Heb 6:12; Jas 5:7, 8; 2 Pet 3:9. Makrothumia- Long suffering, patience, steadfastness, self-restraint.

G3126 Mammonas*- Mammon- The Aramaic word for RICHES, but related to Aman= to be steadfast. So, Materialism promising security & pleasure, trusted in & worked for as an alternative "God." Mt 6:24; Lk 16:9, 11, 13.

G3129 Manthano- To learn, especially to learn by asking & watching, as a Mathetes= a Disciple. To learn by spending time with. G3101 Mathetes- A learner, disciple, follower- Not merely a pupil, but one who follows the instructions of & imitates a Teacher.

G3134 Maranatha*- An Aramaic expression meaning "The Lord Comes. (or possibly has come, will come, or even "Come Lord.") 

G3140 Martureo- To be a witness, testify, give evidence, OR to be testified of, have a good report. From Martus= a Witness. English Martyr- one who in obedience to the Lord's command "You shall be Witnesses- Martus unto Me, Acts 1:8, preached the truth he had been given, lived by it, & died for it. Marturion- A testimony/witness given from the experience of the Martus. 

G3152 Mataios- Empty or aimless, (Kenos- Empty of quality.) Used of Idol worship, Acts 14:15, Worldly wisdom, 1 Cor 3:20; Our Faith, if no resurrection, 1 Cor 15:17, doctrinal wrangling, Titus 3:9, Religion with unbridled tongue, Jas 1:26, Godless way of life, 1 Pet 1:18. Mataioo*- To become foolish, Rom 1;21. Mataiotes*- Emptiness. Rom 8:20; Eph 4:17; 2 Pet 2:18.

G3308 Merimna*- Anxious care, Mt 13:22; Mk 4:19; Lk 8:14; 21:34; 2 Cor 11:28; 1 Pet 5:7. Merimnao- To be anxious, have distracting care. Probably from Merizo= to be divided, drawn in different directions. 

G33 Metamorphoo*- To change into another form or shape- Morphe. To undergo a complete change, be transformed, transfigured, Mt 17:2; Mk 9:2; Rom 12:2; 2 Cor 3:18.

G3340 Metanoeo- To repent, change one's mind or purpose. Meta= after. Noeo- to perceive, Nous= mind, as the seat of moral reflection. To perceive afterwards & so change one's first reaction/ response or decision. Reversal of a decision. In the NT always a change of mind for the better, Eg turning TO God, and FROM sin, as seen in Prodigal Son, etc. Cp Pronoeo*= To perceive beforehand, Rom 12:17; 2 Cor 8:21; 1 Tim 5:8. Metanoia- Repentance, as above. 

G3345 Metaschematizo*- To change in appearance, transfigure, disguise. Meta= after, or to change. Schema- Fashion, manner of life, actions, 1 Cor 4:6; 2 Cor 11:13, 14, 15.; Phil 3:21.

G3408 Misthos- Primarily wages, hire, what one works for, then reward earned in general. Misthapodosia*- A Full, appropriate payment, Heb 2:2; 10:35; 11:26. Misthos= Wages. Apodidomi- To give back, etc. Misthapodotes*- A Rewarder, Heb 11:6. 

G3421 Mnemoneuo- To call to mind, remember actively keep in mind. REMEMBER Christ Jesus risen from the dead, 2 Tim 2:6= Live your life in the constant awareness of the risen Christ. In Heb 11:22= To make mention of. 

G3439 Monogenes* Monos- Only, alone, solitary. Genos= Offspring. Suggesting especially important & dear, as well as the only One of His Kind, Unique. Used of the Son of God it expresses both the uniqueness of His person and relationship, and its close intimacy - The Son IS eternally in the bosom of the Father, an unoriginated, eternal relationship. Lk 7:12; 8:42; 9:38; Jn 1:14, 18;3:16, 18. Heb 11:17; 1 Jn 4:9.

G3471 Moraino*- To be insipid, tasteless. Figuratively to be, make or become foolish, Mt 5:13; Lk 14:24; Rom 1:22; 1 Cor 1:20. From Moros- Dull, sluggish, stupid. Morologia*- Sinfully foolish talking, Eph 5:4.

G3444 Morphe*- The special or characteristic form or feature of a person or thing, Mk 16:12; Phil 2:6-7- FORM of God- Jesus had been eternally sharing the Being & Nature of God the Father. He took up the FORM of a servant- became totally, perfectly THE Servant. Morphoo*- Formed, Gal 4:19 - Paul agonised in prayer that Christ might be FORMED in the Galatians= They'd become inwardly & really Christ-like.

G3456 Mukterizo*- To turn up the nose at, sneer, treat with contempt, Gal 6:7. Mukter= Nose. Men DO sneer at God but it's like spitting at God in the sky! It's impossible to put anything across God - He knows everything & deals righteously with everything. LXX uses in Prov 1:30. 

G3466 Musterion- A mystery or secret known only to the Mustes= the initiated. Something which can't be deduced by natural instinct, or rational calculation. Information must be given by one who knows. In Scripture it's used of the truth of God that couldn't be known until He chose to reveal it. Especially in regard to the CHURCH - the Church was hidden in the OT. God's secrets revealed in Scripture are now OPEN SECRETS, open to all who hear & believe, Listen & do.

G3485 Naos- A Shrine or Sanctuary, inner part of Temple, The Holy of Holies. Associated with the presence of GOD. (the Hieron- outer temple - was where the priest- Hiereus-functioned. The Lord's body is referred to as Naos, Jn 2:19, the Believers body, 1 Cor 6:19, the Church, Eph 2:21, local church 1 Cor 3:16, 17, 2 Cor 6:16, as well as the Heavenly Naos, Rev 21:22.

G3501 Neos- New in respect of time, as recently begun and proceeding, but may be "more of the same." Cp Kainos= New in Quality, different.

G3525 Nepho*- To be free from the influence of intoxicants, sober, & so morally alert, 1 Th 5:6, 8; 2 Tim 4:5; 1 Pet 1;13; 4:7; 5:8.

G3516 Nepios- Ne= negative Epos= a word. An infant too young to be able to think rationally & express thought in words. An unsophisticated mind, and trusting disposition, Mt 11:25. 

G3539 Noieo- To perceive with the Nous= mind, as distinct from with the feelings. To think about, ponder, consider. Noema- Thought, a thought-out plan or purpose.

G3551 Nomos- Law. From Nemo- To divide out, distribute, so law thought out & written down. Law decreed by the state as the basis for administering justice. The general principles of right and wrong. In NT, LAW in general, Rom 2:12, 13; THE LAW, given at Sinai through Moses, the books recording it & so all O.T. as a recorded revelation of God's will. Also used of a force influencing/impelling action - The LAW of sin/the Law of the spirit of life in Christ, Rom 7:21-8:2. Cp LAW of Christ, Gal 6:2. (Ethnos= Unwritten Law, Custom.) G3543 Nomizo- To think in a way set by Law- Nomos, be guided by one's traditions. Nomothesia*- Law-giving, Rom 9:4. Nomos= Law. Tithemi= To place. Nomotheteo*- To make or receive laws, Heb 7:11; 8:6. 

G3552 Noseo*- From Nosos= Disease, sickness. So 1 Tim 6:4 means an unhealthy, or spiritually sick interest in Bible doctrines that lends itself to argument & ill-feeling between Christians.

G3563 Nous- The Mind. That by which we are aware & think- taking in ideas & responding to them with thoughts/feelings & so come to understand things. judge them & make up our minds as to what we'll believe, say & do. Noutheteo*- To put in mind. Nous= Mind, Tithemi= to put, Act 20:31; Rom 15:14; 1 Cor 4:14; Col 1:28; 3:16; 1 Th 5:12, 14; 2 Th 3:15. Mainly alerting people to things that are wrong, not merely to protest at wrong, but to give instruction with a view to training them out of it. It's used of warning instruction to MINDS. Nouthesia is the noun for this. Paideuo to correct by discipline, to train actions.

Oida - To know. See Eidon.

G3624 Oikos- A dwelling, house, family, home, household. The Temple was God's house, the Church is God's HOUSEHOLD. G3619 Oikodome- House-building, edifying. Oikos= a house, Demo= to build. Used in the sense of promoting spiritual growth - upbuilding in Christ on the Biblical foundations - Christ Himself and His will, as revealed in His Word! Rom 14:19; 15:2; 1 Cor 3:9; 14:3, 5, 12, 26; 2 Cor 10:8; Eph 2:21; 4:12, etc. Oikodomeo- To be a house-builder, build up, confirm, edify. G3622 Oikonomia- Oikos= House, Nomos- Law, So House-law, the management of the household, administration. Paul was given the task of unfolding God's household laws for the Church, 1 Cor 9:17; Eph 1:10; 3:2; Col 1:25; Titus 1:7. (Dispensation, in KJV.) Oikonomos/Oikonnomeo- A Steward, one who manages household affairs, rules the house, takes responsibility for servants, children, etc Lk 12:42; 1 Cor 4:1, 2; Gal 4;2; 1 Pet 4:10.

G3628 Oiktirmos*- Pity, compassion for others. The link with Oikos= House suggests Household mercies, as in "Father of MERCIES," 2 Cor 1:3. See also Rom 12:1; Phil 2:1; Col 3:12; Heb 10:28. LXX uses it for Racham= Mercy, Compassion & Womb. G3625 Oikoumene- The world of men, Mt 24:14; Lk 2:1; 4:5; Acts 17:1, etc. From Oikeo= To dwell. Oikos= House, home.

G3686 Onoma- Name- implies the authority, character, majesty, power, excellence etc of everything that the Name - Father, Saviour, King, etc covers. In His Name= For His sake, because of His authority & purpose, His good name/reputation, out of loyalty to Him.

G3800 Opsonion*- Opson= Food. Oneomai= To buy. Originally used of Rations for a soldier, or the salary to buy them. So not casual earnings, but those for which a person has signed up for/ committed his life to. Lk 3:14; Rom 6:23; 1 Cor 9:7; 2 Cor 11:8.

G3709 Orge- Anger, wrath - usually as a settled attitude of mind frequently with revenge in view. 

G3718 Othotomeo*- To cut straight, handle accurately, true to the Scripture being handled, 2 Tim 2:15. Orthos= Straight. Temno= To Cut.

G3807 Paidagogos*- A guide, guardian, or trainer of children. Pais= a Child. Ago= to Lead. A trusted slave responsible for the moral & physical wellbeing of a child, rather than a teacher. 1 Cor 4:15; Gal 3:24, 25. G3811 Paideuo- To Teach, chasten, train as a child. Its used of the education of Moses & Paul, Acts 7:22; 22:3. It's used of the means that saving grace uses to bring us more fully into the life Christ has provided for us, 1 Cor 11:29-32; 2 Cor 6:9; 2 Tim 2:25; Titus 2:12; Heb 12:6-7. etc. Paideia- The training of a child, instruction, chastening.

G3820 Palaios- Antique, old, of long duration, worn out, used of garments, Mt 9:16, wine, Lk 5:39, the believer's old nature, Rom 6:6; Eph 4:23; Col 3:9 & the OT Covenant, 2 Cor 3:14. It generally implies that it should be discarded as being worn out, or no longer appropriate. Palaiotes*- Oldness, that which is outgrown & no longer appropriate. Rom 7:6. The opposite of Kainotes- Newness/ differentness 

G3824 Paliggenesia*/Palingenesia- Regeneration. Palin- Again. Genesis- Birth. Used of the Believer, Titus 3:5, & National Israel, Mt 19:28.

G3834 Panourgia- Pan= All. Ergon= Work. All-working, in the sense of unscrupulous use of all possible means to get or achieve something. Craftiness. Lk 20:23; 1 Cor 3:19; 2 Cor 4:2; 11:3; Eph 4:14.

G3841 Pantokrator- Almighty. Pas= all, Krateo= to hold, have strength. Linked with Kra= to perfect, complete. So Strength/power manifested in bringing any task to completion & perfection. As Pantokrator, God leaves nothing imperfect or incomplete & challenges us to holiness, 2 Cor 6:9; Rev 1:8, etc. LXX uses for Shaddai, as in Gen 17:1.

G3847 Parabasis- A going aside, violation, overstepping, transgression. Para= Across. Baino= To go. The deliberate wilful act of stepping over the boundaries God has set. Used of Adam, Rom 5:4, Eve 1 Tim 2:14, & of transgressing THE LAW, Rom 4:15, Gal 3:19, etc.

G3850 Parabole- A Parable or comparison. A placing of one thing (in the natural world) alongside another (in the spiritual world) so as to give some understanding of otherwise unknown spiritual truth or principles. See Paraballo*- Mk 4:30; Act 20:15.

G3856 Paradeigmatizo*- To set forth as an example. (As criminals were in LXX Num 25:4; Jer 13:22, etc.) Mt 1:19; Heb 6:6. Para- Beside. Deiknumi= To Show. 

G3860 Paradidomi- To hand over, deliver, betray. Para= Up. Didomi= To give. Mt 17:22; Rom 8:32; Gal 2:20; Eph. 5:2, 25. Sometimes simply to hand on, deliver a message, truth, etc. Rom 6:17. G3862 Paradosis- A Tradition. A handing on, whether the teachings of the rabbis, Mt 15:2 etc, or of the Apostolic Doctrine, 1 Cor 11:2.

G3853 Paraggello/Parangello- To announce beside. Para= Beside. Angello= To Announce. To hand on an announcement/command/message/charge. Paraggelia/Parangelia- A proclamation, command, commandment.

G3870 Parakaleo- Para= Beside, Kaleo= to Call. To call to one's side to give comfort, help, strengthen, or to beseech, exhort. God the Holy Spirit, as Parakletos- Advocate, Comforter, Jn 14:16; 1 Jn 2:1, is in us with all the wisdom, power, holiness & love that we need & best of all His personal presence, to strengthen, encourage, teach, cheer & to sharpen our conscience. Paraklesis- A calling to one's side to meet one's need.

G3876 Parakoe*- Wrong hearing, disobedience. Para= Alongside. Akouo= To Hear. By inattention or deliberately missing the point of what's said, leading to disobedience. Rom 5:19; 2 Cor 10:6; Heb 2:2. G3884 Paralogizomai*- To reckon wrong, deceive by false reasoning. Para- Alongside. Logizomai- To reckon. Col 2:4; Jas 1:22. G3913 Paraphronia*- Wrong-mindedness/contrariness, not pitiable insanity, 2 Pet 2:16.

G3888 Paramutheo*- To speak closely to someone, so comfort. Not shouting from a distance! Jn 11:19, 31; Phil 2;2; 1 Th 2:11, 5:14. Paramuthia*- 1 Cor 14:3. Paramuthion*- Phil 2:1.

G3900 Paraptoma- Literally a fall beside, so a false step, deviation, In the NT often a trespass, a fall or deviation from truth & righteousness. Used 6x in Rom 5 for Adam's OFFENCE. It results in loss of fellowship with God & the consequent misery.

G3908 Paratithemi- To place or set beside. Para= Beside. Tithemi= to place. Used of material things & of setting out truth systematically as in 1 Tim 1:18; 2 Tim 2:2. 

G3863 Parazeloo*- To stimulate alongside, excite rivalry. Para= alongside, intensifying. Zelos= Zeal, jealousy, Rom 10:9; 11:11, 14; 1 Cor 10:22.

G3922 Pareiserchomai*- To come in/into- Eis beside or from the side, or to bring in stealthily, Rom 5:20; Gal 2:4; Pareisduno* Jude 4, and Pareisago*- 2 Pet 2;1, have similar meanings. 

G3936 Paristemi- To stand near, be at hand, Para= alongside. Histemi= to stand. Interesting uses of the word include Mt 26:53; Lk 2:22; Acts 1:3; Rom 12:1; Eph 5:27; Col 1:22, 28; 2 Tim 2:15; 4:17.

G3952 Parousia- Being with, presence. Para= with. Ousia= being. Used of the Lord -  not so much the FACT of His Coming, as of His BEING PRESENT WITH US. 

G3954 Parrhesia- Freedom & plainness of speech, boldness of speech & behaviour, absence of fear or ambiguity, openly. Pas= All. Rhesis= Speech. Mk 8:32; Jn 7:4, 13, 26; 2 Cor 3:12; 7:4; Eph 3:12; 6:19, etc. Parrhesiazomai- To speak freely & boldly, Act 9:27, 29; Eph 6:20, etc.

G3973 Pauo- To stop, to make or come to an end, take one's rest. In middle voice it's a willing cessation. In the passive, a forced one.

G3985 Peirazo/Peirao- To test, tempt, try, prove. Such testing is necessary & is commended in 1 Cor 14:9. 1 Th 5:21, 1 Jn 4:1. The word has no association with improvement, but rather with giving people the chance to show (& often find out) what they really are. Exposure to Temptation is an essential part of humanity from Adam onwards. Being truly human our Lord was tempted & as a result His sinlessness was demonstrated. It's used of men trying to do something. Testing will TRY them, by showing what they will TRY to do under/in response to the pressure. God cannot be tempted by Evil & is not the source of any evil option man faces, Jas 1:13-15. G3986 Peirasmos- A trial - with a beneficial purpose & effect, permitted by God, OR neutral, OR temptations to evil. It's right to pray to not have to face such Mt 6:13; Lk 11:4, self-confidence being dangerous. The fact that one is GODLY/God-oriented in lifestyle, in any sense, in a godless world, automatically exposes one to a succession of TESTS.

G3982 Peitho- To convince by argument (true or false), conciliate, believe, have confidence, persuade, trust, make friend. To apply persuasion/allow oneself to be persuaded.

G3992 Pempo- To dispatch or send. Used of the general sending of both persons or things. Apostello is Authoritative, official sending as in the sending of an authorised messenger/ agent. 

G3996 Pentheo- To mourn for. Along with Klao (weep) Kopto (Beat the breast) & Threneo (wail) refer to outward mourning. Lupeo is used of inward grief.

G4012 Peri- Around, about, concerning- as in PERImeter. Everything that surrounds a person or thing, circumstances. G4016 Periballo- To throw around - mostly to put on clothes - the clothes worn then were loose, flowing, buttonless. Peribolaion*- Something thrown around the head/face= a veil. 1 Cor 11:15; Heb 1:12. 

G4021 Periergos* Working all around - trying to get things done by superstitious magic, or inquisitive interference in the affairs of others, 1 Tim 5:13. Periergazomai*- To be a busybody, 2 Th 3:11.

G4043 Peripateo- To walk around - but often used of all the activities that make up a lifestyle, to live, behave. A course of action, normally purposeful, which taken a step at a time, produces a lifestyle & ensures a result - desired or not. as in walking. Our Christian "walk" needs to be chosen by us by taking a step at a time. Being pushed is likely to land us flat on our face! 

G4052 Perisseuo- To superabound (in quantity, or quality) be in excess. Or to cause to superabound, excel, be enough & to spare - like left-over pieces of bread/fish, Lk 9:17. OR To produce abundant results, be abundantly furnished, to abound in a thing, excel. Perissos- Super-abundant, superior in quality. What is over & above the normal, or what others have, more than sufficient, OR Exceedingly. Perisseia & Perisseuma- Superabundance, superfluity. An exceeding measure, something above the ordinary. 

G4073 Petra- A mass of rock, a foundation of solid rock, Mt 7:25, etc. Petros- A detached rock or boulder, Peter, Mt 4:18, etc. In Mt 16:18 the Lord says "You are Peter- Petros, and on this rock- Petra" (the confession Peter made in 16:16) "I will build my church."

G5316 Phaino- To shine, give light, be brought into the light, to become evident, appear, cause to appear, be manifest. Phaneroo- To uncover, reveal, appear, manifest, be manifested - usually in a more figurative sense of Phaino - people & their actions shining out, being brought out into the light & so being revealed to be what it or they are. The reality shining out, Mk 4:22; 16:12, 14; Jn 1:31; 3:21; Rom 1:19; 2 Cor 5:10, etc Phaneros- Shining, visible, publicly known, Or Evidently, openly, publicly. Phanerosis- A manifestation.

G5331 Pharmakeia*/Pharmakia- English Pharmacy. The use of medicine, drugs, or spells & sorcery. (Drugs were accompanied by appeals to occult powers) used of charms, etc Gal 5:20; Rev 9:21; 18:23. Pharmakos*- Sorcerer, Rev 22;15. Spiritism Horoscopes & drugs are still short cuts to banishing painful reality & experiencing imaginary contact with God/God's will, spiritual powers or a false Heaven.

G5370 Philema*- Kiss of friendship, Lk 7:45; 22:48; Rom 16:16; 1 Cor 16:20; 2 Cor 13:12; 1 Th 5:26; 1 Pet 5:14. Phileo is used in Mt 26:48, Mk 13:45, Lk 22:47. Men greeted men with a kiss, & women greeted women. "Apostolic Constitutions, 4th Century refers to this along with the men & women sitting on different sides of the room. Alternative ways of expressing Christian friendship are needed in some cultures 

G5368 Phileo- Love, tender affection, friendship - based on common interests and activities, enjoying time spent with each other. Jn 15:14-17 speaks of His disciples as being chosen for Phileo- to know His mind as well as to do His will. Older women, from their experience of life, are to teach younger women the skills of living in this kind of loving fellowship with husbands and children, Titus 2:4.

G5382 Philoxenos*- Hospitable.  Phileo + Xenos= A Stranger or guest, 1 Tim 3:2; Titus 1:8; 1 Pet 4:9. Philoxenia*- Friendly Love for strangers or guests, Rom 12:13; Heb 13:2.

G5456 Phone- A sound, including the sound of a human voice which can convey a message to others. Phoneo- To utter a sound, call, call out.

G5413 Phortion- Burden, load, from Phero= To bear. The Phortion that results from taking up Christ's yoke is light, Mt 11:30. Baros= a heavy burden.

G5426 Phroneo- To think, exercise the mind, be minded in a certain way, have a feeling or opinion, to be mentally disposed in a certain direction, set heart on. Implies moral interest or reflection, not mere unreasoning opinion. The result of having used one's mind to develop a mindset. "Do MIND the things of the flesh," Rom 8:5. 1 Cor 10:15. "Who MIND earthly things," Phil 3:19. Phronimos- Thoughtful, sensible, wise in practical ways, Mt 7:24; 10:16; 24:45; 25:2, but not relying on it, Rom 12:16.

Phroureo- To keep by guarding with soldiers. From Phrouros= A Guard, or garrison. The Holy Spirit within is God's garrison in the life of a Believer, Phil 4:7; 1 Pet 1:5. 

G5349 Phthartos*- Decaying, perishable, corruptible - used of human life, as mortal, liable to decay, and all the rewards and achievements of this life, Rom 1:23; 1 Cor 9:24; 15:53-54; 1 Pet 1:18, 23. G5356 Phthora- Decay/ruin, spontaneous or inflicted. A bringing/being brought into a worse condition, a destruction, corruption. Used of the effect of death on the body, and of the spiritual/moral effect of giving way to fleshly desires since the Fall, Gal 6:8, 2 Pet 1:4. etc. Used also of the relatively low value of all that is subject to death and decay because belonging to this fallen world and nature. Phtheiro- To destroy by corrupting.

G5442 Phulasso- To keep, keep watch, be on guard, preserve, protect. Literally, in prison, but also to keep by a law or precept. From Phulax= a guard, keeper, Acts 5:23, 12:6. LXX uses in Gen 4:9 "Am I my brother's KEEPER and Ps 121:5 The Lord is my KEEPER. Phulake- A watching, keeping watch, guarding.

G4100 Pisteuo- To believe, have faith in, have confidence in, to trust, be persuaded. John uses the word 99x! Not merely to give credence to, but to rely on & act on. Linked with Peitho- To persuade. Pistis- Faith, firm persuasion, a conviction based on information received, Rom 10:17. Not unthinking credulity, or nominal assent. But listening to what is said, being persuaded it's true & acting on it. It's used in NT always of Faith in God, Christ, etc, but with the same meaning as it has in the ordinary things of life. In this uncertain world characterised by human freewill, all that we do-write cheques, post letters, buy & sell-is in some sense "IN FAITH." Some of us do so confidently, some with timid uncertainty. The distinctive feature of CHRISTIAN Faith is the OBJECT of our trust - CHRIST HIMSELF, as revealed in the Word of God & by God the Holy Spirit, is the ONE we respond to IN FAITH/ OBEDIENCE. Biblically our faith is the proper response of heart & mind to God's revelation of Himself & His will - "The Faith," Jude 3. This produces Faithfulness in the Believer. It is the foundation on our side, of all fellowship with God, Heb 11:6. FAITH is always completed by action "By FAITH Noah.." Pistos- Believing, trusting, OR Faithful, reliable, loyal, as a result of our faith in God, His Word, & the witness of God the Holy Spirit in our hearts/ minds, Jn 10:8-11 - & reaching conviction & commitment to Christ that puts out the hand of Faith & finds it grasped firmly & forever by the unseen Lord Himself, Rom 8:16.

G4106 Plane- Straying from truth, deceit, delusion, error. A wandering from or forsaking of the right path in doctrine & morals - they're linked. Planetes- A wanderer, planet - leading sailors astray if they used it to steer by. Planao- To cause to wander, lead astray, deceive, lead into error. Church leaders who aren't faithful to His Word the Bible Truth wander from the path of God's will & truth & lead others astray. Planos- Wandering, deceiving. 

G4124 Pleonexia- Covetousness, greediness, a desire to have more, that easily becomes ruthless, dishonest, exploiting. From Pleon= More. Echo= To have. An appetite that is never satisfied, but increases with every gain. Pleonekteo- To seek to get more, take advantage of, defraud. Pleonektes- A covetous person. 

G4151 Pneuma- From Pneo= To breathe or blow. Used in the  LXX for Hebrew Ruach. Air in motion- The wind, Mt 7:25; Breath, Gen 2:7, Acts 17:25; The human spirit, Lk 1:47 Mt 26:41; A human departed spirit, Lk 24:37; Heb 12:23; Angels, Heb 1:14; Demons, Mt 8:16 & often God the Holy Spirit, Mt 3:16 etc - invisible & powerful. It's also used of the spirit of pride, humility, the age, etc. Pneumatikos- Spiritual, as opposed to the physical & the natural fallen nature, invisible & powerful. The word isn't used until after Pentecost. Used of beings & things that have their origin in God & so are in harmony with Him. Those who are led by the Spirit are SPIRITUAL, as long as they are allowing Him to rule them. Whatever is done in fellowship with the Spirit is SPIRITUAL, I Pet 2:5. Adverbial form= Spiritually. 

G4190 Poneros- Active Evil, bad in effect. Evil that causes labour, pain & sorrow. From Ponos= Heavy Labour. Kakos= Evil in Character.

G4204 Porne- A prostitute. From Pernemi= to sell. Porneia- Any forbidden sexual intercourse. Figuratively used of idolatry as spiritual fornication, Rev 14:8, etc.

G4236 Praiotes/Praotes/Prautes- Gentleness, humility, meekness. In Scripture not merely outward behaviour or natural attitude to others, but an inwrought grace centred on attitude/relationship to God that accepts God's will/what God gives as being good. And what man gives as being under God's good hand & beneficial for the soul even if unpleasant, so neither resents nor resists it. This enables God's children to face even evil-intended men without panic knowing that what God permits can/will be blessed. The gentle attitude & behaviour manifests the strong confidence that with the infinite resources of God on His side, panic & violence aren't appropriate. It's strength not weakness. Our Lord, conscious of the 12 legions of angels at his beck, was meek. Meekness is kept from despair or boastfulness because it isn't occupied with self - it's the opposite of self interest & self-assertiveness.

G4238 Prasso- To practice, do repeatedly a habitual act, or as a continuous action or as a yet uncompleted one, Lk 3:13; Act 5:35; 19:19; 26:31; Rom 1:32; 2:1, 25; 2 Cor 5:10; Gal 5:21; Phil 4:9, etc. Praxis- An action, a doing - often viewed as still being in progress, the full effects not yet being felt- as they will be on Judgment day! Mt 16:27; Rom 8:13; Col 3:9.

G4245 Presbuteros- An older man, a mature & responsible leader. From Presbus= an old man, an elder. Used in LXX Num 11:16, Deu 27:1 for the Heads/Leaders of the Tribes/Families of Israel. Members of the Sanhedrim, Mt 16:21, 26:47. The Rulers of Gentile cities, Lk 7:3. Used especially of the more spiritually mature, experienced & demonstrably stable in faith & life style members of a Christian church who are responsible to lead & guide it. Presbeuo*-To be an elder OR an ambassador. From Proeisbaino= To be far advanced. 

G4267 Proginosko*- To know personally beforehand, foresee, foreknow. Pro= before. Ginosko= to know personally, have fellowship with. Acts 26:5; Rom 8:29; 11:2; 1 Pet 1:20; 2 Pet 3:17. Prognosis*- Foreknowledge, Act 2:23; 1 Pet 1:2.

G4291 Proistemi*- To stand before. Pro= Before. Histemi= To Stand. So, to lead, direct, preside, rule, take responsibility for, Rom 12:8; 1 Th 5:12; 1 Tim 3:4, 5, 12. 5:17; Titus 3:8, 18.

G4306 Pronoeo*- To take thought beforehand for, consider/provide in advance. Pro= Before. Noeo= To think. Rom 12:17; 2 Cor 8:21; 1 Tim 5:8. Pronoia*- Forethought, provident care. Act 24:2; Rom 13:14.

G4309 Proorizo- To mark out beforehand, to determine before, predestinate, foreordain. Pro= Before, Horizo= To set a boundary/horizon. Acts 4:28; Rom 8:28, 29; 1 Cor 2:7; Eph 1:5, 11.

G4395 Propheteuo- To be a prophet, to prophesy. Pro= forth, Phemi= to speak, so, to speak forth publicly the message God has given, to proclaim the will of God. This may include foretelling what will happen in the future, as Micah 5:2 foretold that the Christ would be born in Bethlehem, but isn't limited to it. It's not merely a statement of what will happen willy, nilly - in fact it may be made specifically with a view to changing what is going to happen! e.g. Jer 18:7-10; Jer 26:2-6. A prophetic statement of judgment is a call to repent and avoid it. What God gave His Prophets to say has the capacity to bless, transform, do good to, the hearer, 1 Cor 14:4, IF he responds, Rev 22:7. A statement of Blessing, is a call to positive continuance so that it may be enjoyed, Ezek 33:13-16, etc. Propheteia- Prophecy. Prophetes- One who speaks forth or openly. Greeks used of an interpreter of Oracles. LXX used for both Roeh, and Nahbi. A prophet was One on whom the Spirit of God rested, Num 11:17-29; One to and through whom God spoke, Num 12:2, Amos 3:7,8. The Biblical pattern is set out in Ex 7:1. Aaron was to stand in the presence of Moses & speak forth what Moses gave him, as Moses' PROPHET. 

G4327 Prosdechomai- To receive favourably, accept, to expect, look for. "That LOOKED FOR redemption," Lk 2:38. "This man RECEIVETH sinners," Lk 15:2. Prosdokis- A watching for, expectation. 

G4337 Prosecho- Pros= Towards. Echo= To have/hold. So to give thought & effort to a thing. Negatively, "BEWARE of False Prophets," Mt 7:15. Positively "TAKE HEED to yourselves," Lk 17:3. In general to turn one's attention to something, whether dangerous, desirable, or simply to determine which.

G4336 Proseuchomai- To pray. In the NT always used of praying to God & the commonest word for that. Proseuche- Prayer to God. W E Vine notes that in the NT Prayer is usually addressed to the Father, but to the Son in Acts 7:59, 2 Cor 12:8 - never to the Holy Spirit. The Father is in heaven & Jesus at His right hand, but the Holy Spirit is within the believer moving, directing & enabling him to pray. Prayer is a great mystery - we need not analyze & dissect it, but we are to make it our business to pray, Lk 18:1.

G4350 Proskopto*- To stumble, strike against. Pros= to, against. Kopto= To strike. Mt 4:6; 7:27; Lk 4:11; Jn 11:9, 10; Rom 9:32; 14:21; 1 Pet 2:8. Proskoma*/Proskomma- An occasion for apostasy, offence, stumbling block. Rom 9:32, 33; 14:13, 20; 1 Cor 8:9; 1 Pet 2:8. Proskope*- Occasion of stumbling. 2 Cor 6:3. 

G4352 Proskuneo- To worship, bow before, do reverence to. Pros= towards, Kuneo= to kiss. Cp Job 31:26. Usually used of worshipping God, but in Mt 18:26 used of the servant in begging mercy from his master. In worship we acknowledge Who & What God is & express our love to Him in praise, thanksgiving, or action.

G4383 Prosopon- Face, presence - emphasizing eye contact. Pros= towards, Ops= Eyes. The facial expression indicating thoughts & feelings. G4380 Prosopolepteo*- To have respect of persons, be partial in judgment, Jas 2:9. Prosopolepsia*/Prosolempsia- Favouritism, respect of persons. Prosopon= face, Lambano= to lay hold of. So Partiality. The fault of one who recognises the person dealt with as being a personal friend, a member of a particular group in society, class, rank, or status & so treats them differently from what the circumstances of the case warrant. Rom 2:11; Eph 6:9; Col 3:25; Jas 2:1. Prosopoleptes* Act 10:34.

G4286 Prothesis- A setting forth. Pro= before. Tithemi= to set or place. Used of setting forth the purposes of God, Rom 8:28; 9:11, etc but also human purposes, Acts 27:13. Used of the Showbread, Mt 12:4.  

G4416 Prototokos*- Firstborn. The child born first. Protos= first, Tikto= to beget or bear. Refers to primacy in time, and superiority/supremacy of position, Ex 4:22, Deu 21:16-17. Used in Scripture in 3 senses: Literal, 1. "Mary brought forth her FIRSTBORN son.. Lk 2:7. 2. Figurative, "Israel is my son, even my FIRSTBORN," Ex 4:22, meaning that Israel had a distinctive place in God's plans & purposes. It has nothing to do with an actual BIRTH. 3. In Ps 89:27 God is to make David His FIRSTBORN, higher than the Kings of the earth. David was LAST​BORN in the family, but God would give Him a place of superiority, supremacy & uniqueness- Pointing forward to David's Son. Used of Christ it refers to His superiority in POSITION as well as TIME - as the ETERNAL SON, not as born in Bethlehem. Mt 1:25; Rom 8:9; Col 1:15, 18; Heb 1:6; 11:28; 12:23; Rev 1:5 

G5567 Psallo*- To play a stringed instrument & then to sing while doing so. I will SING with my spirit, 1 Cor 14:15. SING & make music in your heart, Eph 5:19. Also Rom 15:9; Jas 5:13. Psalmos- A Psalm.

G5505 Psomizo*- To feed with morsels as an infant is fed at close quarters - as we're to feed a hungry enemy, Rom 12:20. Cp 1 Cor 13:3.

G5590 Psuche- Breath, so spirit. The heart, soul, mind, or life. (a) as the breath of the natural life, (b) as the seat of personality, the self. Psuche (Psyche in secular Greek - Psychology, etc) refers to the natural life of our inner being by which we perceive, reflect, feel, desire, will & purpose. Closely related to the Spirit, Heb 4:12, the spirit being the life principle bestowed on man by God, the soul the resultant life - what we do with it. Quarrels & divisions rise naturally from this. Our Lord calls us to show love for Him by willingness to "LAY DOWN OUR LIFE/Psuche for our brothers" Jn 15:9-13. Psuchikos- Belonging to the Psuche, soul, natural self.

G4434 Ptochos- The Poor. Mt 5:3, etc. One who crouches as a beggar does, or is careful not to offend. The opposite of the proud, self-assertive. From Ptosso= To cower, hide oneself in fear.

G4487 Rhema- A Spoken or written word, utterance, command or saying. The Rhema of God is the concrete form in which the Logos- Message of God has been given us. The Sword of the Spirit is the WORD- Rhema of God. NOT the ideas His Word generates in us, Eph 6:17.

G4506 Rhuomai- To save in the sense of rescue, deliver, Mt 6:13; 27:43; Col 1:13, etc. Sozo- To save is more often to preserve from. 

S.

G4561 Sarx- Primarily the meat of an animal, then the body as distinct from the soul. The totality of human inheritance from Adam. All that makes us human - of spirit, soul & body. The unregenerate human nature, the seat of sin in the Christian, his old self/natural self, etc & the circumstances/ externals of life & natural relationships. The Holy humanity of the Lord, John 1:14. LXX uses for Hebrew Basar, which has a similar range of meaning. G4559 Sarkikos- Belonging to or having the nature of the flesh- Sarx. Bodily, animal, carnal, fleshly. Controlled by the sensual/animal appetites, fallen human nature, not by the Soul, or the Spirit of God. Sarkinos- Having fleshly qualities - Much as Sarkikos, but milder.

G4567 Satanas- Satan. Greek form of a Hebrew/Aramaic word meaning enemy. In NT used only of Satan/the Devil, the powerful rebel angel opposed to God, His people & all good. Our Lord made clear that those who rejected Him, were children of Satan, Jn 8:44-47.

G4576 Sebo/Sebomai- To worship, be devout - stressing the feeling of awe and devotion. God-fearers, as Gentiles attending Synagogues were said to be, Acts 13:43. Sebomai. Semnos- Reverend, venerable, honourable and dignified. Seriousness of purpose and self-respect in conduct. Semnotes- Dignity, gravity.

4592 Semeion- A sign, token, a feature that marks something as different from others. Used of miracles as signs that God was at work in & approved of what was said & done. What our Lord said & did were signs that He was the Messiah & revealed something of God, His power, wisdom, love, holiness, etc. The resurrection of Jesus, the sending of the Holy Spirit & subsequent miracles were SIGNS that Jesus was indeed Messiah & atoning sacrifice. Semaion= To give a sign. Sema= A sign.

G4624 Skandalizo- To entrap, trip up, entice into sin, offend, put a snare or stumbling block in the way. Skandalon- The part of a trap on which the bait is attached, then a snare, trap, In NT always figurative of an occasion or means of doing wrong. The Skandalon may be GOOD, as Christ was, Rom 9:33, but still He was the occasion of the fall of the wicked, revealing their wickedness of heart. Generally it's an evil example or provocation that generates/encourages evil in others. Scandals in the professing Christian church are a stumbling block, something people trip over & curse the church/God/Christ as a result. Divisiveness, sex, money are baits used by Satan, or at least the ones that the world recognises most easily - Pride may be a worse one.

G4648 Skopeo*- To take aim at, consider, mark - implying mental consideration. Lk 11:35; Rom 16:17; 2 Cor 4:18; Gal 6:1; Phil 2:4, 3:17.  Skopos= A mark. Eng Scope.

G 4983 Soma- The body. Sometimes used of the embodied person as a whole, in his physical nature & sometimes of the body as the outward house/residence of his Soul/Spirit, personality & life. Although man can & will exist without the body when it's laid in the grave, it is the means by which we function, express ourself & have fellowship with others. So in our blessed future we will be clothed with the resurrection body at the Coming of Christ. Soma is linked with Physical Nature from Adam, contrasted with Pneuma, the Spiritual Nature. Somatikos- Bodily.

G4679 Sophizo*- To make wise, give, or use Sophia- Wisdom. Used of deceptive cunning, 2 Pet 1:16 & in a good sense, 2 Tim 3:15. Sophos- The wise. Sophia- Wisdom, an awareness of the reality that lies beyond the appearance. An insight into the true nature of things. Relevant Scriptures could be 1 Cor 2:7-8; Mt 16:16-17; 2 Pet 3:15-16; Acts 6:10; 15:13-21.

G4993 Sophroneo*- To be of sound mind, sober minded. From Sozo= To save. Phren= The mind. So literally a SAVED MIND. Whatever our natural state, this is what God's Grace gives us/works in us/demands that we labour to exercise, as part of Salvation/eternal life. Mk 5:15; Lk 8:35; Rom 12:3; 2 Cor 5:13; Titus 2:6; 1 Pet 4:7. Sophron*- Of sound mind, self-controlled, 1 Tim 3:2; Titus 1:8; 2:2, 5. Sophrosune*- Soundness of mind, Acts 26:25; 1 Tim 2:9, 15. Sophronismos*- 2 Tim 2:7. Sophronizo*- Titus 2:4. Sophronos*- Soberly. Titus 2:12.

G4982 Sozo- To save, deliver, protect, preserve, do well, make whole. Used of being saved PHYSICALLY from danger, suffering, or sickness. But also used of being saved SPIRITUALLY, from sin & eternal disaster into spiritual and eternal blessing. Soteria- Deliverance, rescue, safety, health, salvation. Used of deliverance from earthly situations, Lk 1:69; Acts 27:34, etc. OR for Spiritual & Eternal Salvation granted to those who repent & claim Christ as Saviour by Faith, Rom 1:16, Eph 1:13, etc. This has instantaneous, lifelong & Heavenly aspects. It is also used of the future national blessing of Israel, 2 Th 2:8, Lk 1:71, Rev 12:10. LXX uses it to translate Shalom, where appropriate. 

G4972 Sphragizo- To seal & stamp sealing material with a signet ring. This made the ownership of the item clear & provided secrecy & security for the contents, authenticated them & sometimes their purpose or destination. Sphragis- A seal, a signet that stamped such seals. Sealing implies finality, postponement of disclosure until the person with the right to break the seal chooses. 

G4697 Splagchnizomai/Splanchnizomai- To be moved inwardly, moved to compassionate concern. Splagchnon/Splanchnon- Literally Bowels, KJV, Acts 1:18. But referring to heart, lungs, liver and  kidneys which were regarded as being the seat of our tender affections, so Feelings of kindness, goodwill, pity. Christ was sent "through the TENDER MERCY of God, Lk 1:78. (In English we can talk about having "Butterflies in our stomach" "Churned up inside" etc in emotionally charged situations.) God's compassion isn't cold or calculating.

G4717 Stauroo- To impale, crucify, physically, or figuratively of putting the flesh with its passions and lusts to death/ handing over self to the Lord to share His risen life, Gal 5:24; 6:14. Stauros- Upright pole or stake to which the person executed was nailed. The shape varied - the oldest depiction- Pre-Constantine Anti-Christian, catacomb graffiti- shows normal "Cross" shape.

G4729 Stenochoreo*- To crowd into a narrow place. Stenos= Narrow, Chora= A place. 2 Cor 4:8; 6:12. Stenochoria*- Narrowness of place. Anguish, distress arising from that position, Being in modern words "between a rock and a hard place!" Rom 2:8; 8:35; 2 Cor 6:4; 12:10; The opposite of being in a large place, a state of joy, LXX Ps 118:5. 

G4737 Stephanoo- To crown with a Stephanos- A crown of twigs, etc awarded for success at Olympic games etc. or as a mark of public appreciation and honour, or military success, nuptials joy, etc.  From Stepho= To Encircle. NOT a RULER'S CROWN- Diadema
G4741 Sterizo- To make firm, set, establish, turn resolutely in a certain direction, to confirm. From Sterix= a prop.  Note how a framework with cross timbers, braces, etc in place is made stable. Peter was called to so STRENGTHEN, his brothers, Lk 22:32. Paul wished to visit Rome to ESTABLISH the saints there, Rom 1:11. See also Rom 16:25; 1 Th 3:2, 13; 2 Th 2:17; 3:3; Jas 5:8; 1 Pet 5:10; 2 Pet 1:12; Rev 3:2. God alone can strengthen us, but He requires us to commit ourselves to working with Him in it. It's used in LXX Ex 17:12 of Moses arms being supported. 

G4748 Stoicheo*- to march in rank, walk in line, keep step. From Stoichos= a Row. To live/walk/behave  in an orderly manner in relation to others. Keeping in step. Act 21:24; Rom 4:12; Gal 5:25; 6:16; Phil 3:16. Stoicheoin*- An element or a first principle. Any first things from which others in a series rise. Rudiments of religion, Jewish or Heathen, Gal 4:3, 9, Col 2:8, 20. The A.B.C. of OT, Heb 5:12. Elements (the basic stuff of matter) melt" 2 Pet 3:10,12. That it means spiritual powers, elemental beings, or forces is a popular idea today, but there is no example of the word being used in such a way in NT times.

G4770 Stoikos*- Stoics. Greek Philosophers who argued that Truth and Noble action was the highest goal, and that men should be unmoved by personal preferences or circumstances. Act 17:18.

G4749 Stole- A stately, dignified long robe reaching to the feet, or having a train behind it. In LXX used of the priest's holy garments.

G4788 Sugkleio/Sunkleio- To shut up with as fish in a net, Lk 5:6, and figuratively of Israel included with the Gentiles in unbelief/as candidates for Salvation by Grace, Rom 11:32. Sun= With. Kleio= To Shut. See also Gal 3:22

G4822 Sumbibazo*- To cause to coalesce, join, knit together. "COMPACTED by that which every joint supplies," Eph 4:16. Or to prove, instruct. Acts 9:22; 16:10; 1 Cor 2:16; Col 2:2, 19.

G4856 Sumphoneo*- To sound together - To Agree, be in harmony. as musical instruments should, or our prayers, Mt 18:19 "If two ... agree." Sum= With Phoneo= To Sound. Mt 20:2, 13; Lk 5: Act 5:9; 15:15.

G4854 Sumphutos*- Grown together, closely united to, Rom 6:5.

G4864 Sunagoge- A Synagogue, a gathering. Sun= Together. ago= to bring. Those brought together to read OT Scripture, pray, worship, hear preaching. First heard of after Exile & destruction of Temple.

G4889 Sundoulos- Fellow bond-servant. The property of the same owner & sharing HIS purposes. So should not be considered apart from his Master/ valued as fellow worker. Mt 18:28; Col 4:7.

G4894 Suneido/Sunoida- Sun= With. Eidon= To know/see together with, Form a mutual plan, be aware of as the result of mental perception. Suneidesis- Co-perception, moral consciousness, conscience. A knowing-together-with, a co-knowledge with oneself. God witnesses to us through our conscience. Job's conscience wasn't entirely accurate, but it was useful! Our conscience is conditioned by our upbringing in early childhood (when we were too young to notice) & needs re-programming by the Holy Spirit, using Scripture.

G4907 Sunesis*- To set together, understand. The ability to take individual facts & put them together to see the over-all pattern of their interaction & significance & so act wisely. We must learn to be sons & daughters of Almighty God who SET TOGETHER both the facts of situations & the revealed will of God, placing ourselves in His hands. for His Holy Spirit to give us SPIRITUAL UNDERSTANDING. He is the great fact, who must not be left out of our thinking on any matter. Mk 12:33; Lk 2:47; 1 Cor 1:19; Eph 3:4; Col 1:9; 2:2; 2 Tim 2:7 

G4921 Sunistao Sunistemi- To stand together, introduce, approve, commend etc. Sun= with, Histemi= To stand. Lk 9:32 "The two men that STOOD WITH Him." "The earth STANDING OUT OF the water," 2 Pet 3:5. In Christ all Creation CONSISTS, Col 1:17. In the last two cases they - like the characters in a book or play - owe their origin and continued existence, to the Author & the roles they can perform - whether as heroes or villains - are totally under his control.

G5011 Tapeinos*- That which is low, doesn't rise above the ground, so humble, always in a good sense in NT. Mt 11:29; Lk 1:52; Rom 12:16; 2 Cor 7:6; 10:1; Jas 1:9; 4:6; 1 Pet 5:5. Tapeinophrosune*- Lowliness of mind. Humility. Tapeinos- Lowly, humble. Phren= Mind. Act 20:19; Eph 4:2; Phil 2:3; Col 2:18, 23; 3:12; 1 Pet 5:5.

G5021 Tasso*- To place in order, arrange, appoint to positions of authority, set oneself to a responsibility, ordain. Mt 28:16; Lk 7:8; Act 13:48; 15:2; 22:10; 28:23; Rom 13:1; 1 Cor 16:15. Taxis- An arranging, arrangement, order. Used of ORDER of Aaronic Priesthood, Lk 1:8, Heb 7:11; Melchizedek, Heb 5:6, 10; 6:20; 7:11,17,21. Orderly Christian life/worship, Col 2:5. 

G5043 Teknon- Child, one born into a family. From Tikto= to bear. The word emphasises the fact of birth & the derivation of nature & being from those to whom born - the genetic inheritance which we have received. Born AGAIN/from Above, of the SPIRIT, of GOD, etc suggests a new heredity - a Heavenly one. It gives the fact of birth/the derived life. Huios- Son gives the dignity and character of the relationship into which we are born. 

G5048 Teleioo- To make perfect, to bring to an end by perfecting/completing. Teleios- Having reached its end- Telos. Used of persons it means fully grown, mature, The desired end product of a child's growth. Used of things= complete, perfect, perfectly. Teleiosis*/Teleiotes*- A perfection, fulfilment, completion, end, Lk 1:45; Heb 11:11 / Col 3:14; Heb 6:1; 12:2. 

G5055 Teleo- To end, complete, execute, conclude, discharge a debt, finish, bring to an end. From Telos= An end. Usually not merely to terminate, but bring to the full, complete, fulfil, give effect to. Telos- The point aimed at as a limit. The conclusion of an act or state, result, purpose, finally, uttermost. Tello= To set out for a definite point or goal. An end, termination, whether of time or purpose; The limit at which a person or thing ceases to be what he or it was up to that point. The final issue or point, the fulfilment, utmost degree, the aim or purpose. The end of life here. The accomplishment of God's purposes. 

G5083 Tereo- To watch over, preserve, keep, observe, give heed to. The common factor being to be alert & pay close attention to. God keeps us with His power, Jude 24 & that is our security. Our part is to actively keep the Lord's saying or commandments, Jn 15:10. Teras- Something strange that makes people wonder. Used of a miracle which is to receptive/responsive hearts also a Semeion- sign which speaks to them of God and His actions/purposes. 

G2300 Theaomai- To see, look at closely, often with admiration. Used of the Pharisees trying to impress people, Mt 23:4. The word originally came from Thaumazo- To wonder at, be amazed.

G2309 Thelo- To will, wish, usually as a natural impulse or inclination- what someone felt like doing, rather than a more formal decision of the will or deliberate purpose Boulomai is used for that. Thelema- What is willed, desired. God's WILL, of course, corresponds perfectly with His Being, with none of the uncertainties, conflicting interests, inadequate understanding & perverseness that mars what we as fallen creatures desire/will. Contrast OUR will in Eph 2:3. 

G2311 Themelioo*- To lay a foundation. Obedient Faith in CHRIST builds us on to unchanging ROCK, (to which we must adjust) not SAND that easily adjusts itself to us, Mt 7:25; Lk 6:48. "GROUNDED/established in Love," Eph 3:17. Cp Col 1:23; Heb 1:10; 1 Pet 5:10.

G2316 Theos- God. To the Greeks= A God. LXX used generally for both Elohim, and Jehovah. Used in Ps 82:6/Jn 10:34 of Judges/Rulers appointed by God to act on His behalf & answerable to Him. As such they were to be treated with respect. The Ptolemaic Kings & later the Roman Emperors were referred to as Theos. Theotes*- The ESSENCE of Personal Deity, Godness. As revealed in Christ, Col 2:9. 

G2323 Therapeuo- Originally to worship or serve as in Act 17:23, then to be of service by healing, as in Mt 17:16, 18, Lk 7:21, Jn 5:10, Acts 28:9, etc. Therapeia*- Care, household cared for, Mt 24:45; Lk 12;42; or medical care, healing (Therapy), Lk 8:11; Rev 22:2.

G2346 Thlibo- To press, distress, trouble or suffer affliction, be troubled because pressed in by circumstances as a river is by the narrowing of its valley into a gorge. Thlipsis- Pressure, affliction, anguish, trouble, tribulation - anything that burdens the spirit. This is as natural a part of human life as it is for sparks to fly upwards! Job 5:7. Pressures & conflicts arise in us & we are under pressure from outside forces. As Christians the "World Flesh & Devil" combine to pressure us to conform to the pattern of this world's life. God the Holy Spirit through the Bible, Christian fellowship & Conscience applies pressure to transform us, Rom 12:3. Our responsibility is to place ourselves in the Lord's hands in everything, so that the pressures combine to mould us into His likeness, Rom 8:28-29. Unbelievers feel free to avoid much of this pressure but face that of judgement/tribulation. 

G2356 Threskeia*- Religion, religious worship, in its external aspects. "The Jews RELIGION," Acts 26:5. "WORSHIP of angels" Col 2:18 "Pure RELIGION," "This man's RELIGION," Jas 1:26-27. Threskos*- External religious practices. "Seems to be RELIGIOUS," Jas 1:26.

G2358 Thriambeuo*- To lead in a triumph, as a Roman Emperor welcomed home as triumphant Saviour of the Empire led a procession of captured spoil & enemies, 2 Cor 2:14; Col 2:15.

G2373 Thumoo*- To provoke to anger, be provoked, stirred into hot anger, Mt 2:16. Thumos- An outburst of anger that results from the accumulation of grievances or offences. God is longsuffering- Macrothumia & when His anger bursts out it's in righteous judgment. We must not allow ourselves to dwell on offences against us - real or imagined - or the outburst of our anger will do only harm & be regretted when we cool down. Thumomacheo*-  To attack very angrily. Thumos + Machomai= To Fight.

G2378 Thusia- A Sacrifice, or the act of offering. Used of animal sacrifices etc, of Christ's offering of Himself for our sins, the Believer offering His body/whole self to God for His service, Rom 12:1 & of the Believer sharing goods, doing good & offering spiritual sacrifices of praise etc. Phil 4:18; Heb 13:5, 16; 1 Pet 2:5. Thusiasterion- An altar, a place of sacrifice. 

G5091 Timao- To honour, value, set a value on, treat with appreciation & respect- This may involve financial support as well as loving care, Mt 15:4, 8; Jn 12:26; 1 Tim 5:3, etc. Time- Value, money paid, esteem, dignity, honour, value, preciousness. This is due to a parent, ruler, a worthy person, or to God. Jn 4:44; Act 28:10; 1 Tim 5:17. Also a price paid or received, as Mt 27:6 etc. Timios- Precious, valuable, honourable. Used in 1 Pet 1:19 of the PRECIOUS blood of Christ; 1 Cor 3:12 PRECIOUS stones; Heb 13:4 Marriage is HONOURABLE; Acts 20:24 Count not my life DEAR. Let's set a high value on what is precious to God. G5097 Timoreo*- To punish, protect one's honour. Time= Honour Ouros= A guard. Used of Synagogue punishment which claimed to be protecting God's honour, Act 22:5; 26:11. Timoria*- "deserves to be PUNISHED" Heb 10:29.

G5087 Tithemi- To put, place, set in place, appoint or ordain to any form of service. Mt 5:15; 12:18; 14:3; Jn 15:16, etc. 

G5171 Truphao*- To lead a life given up to pleasure, Jas 5:5. Truphe- Luxurious living and expenditure. Lk 7:25; 2 Pet 2:13. By the standards of the NT world, or third world countries, even the unemployed expect to live like that in the Western World today 

G5180 Tupto- to strike, Mt 24:49; 27:30. Tupos- Marks of wounds, Jn 20:25. Model for imitation/warning - type, 1 Cor 10:6. 11; Phil 3:16; 1 Th 1:7; Heb 8:5. Or fashion, manner, Rom 5:14; 6:17. From Tupto in the sense that a stamp can be beaten on to a coin to make an image.

G2206 Zeloo/Zeleuo- To covet, be zealous, jealous, take a warm interest in, earnestly desire. from Zeo= to be hot, boil. So COVET 14:1, 39; ENVY Acts 7:9, 17:5; 1 Cor 13:4; DESIRE Jas 4:2; JEALOUS OVER, 2 Cor 11:2; ZEALOUSLY AFFECT, Gal 4:17-18. Zeal is valuable when it springs from, and acts in, LOVE. Zestos*- To be hot, fervent. Rev 3:15, 16. English, Zest.

G2215 Zizanion*- Tares, bearded darnel- a serious weed of wheat crops in NT lands because it looked so much like wheat and barley. The seeds are poisonous to man & animals. It's weeded out shortly before harvest when wheat plant growth is complete & Darnel most easily recognised. In every way it's a suitable symbol of the Evil-One's children existing among God's children. Mt 13:25-40.
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
