A STEP BEYOND THE CONCORDANCE        H E B R E W 

(A rough guide to the meaning and significance of some Hebrew words whose full or precise meaning may not be obvious from reading English translations.)

Explanation

Early in my Christian life I learned to use the English section of Young's concordance so that I could look up all the instances where any word was used, and also get some idea of the Greek or Hebrew word behind the English word - which was useful where it gave a different emphasis to the English word. From then on I spent many hours checking the Greek and Hebrew words in the back section of Young's concordance, and found that looking up all the times they were used, and the various English words used to translate them, gave me a sharper and more sound understanding of some Scriptures. 

To save having to repeat the search I built up this summary of my findings. I realise that the material is only a STEP in the right direction and falls far short of an educated understanding of NT Greek, or OT Hebrew. So this booklet is merely an attempt by a man with little knowledge of Hebrew, to pass on something of what he has gained from struggling to get some understanding of the additional help provided by the Hebrew text. It has been done for his own use, and for the use of those who may be equally ignorant, and with less spare time. 

BUT ALWAYS REMEMBER that to anyone who has a good understanding of English, 90% of the truth of God's Word is made clear by a good English translation. Reading several translations may push the score up to 99%, but can also be confusing. For those who use a Concordance to look up which Hebrew word lies behind any English word used in an English Old Testament this booklet offers a little help towards understanding a little more than is obvious in English.

As explained above this booklet grew out of my conviction that as ONE Greek or Hebrew word might be translated into several different English words, those English words could be expected to carry some element of meaning common to all of them. After all, God, as the Author of Scripture, can be trusted to have chosen the best possible words to convey His Truth. And the way He chose to use any particular word must surely give clues as to the meaning we should take from that word, in any particular verse.

As I have only a very limited understanding of Hebrew grammar I have dealt with the root words only. (I have made no attempt at distinguishing between the varying noun/verb/adjective forms, Niph, Pual, etc forms & long or short tenses etc. To me there seems to be adequate justification for doing this as: 

1. The most learned commentators I have read have gone to great lengths to support their comments from the fine details of the word forms and grammar – and yet their conclusions are contradicted by equally “authoritative” detailed arguments from other learned scholars. Erudition solves few problems. Generally it simply raises disagreements to a more learned – and inscrutable - level. 

2. I understand that until long after the NT was written, all Hebrew Mss of the OT – at least all the fragments that survive – were written without the “pointing” by which the variant forms of the root words can be distinguished. The “pointing” of the “Masoretic Text” was added by the Jewish Scribes and Pharisees some hundreds of years after they had, by crucifying Christ,  disconnected themselves from God. Therefore there is no guarantee that God guided them to make the right decisions, as they had already rejected Him, and their Messiah, Jn 15:18-27, and so did not have God’s Holy Spirit to guide them. 

There is something rather odd about using the “pointed” text to distinguish the shades of meaning intended in the original. To do so is assuming that the different forms of the root words were intended to convey that meaning. But the Rabbis who produced the Massoretic Text added the differentiating pointing BECAUSE THEY BELIEVED THAT THE INTENDED  MEANING WAS DIFFERENT, not vice-versa. For the first three hundred years the Christian church seems to have ignored the OT Hebrew text and concentrated on using the Greek LXX text. (As the NT was written in Greek, it is not surprising that most of its quotes from the OT are closer to the LXX than they are to the Hebrew Masoretic Text. The LXX = Septuagint translation isn't an inspired, infallible translation - there is no such thing. But the fact that the translation was made at a time 2000 years nearer the original use of Hebrew than we are makes it generally a useful guide to the meaning of the Hebrew.

This booklet is meant to be a negative help as much as a positive one. i.e. If a word isn’t listed here it should be safe to assume that the meaning is sufficiently clear in our English translations,  or that it is used in such a variety of ways and senses that brief explanations are impossible.

Those wanting fuller treatment should buy the upgraded form of W.E. Vine's Expository dictionary. It covers many of the words at a level that is within the reach of ordinary people like myself – I found it helpful, and made use of in producing this. Abbot Smith’s “Manual Greek Lexicon of the NT,” was also useful, as it enables one to check which Greek words were used to translate the Hebrew words. As Greek is a much more precise language than Hebrew, this helps to keep our thinking on right lines. 

CAUTION – Don’t be in a hurry to make dogmatic statements based on the O.T. Hebrew has a small vocabulary so one word may have many meanings. Many of the words are used only once or twice so their meaning may be unclear. Hebrew thinking is rich in symbolism and tends to convey truth in pictorial or symbolic forms. This is why the O.T. could state a truth in embryonic form, and then be quoted in the N.T. as the foundation of a developed form of that truth – a truth that O.T. readers could never have guessed. There is a mathematical, accuracy about Greek that rewards dissection. The O.T. is like a large oil painting – microscopic examination shows meaningless blobs of colour – view it from a distace – read it in great chunks, and its message is vivid and clear. Soak yourself in the O.T. and absorb it through your skin – and passages that defied rational analysis – as poetry often does - may suddenly become clear.  ‘HANG IN THERE!”

Explanation of Code-signs, etc:

Olam H5769- Olam H5769- Everlasting, eternal, evermore, etc 143x, For ever 207x (Usually, literally, but sometimes =  permanently as in 1 Sam 27:12 Achish  expected David  to be his servant FOR EVER- Olam.) Ancient, old, of old, etc 39x, perpetual, always, etc 22x. LXX translates as Aionios. 1st Gen 3:22. 1 Chr 16:36 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel FOR EVER .
Olam- The Hebrew word as spelled in Young’s concordance. Strong spells it Owlam. H5769- The Hebrew word’s number in Strong’s Concordance system. 

270x- The number of times the Hebrew word is translated into that English word or words in KJV. 1st- the first time this Hebrew word is used in the Bible. Subsequent usage is generally built on or developed from this.  

LXX- The Septuagint Greek version of the Old Testament.

FOR EVER – This English word is written in capitals to show that it is used to translate the Hebrew word being dealt with.

** after a Hebrew word indicates that every time that the word is used in the Bible is listed. 

A.

Abad H6- (a is Aleph) To disappear, wander, go astray, perish, die. A Syrian ready TO PERISH/WANDERING Syrian, Deu 26:5. A gift/ bribe, DESTROYS the heart, Ecc 7:7. Ye shall PERISH among the heathen, Lev 26:38. Intensified to UTTERLY DESTROY- Abad Abad the gods of the heathen, Num 33:52. 

Abad H5467 (a is Ayin)- To serve, work, work as a slave. 1st Gen 2:5 To TILL the ground. That the word is used of Adam's work before the Fall/ Rebellion is a reminder that work is not just a punishment, as in 3:23. It’s also a privilege. To be a successful farmer, or businessman, or scientist, etc requires us to put that work above our personal inclination of the moment. To be a Servant of something or someone is essential for us if our humanity is to develop and be fulfilled. Self absorption and self-pleasing is stunting. The word is used negatively in Gen 15:13 - Abraham's descendants would SERVE/BE ENSLAVED, in Egypt. But positively Israel WAS TO Fear the Lord and SERVE Him, Deut 6:13. Love and SERVE Him, Deu 11:13. LXX translates as Douleuo for SERVING other men, and Latreia for SERVING God.

Achuzzah H272- Property, possessions. A legal term used of family holdings passed on to heirs. 1st the land of Canaan promised to Abraham, Gen 17:8.

Adam H120- The personal name of the first man & used of Adam and Eve, as being equally MAN. & of individual men and mankind in general ever since. As Adamah- the loose earth, is what Adam was made, Adam may mean "Made of earth." 

Adamah H127- Ground, land, earth. Gen 2:7, Adam made from the dust of the Adamah. Primarily it refers to farm land. Eretz Israe l= Land of Israel in the political sense, Adamah Israel = Cultivated Land of Israel. Adam's sin resulted in the Adamah no longer responding so fruitfully.

Adon H113- One who is Master or Lord of a slave or servant. (Baal is owner, or possessor.) Sometimes Adon is used as a title of respect - Jacob and his servants call Esau LORD, Gen 32:18. The form Adonai is reserved for God as the LORD over all, Sovereign RULER & MASTER. 

Alah H5927 (a is Ayin)- To go or come up, bring up, etc. Alah can mean to move from a lower place to a higher. 1st A mist WENT UP to water the ground, Gen 2:6. Alah  can also mean to offer up a whole burnt/ascending offering - see Olah.

Alah H423 (a is Aleph)- Oath, curse, cursing. An oath sworn to confirm a testimony (often a protestation of innocence), or to solemnise a binding contract. This brings a CURSE, if the testimony is false, or the contract broken.

Almah H5959- Virgin, unmarried woman. 1st Gen 24:43 The prayer of Abraham's servant When the VIRGIN comes to draw water. Is 7:14 The VIRGIN shall conceive. In Ex 2:8 it’s used of Miriam The MAID went and called the child's mother. Used also in Ps 68:25; Prov 30:19; Songs 1:3; 5:9 (where it seems to mean young servant girls in the palace.) LXX Translates as Parthenos- Virgin in Gen 24:42; Isa7:14.

Aman H539- To believe, trust, as in Job 29:24 – and as a result, be faithful, steadfast. 1st Gen 15:6 Abraham BELIEVED the Lord... Primarily it was not God's word, but God Himself that he believed in i.e. came into a personal relationship with. Gen 42:20 - bring Benjamin so words VERIFIED. in Prov 11:33 it means trustworthy - the FAITHFUL will conceal the matter. In Deut 28:59 it means ENDURING, (plagues) In Is 22 23 it is a FIRM PLACE for a peg. Cp Job 39:24. LXX almost always translates as Pisteuo. (Aman is related to Amen H543 where the audience identifies itself with what the worship leader says, I Chr 16:36. The title the God of truth- Amen, Isa 65:16 reminds us that He is faithful – He does what He says. 

Anah H6031- To be afflicted, bowed down, humbled, meek. Often harsh treatment as in Sarah DEALT HARDLY with Hagar, Gen 16:6. People were to humble themselves on the day of Atonement, Lev 23:28-29. Related to Ani - poor, weak, humble, afflicted. Often used of God sending affliction for disciplinary purposes, Deu 8:2; 1 Ki 11:39; Ps 90:15

Ani H5953- Depressed in mind or circumstances, afflicted, humble, lowly, poor, needy. Lev 19:10 Leave gleanings for POOR- Ani. They were the socially defenceless, and subject to oppression if God's Law was ignored. 

Aqeb H6199- Heel, track, (footprints) rear, lier in wait. Note Gen 25:26. There is often a thought of ambush or treachery in the use of the word. Aqob H6121 deceitful, crooked, Jer 17:9.

Arar H779- To curse. Gen 3:14 etc. To CURSE is the opposite of to BLESS. God is sovereign in His blessing, Rom 9:15-16. But His cursing is in response to human action, a matter of people sowing and reaping. While men may mouth curses at those they hate, God overrules. There's no support in Scripture for the idea that God's people are affected by curses. In fact Gen 12:3 I will bless them.. CURSE them that CURSE you. God alone has power to bless or curse, but people can reap blessings or curses by what they sow.  

Arom H6174- Naked without any indecency. 1st Gen 2:25. It was natural and right that unfallen Adam and Eve should live as they were created by God. Used also in Job 1:21. That a baby is born naked is also natural and right. That it's born naked of possessions is why it's a symbol of absolute poverty.

Arum H6175- Prudent, crafty. That knowledge and understanding of a situation that enables one to make use of it. It is useful for those who wish to exploit people and situations - as the Serpent in Eden, Gen 3:1, OR to avoid getting into trouble Prov 22:3. In Proverbs Solomon commends it as an essential skill for those who wish to succeed. But at best it's morally neutral, useful but not noble. It's essential for those whose plans are evil and destructive.

Arubbah H699- An opening. 1st WINDOWS of Heaven, Gen 7:11. Smoke out of CHIMNEY, Hos 13:3. As the rain falls from/ through the atmosphere so figuratively God's blessing comes down from His presence upon His people, Mal 3:10.

Asah H6213- To make, or do. 1st Gen 1:7, etc. A general term that indicates that something is done by someone, who is therefore in some sense responsible for it. To DO anything is always to introduce a new factor into the situation, which MAKES something, or makes a difference. The action may not be purposeful e.g. Gen 20:5-6 DONE in innocence. The AGENT, and the MASTER/ ORGANISER are both said to be responsible - Gen 39:22 of Joseph Whatever they DID, he was the DOER of it. 

Asham/Ashem H817- Guilt offering, offence, guilt, gift of restitution, gift of atonement. Used mainly for the guilt offering, where the man who had been guilty of defrauding his neighbour must make restitution, plus 20%, AND make a guilt offering to God. Lev 5:16, 6:5, etc.

Asherah H842- The Canaanite fertility goddess, partner of fertility god Baal who representied thunder, lightning and rain. Asherah often refers to an object representing her. It seems to have been made of wood, as it could be burned, Deu 12:3; Judg 6:26.

Atstsebeth H6094, Pain, sorrow, wound – from Etseb. By SORROW of heart the spirit is broken, Prov 10:22; He heals the broken-hearted and binds up their WOUNDS, Ps 147:3. 

Avon- H5771- Deliberate, guilty iniquity/ wickedness 52x This is the Godward aspect. Vanity 6x, affliction/mischief, punishment 6x. This is the effect on human life of the behaviour offensive to God. The word is used in both senses in Gen 19:15 of Sodom, and of the as yet "Not full" iniquity of the Amorites, Gen 15:15. The iniquities of us all have been laid on Christ the Servant of the Lord, Isa 53:5-6. The fact that the one word Avon is used of both the perversity, moral evil, iniquity, and of the results is a reminder that sin and its appropriate punishment are inseparable. Avon is associated with deceit in Ps 36:3; 41:29; Zech 10:2. LXX Anomia, Poneros, Adikia - and Kopos for the effect.

Azab H5801- To Forsake, leave, abandon, divorce, to separate self from, to stand back from and allow freedom of action, 1st Gen 2:24 LEAVE his father and his mother and cleave unto his wife.

B.

Baal H1167- Master, possessor - The Ox knows his Owner, the ass his MASTER’S crib, Isa 1:3. The god Baal 50x, Husband 15x. (Generally Husband and wife are Ish- Ishshah, but sometimes he is her Baal- the one she belongs to.)

Bachar H977- To choose. Sometimes this is used in the special sense of God CHOOSING Israel, etc, for their privileged position. God's CHOOSING formed the basis of all His dealings with Israel. Sadly, so often, their CHOOSING went against His & they robbed themselves of blessing. LXX Eklegein- Electing. Bachir - The Chosen ones. 
Bagad H898- Deal treacherously, deceitfully etc 33x, Transgress/offend 14x. Judges 9:23 The men of Shechem DEALT TREACHEROUSLY.. 1 Sam 14:23 Ye have TRANSGRESSED, roll a great stone. 

Bamah H1116- High Places in KJV, though meanings differ. In most Semitic languages it means the back of men or animals, or the slope of a mountain. So, Deu 33:29 Tread upon the HIGH PLACES, may mean the backs of fallen enemies. In the Bible it often has a religious-cultic meaning - generally heathen HIGH PLACES to be destroyed, but, 1 Ki 3:4, it was at the HIGH PLACE at Gibeon where Solomon offered and God appeared to him. Even with the best intentions, offering at HIGH PLACES easily degenerated into Heathen associations and it was forbidden strictly when the temple was built, and the ban was enforced again by Hezekiah and Josiah. Isa 14:14 I will ascend above the HEIGHTS, suggests places of authority, and Deu 32:13, Isa 58:14 speaks of God making Israel to ride upon the HIGH PLACES, and eat increase of fields, suck honey from rock - speaks of God's provision and protection. 

Banah H1129- To build, establish, construct something using available material. 1st Gen 2:22 The Lord God MADE a woman from the rib. Gen 4:16 He BUILT a city. 8:20 Noah BUILT an ark. Figuratively it is used of having children BUILDING one's house. Hence Ben- son Bath- daughter. Banoth- daughters.

Baqash H1245- To seek for something with a known location, to search, consult. Used also of pursuing a wish, or carrying out of a plan, usually with an emotional element rather than an intellectual one. So to seek the Lord, 2 Sam 21:1. 

Bara H1254- To deliberately bring into being that which did not exist before. Bara  is used of God CREATING the Physical Universe apparently out of nothing, Gen 1:1, etc. CREATING man out of loose earth, Gen 1:27, etc. In the world of Nature around us He takes away the life breathe of animals & CREATES- Bara life in the succeeding generations of animals, Ps 104:29-30. Bara is also used of His CREATING the nation of Israel out of Abraham, etc, Isa 43:1, 7, 15, etc. And the restoration of Israel will involve His future CREATING of a people to praise Him, Ps 102:16-18, and rivers and forests in the land, Isa 41:18-20; 48:6-7. And of the New Heaven and New Earth he will later CREATE, Isa 65:17. Bara is used of HUMAN actions- CREATING farms, Josh 17:15, 18. Eli's sons MAKING themselves fat by new sacrifice routines, 1 Sam 2:29. Setting up a situation for Divination, Ezek 21:19, and cutting down people with swords, Ezek 23:47. Bara is used in Genesis 11x, Isaiah 21x, and 23x elsewhere.

Barak H1288- To kneel, to bless, be blessed. When God Created man His first word to them was a BLESSING, Gen 1:22. Alone of Creation, mankind had the capacity to be conscious of receiving blessing, and was responsible to be the channel of blessing to Creation as a whole - Creation groans until the day of His Manifestation, restored to that Role - Rom 8:19-22. Greeting and farewelling with the wish that God may bless was customary in OT, and that is good if the heart goes with the words. The association with KNEELING is significant. Kneeling is appropriate for both our asking/receiving of God's blessings, and of our offering our thanksgivings and blessings- Barak in worship. God's gracious intervention to Noah after the flood, to Abraham, David etc commence with the assurance of His blessings. The odd use of the word Barak for CURSING in Job, may be ironic, or associated with dismissing, farewelling God. 

Basar H1320- Flesh. Gen 2:21 closed up the FLESH. Also, animal flesh, raw or cooked. It’s used figuratively of kin being of the same FLESH. And of our bodies by which we receive impressions from the world around & interact with it, express ourselves & communicate with others in contrast to our inner man, spirit/soul. LXX- Sarx.
Bayith H1004- House, household, or a container. Gen 7:1, to Noah Come thou and thy HOUSE. It is used of the Tabernacle & Temple as God's HOUSE. 

Behemah H929  Large, usually domesticated animals, cattle, Ex 9:25 Hail smote the ANIMALS in the field, but used of the animal Nehemiah rode Neh 2:12.

Bekor H1060- Firstborn, especially first son born into a family - he had special privileges in it - double inheritance of property, Deu 21:5-17, and the right to lead the family, and be spiritual head. Esau sold this right, Gen 25:9-34. God's claim on the FIRSTBORN initially was met by His accepting the tribe of Levi as substitute, Num 3:0. The substitute for individual firstborn males from then on was an animal sacrificed, Ex 13:-16. 

Ben H996- A son, children, descendants, subjects, nation. It includes anything derived from another thing, and sharing characteristics idea, etc. Benresheph - sons of flame = sparks. Cp Sons of Belial, sons of righteousness, etc. LXX Huios.

Berek H1290- Knee. Solomon Kneeled down- Barak upon his Knees- Berek, 2 Chr 6:13. Kneeling is appropriate for both asking/receiving God's Blessings & for giving thanks/praise for them. Berekah H1293- Blessing. 1st Gen 12:2. I will BLESS the...  and make thee a BLESSING. God is the source of all blessing, but we can be channels. Deu 11:27 reminds us that God's Blessing rests on the obedient & brings  righteousness, Ps 24:5, Life, Ps 133:3, Prosperity, 2 Sam 7:29, & Salvation, Ps 3:8. Take a BLESSING, Gen 33:11, means take a Gift - something of God's blessing shared by the giver. 

Berith H1285- Covenant, league, confederacy. 1st Gen 6:18 I will establish my COVENANT with you, Josh 9:6 Make a LEAGUE with us. But most commonly used of the COVENANT God made with Abraham Gen 15:18. God took the initiative in this Covenant of love and loyalty between God and His people, and he set the conditions under which He would be free to bless them, while remaining true to His character. Israel Entered into the COVENANT with God. Deu 29:12. At times later they initiated a renewal of this Covenant 2 Ki 23:3, etc.

Bethulah H1330- Separation, virgin, virginity - Virgin 38x, Maid/maiden 15x. Sometimes used of girls/young women in contrast to boys/young men, but more often specifically of virgins. 1st Gen 24:16. In Jer 31:4, 21-22, Israel is called both VIRGIN Israel, & Unfaithful daughter. In Jer 3:1-8 she is called a Harlot. This doesn't mean a girl could be both a Bethulah & a harlot. Rather the disgrace was that Israel who in God's will was a virgin, chose to act as a harlot. LXX translates as Parthenos- virgin, not Paidiske- young woman. Bethulim- Virginity is always specific as Deu 22:15 etc. 1st Lev 21:13.

Bikkur H1061- Firstfruits, in the sense of that which ripens first and is reaped first of the new harvest & especially valued as such. The FIRSTFRUIT grain had to be offered to God as an acknowledgement that Israel was His tenant in the land. From Bekor- Firstborn. 

Boqer H1242- Morning, in the sense of the end of night, the dawning of day. Weeping may endure for a night- Ereb- evening, but joy comes in the MORNING, Ps 30:5. Although Evening/ Night, and Morning, refer specifically to the points of sunset and sunrise, they hint at the replacement of darkness-sorrow, with sunshine-joy.

Bosh H954- To be ashamed, disappointed, disgraced, frustrated, embarrassed. 1st Gen 3:25. The apostasy of his fellow Jews made Ezra ASHAMED to come into God's presence in prayer about it, Ezra 9:6. They trusted in Thee and were not CONFOUNDED- or Disappointed, frustrated, Ps 22:5.

C. – Ch.
Carmel H3760- Fruitful place. The name of a ridge separating the plains of Esdraelon,  Sharon, well watered as it caught rain coming in from Mediterranean. Elijah challenged Baal's prophets there, 1 Ki 18. Also a place in Judah where Nabal lived, 1 Sam 25.

Chadash H2319- New, fresh, new thing, different, not previously existing. LXX Kainos- New and different. 1st There arose a NEW king, Ex 1:3. Used of the NEW covenant that would replace the OLD covenant, Jer 31:31. As a verb Chadash - To renew. Let us RENEW the Kingdom, 1 Sam 11:14. 

Chagar H2296- To put on a belt/armour, restrain. To tuck cloak in belt to prepare for action, Ex 12:11. The remainder of wrath Thou shalt RESTRAIN, Ps 76:10 - God won’t let it get in the way of His purposes! Chagorah- a belt, apron, armour.

Chai H2421- Life, alive, living. 1st Gen 5:3 Adam LIVED 130yrs. It's used of mankind & animals, Gen 1:21; but never of plants. God is the LIVING God- Chai Elohim. Chai is used of water - living/ running water which tastes fresh and is more enjoyable than stagnant water. Song 4:15 describes a wife as a Well of LIVING WATERS. 

Chaiyah H2416- Any Living Creature. 1st The BEAST of the earth, Gen 1:24. The serpent was more subtle than any BEAST.. Gen 3:1. 

Chakah H2442- to wait actively, purposefully. Ps 33:20. Our soul WAITS for the Lord. Hos 6:9 As robbers WAIT for a man. 

Chakam H2450- Wise, skilful, practical. 1st The WISE MEN of Egypt were called by Pharaoh, but Joseph was more WISE, Gen 41:8, 33, 39. A Chakam was a skilful craftsman, Ex 36:4; Isa 40:20. It was associated with shrewdness, and cleverness, rather than virtue, Ex 1:10; 7:11, 2 Sam 13:3, 14:2. God Himself is WISE & the source of true wisdom, Prov 2:2-8; Isa 31:2. The Godly Chakam applied their knowledge of God to all the practical issues of life in order to develop true Chokma H2451- Wisdom, without which men are fools.. To rely on our own wisdom without reference to God in prayer, etc destroys any WISDOM we've acquired, Deu 4:6, Prov 3:35; 26:12.

Chalah H2470-To be weak, sick, afflicted, 49x - As Samson would become, Judg 16:7. OR To grieve, be sorry 12x - because one's weakness/sickness was realised, Isa 54:10; Amos 6:6. OR  To realise one's weakness and plead with the Lord for His help, 12x Ex 32:11; 1 Sam 13:12.

Chamad H2530- To delight in beauty, delightful, pleasant, desirable, desire, covet. 1st Gen 2:9 of the trees the Lord made grow in Eden PLEASANT TO THE EYES. That God made such trees grow in Eden is a reminder that He has put many desirable things in this world, 1 Tim 6:17. It is right that we should desire them, but we need to seek them only from our Lord's hands, as His Word offers them. Gen 3:6 A tree to be DESIRED to make one wise. Ex 20:17 Thou shalt not COVET. Song 2:3 Sat down under his shadow with great DELIGHT. LXX Epithumeo- Evil, and good desire are not clearly distinguished in life, OR in Scripture. Chemdah H2532 PLEASANT as in 1 Chr 32:27; Ps 106:24; Jer 3:19, Zech 7:14, etc. OR, DESIRE as in 1 Sam 9:20. 

Chamets H2557-Leaven, yeast, leavened bread. Chamets was not to be inluded in offerings made by fire. Perhaps it was unacceptable to the Lord as its hidden working symbolised deceit, or its fermentation was seen as a form of corruption. Chomets H2558- Vinegar. (The negative image of Chamets is strengthened by its association with Chomets H2556- Cruel, grieved, as in  Ps 71:4; 73:21.) 

Chanan H2603- To be gracious, considerate, show favour - often when it is neither expected nor deserved. 1st Gen 33:5, 11. God is by nature Chanan, and is gracious to people, Ex 33:19; Num 6:25, so like Moses we can plead with God on that basis, Deu 3:23. Cp 1 Ki 8:33, etc. The related word Channun H2587 is used only of God. 1st Ex 22:27. Cp Ex 34: the LORD GOD, merciful and GRACIOUS. Both words come from Chen H2580. Gracious, grace, kindness. 

Chasid H2623- Godly, devout, pious. Those who respond to and pattern their life on God's Covenant Love- see Chesed. 

Chata H2398- to sin, err, miss the mark. 205x. To purge/offer for sin etc 19x, bear the blame etc 3x. It is difficult to see any difference between the meanings and usage of Chata, and Avon. 

Chattath H2403- Gen 4:7 etc is a sin or offence against God or man that needs to be atoned for by a sin-offering. Chattath is also the word used for that sin offering, presumably as it was considered to so perfectly match the sin that the guilt was totally removed and the account squared. 

Chayil H2428- Strength, ability, wealth, bravery or goodness – whatever made a person a good and worthy specimen of a man or woman. People capable of doing things well. Chayil is used in Gen 47:6, and of both Boaz, as a man of property and recognised leader, and also of Ruth as a worthwhile character, Ruth 2:1; 3:11. This reminds us that while wealth, property - the material things that enable getting things done - had their value, in spite of them Nabal, 1 Sam 25, was a worthless fool. LXX Dunamis, Ischus.

Chazah H2372- to see, usually in a vision, as They SAW God, Ex 24:11. but Ex 18:21 PROVIDE.. able men & SEEST thou a man diligent in his business.. Prov 22:29 suggest that it means seeing intelligently. Chazon H2377- a vision, as in 1 Sam 3:1  No open VISION. No directly authoritative message, not merely intelligent speculation, or a reasonable deduction from previous knowledge. 

Chazaq H2388- To take hold of, be strong, strengthen, harden. Used 1st in Gen 41:56 of the increasing famine. God HARDENED Pharaoh's heart, Ex 7:13, etc. Moses was to ENCOURAGE Joshua, Deu 3:28, & Joshua was to be STRONG, Josh 1:6.

Chen H2580- Pleasant, agreeable, beauty when used subjectively. But kindness, mercy, grace when used objectively. LXX Charis- Grace & Eleos- Mercy, compassion, pity.

Chephets H2656- Pleasure, desire, a valuable thing, acceptable, delight, pleasant. Something one takes pleasure in, and does/wants done because one enjoys them. 1st Has the Lord as great DELIGHT in burnt offerings.. as in obeying, 1 Sam 15:22. But also A time for every PURPOSE- a time when it is appropriate and in some sense enjoyable,  Ecc 3:1.

Cheq H2436- Bosom, chest - to which loved ones, children, etc are pressed affectionately. The fold of a garment above the belt where things may be stored.

Chereb H2719- Sword, dagger, knife, chisel, razor. 1st Gen 3:24 Cherubim (sword bearer (s) and a flaming SWORD- Chereb. It also describes Ehud's two edged DAGGER Jud 3:16. See also Ps 57:4; Prov 5:4. 

Cherem H2764- Anything claimed by God for Himself often for total destruction, so curse, accursed, etc as in Deu 7:26; 13:17; Josh 6:17, 18; 7:1 etc. OR anything voluntarily dedicated to God by anybody, that action being irreversible, Lev 27:21, 28, 29; Num 18:14.

Cherpah H2781- The state of being a reproach. God has taken away my REPROACH, Gen 30:23. OR the taunting and verbal abuse of enemies We are become a REPROACH, Dan 9:16, and Jer 24:9, and often in the Psalms.  LXX Oneidismos, oneidos.

Chesed H2617 KJV Mercy, kindness, loving kindness. RSV Steadfast Love. NIV Love, Other versions Grace. This word is the key to the whole of the OT revelation. It has three strands, Strength, Steadfastness, and Love. It is both legal obligation, AND the Love shown between family members, not one without the other – it’s "Covenanted Kindness." It refers primarily to mutual and reciprocal rights and obligations between parties in a relationship, involving generosity, loyalty and mercy. The weaker partner seeks protection and blessing from the stronger. While the stronger is committed to his promise, he is free to choose how and when he can best fulfil it, in relation to Emeth - truth, and Emunah - faithfulness, which are often linked with Chesed. The word is used of the relationship of marriage, and beyond that, family, friends, guests, master-servant, and the poor. Behind all these relationships, inspiring and empow​ering them is God's relationship with His people Israel. Chesed  is His COVENANTED LOVE & CARE, that stands at the back of all blessing and discipline, success or failure, joy or sorrow. God’s Chesed is  changeless, their only hope and security. He does not abandon His covenant, no matter how they on their part fail to keep it. As Ps 136 re-echoes His MERCY endureth forever. In the kindness Boaz showed to Ruth he reflected/ demonstrated God’s Chesed to the poor, Ruth 2:20. In response Ruth showed the Chesed the poor should show to God the merciful Giver. She honoured Boaz by coming to him trustfully expecting that he would take her under his loving protection and care, Ruth 3:10. LXX - Eleos- mercy.

Chidah H2420– Riddle, dark saying, hard question. Num 12:8 God spoke to Moses face to face (openly, simply, directly) not in DARK SPEECHES. 
CHIL/Chul H2342- To twist in circular manner as in a dance, Judg 21:21, 23, but commonly it means to writhe in pain, often as in child birth. That the word is used of God FORMING the earth, Ps 90:2, and FORMING Israel Deu 32:18 may suggest some effort and cost on God's part, as well as a reminder of our total dependence on God, and the debt that involves.

Chokma H2451- Wisdom, good sense, skill. The word is used mostly in Job, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes. 1st Speak unto the wisehearted- Chakam, whom I have filled with WISDOM- Chokma, Ex 28:3. Technical skills and special abilities. Chokma is the ability to make the right choices at the right time. To do so consistently is the mark of maturity. Fear of the Lord is basic to it, Prov 1:7, and it requires diligent pursuit, Prov 2:6. The Fruits of wisdom as in Proverbs are echoed in Jas 3:17-18, and are the equivalent of the NT fruits of the spirit. Pride and self-reliance are the enemies of wisdom, Prov 26:12. LXX for Wisdom are Sophos- wise, clever skilful, experienced, learned; Phronimos- sensible, thoughtful, prudent, and Sunetos- intelligent etc.

Choli H2483– Sickness, anxiety, calamity.

Choq H2706- Commandment, statute, prescription, rule, law, regulation. 1st The priests had a PORTION assigned to them, Gen 47:22. I make them know the STATUTES of God and His Laws- Torah, Ex 18:16. Choq is the general word for God's Statutes or Ordinances. Chuqqah H2708 is first used in 1st "Abraham obeyed my voice, my charge, my commandment- Mitsvah, my STATUTES- Chuqqah, and my Laws- Torah, Gen 26:5. It’s used of the fixed laws of nature/ seasonal patterns, Jer 5:24, 33:25, of the regular payments due to the priests, and particularly of the laws regulating the individual feasts, Passover, Ex 12:14, Tabernacles, Lev 23:41, Day of Atonement, Lev 16:29, etc. Chuqqah is used also of the CUSTOMS/ODINANCES of the nations, Lev 18:3; Mic 6:16. 

D.
Daath H1847- Knowledge as the opposite of ignorance and unawareness. Daath enables one to act deliberately in ways that will produce the result one desires. For knowledge to be a blessing one needs to be in a right relationship to God, having a right attitude towards Him. In Gen 2:9 Adam and Eve ate of the tree of knowledge- Daath of the consequences of unbelief-disobedience.

Dabaq/Dabeq H1692- To cling, cleave, keep close, to catch by pursuit, etc. A continuing orientation of self towards a desired goal persisted in energetically until it's accomplished. One meaning in modern Hebrew is glue. 1st Gen 2:24 CLEAVE to his wife hints that effort was required to obtain a wife, and that continued attention should be paid to her. Figuratively it is used of loyalty and affection- CLEAVE to God, Deu 30:20.:

Dabar H1697- A word 770x, a thing 215x, matter 63x  to speak 814x, say 119x. As a verb it is less concerned with content than Amar- to speak, and is sometimes used without what is said being recorded. As a noun it refers to the actual WORDS that conveyed the message. The WORD of the Lord, is used 242x. It  emphasises not just the content, but the actual WORDS themselves, and this limits freedom of interpre​tation. This emphasis on form as well as content, may prepare the mind for the coming of God's message embodied in THE WORD of Jn 1:1. The concreteness of Dabar (not merely expressed ideas) enables it to be used of THINGS, and LAW CASES as Ex 18:16.

Dam H1818- Blood. 1st Gen 4:10 Your brother's BLOOD cries from the ground. It is generally associated with the human Life-BLOOD shed by violence, Gen 9:6; Num 35:33 and of the Life-BLOOD of sacrificed animals taking the place of the sinner's BLOOD, Lev 17:11. It’s also used of the BLOOD of grapes – wine, Gen 49:11; Deu 32:14.

Deber H1698- Pestilence, plague, as in  2 Sam 24:15 three days PESTILENCE upon Israel. The nature of the plague is never specified in medical terms, but indicates a sudden significant reduction in population. It is listed among other national disasters in warnings of the consequences of sin, Ex 5:3; 90:15; Lev 26:25; Num 14:12, etc. LXX uses Thanatos- Death.

Demuth H1823- Likeness, figure, form, pattern – as in the altar, 2 Ki 16:10. 1st After our LIKENESS, Gen 1:16. 11. That of the 22 times Demuth is used 11 are in Ezek 1, and 10 reminds us that it is used in poetic language to describe similarities or likenesses that can't be stated precisely as they are beyond our experience or understanding. This is confirmed by the fact that LXX translates it as Homoiama, Homoiosis- which are used in the NT as in God sent His Son in the LIKENESS of sinful flesh, Rom 8:3.

Derek H1870- A road, Gen 16:7, journey, Gen 42:25, distance, Gen 30:36 or a course of action, way of life, conduct, Gen 18:18; Isa 40:27; 58:13; Jer 10:23, etc Darak- To tread, walk. 

Din H1777- To judge, judgment, justice. Leah said God has JUDGED me, and heard my prayer, Gen 30:6. To turn aside the needy from JUDGMENT, Isa 10:2. LXX uses Krino, Krima, Krisis, for Din as well as for Shaphat and Mishpat.

Dod H1730- Beloved, love, 42x; Uncle/Father's brother 18x. The parental relationship was viewed as inescapable. But Dod may be sed for uncle as the loving care of uncles and aunts, if given, had an element of volition in it, and so the word could be used of those who CHOSE to love. 

E.
Ebed H5650 – A Servant-slave. Such a person might become an Ebed by being bought, or born to household slaves, OR by volunteering as in Ex 21:5. The latter is the model for the role of Messiah as The SERVANT- Ebed of the Lord, Isa 42:1-7 etc.  Cp Ps 40:6-8; Heb 10:5-10.

Echad H259- One, first, alone. Deu 6:4 Hear O Israel, the Lord our God- Elohim is ONE- Echad Lord. this doesn’t deny that God is Father Son and Holy Spirit. In fact Elohim is a plural word, and in Hebrew that means three or more persons here. Echad is used In Gen 2:24 of God’s purpose that man and wife should be ONE they shall be ONE flesh. And in Judg 20:1-2 All Israel was gathered together AS ONE.. 400, 000 footmen united in one will, purpose etc.

Edah H5712- Congregation. It’s often used of the assembled people of Israel. 1st, Ex 12:3, 6, 19, 47. As Edah if a feminine form of Ed H5707- A Witness, the name seems to include the idea of their assembling together being a witness to the Lord their God. But the main emphasis seems to be on their being assembled for a united purpose, as Edah is used of the SWARM of bees in Jud 14:8. LXX translates as Sunagogue. Eduth H5715- Testimony. witness – used of the stone tablets with the 10 commandments, Ex 16:34; 25:16, etc.

El H410- God. From Ayil H352 – strength. El was the commonest general term for God in the ancient Biblical world, including the Canaanites. Often combined with a further name to indicate the nature or function of the God. 

El Shaddai H7706- Almighty God. El Shaddai was used as the covenant Name for God before the time of Moses. Some suggest the name comes from a word used in Ur, Sadu- Mountain- God is like the mountains, strong and unchanging. Strong’s  concordance associates the word with Shadad H7703- Powerful, but as Shadad is used in the Bible only for those who use their strength to rob and oppress, Ps 17:9; Isa 33:1, etc it’s more likely to be associated with Shad H7699- Breast- El Shaddai is God who nourishes and satisfies His people, as a mother’s breast supplies the milk that meets the needs of her baby, Gen 49:25; Job 3:12; Ps 22:9,  etc. If so it means the All-sufficient God. This fits well with the 1st use of El Shaddai, Gen 17:1 where it’s followed by Walk before me and be perfect. suggesting His sufficiency to enable them to do that. Unlike the heathen "gods" with their cultic and orgiastic rites, He is the God who requires and enables men to live their daily lives blameless in fellowship with Himself. El Shaddait is the covenant name of God for Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, involving His loving care for them, and their moral obligation as His children to live up to His standards. 

Eleph H505- a thousand. Or a Large Group/tribal unit as in Ex 18:2 rulers of THOUSANDS, .. hundreds, fifties, and tens. So Eleph isn’t necessarily an exact number – Bethlehem was a small thousand- Eleph, Micah 5:2. The 400,000 assembled in Judges 20:1-2 may have been 400 tribal groups. The variable meanings of such words as Eleph, and the variations of numbers given in different Mss are reasons for not being dogmatic about such statements. LXX Chilios.
Elil H457- An idol, Lev 19:4, or a useless thing. Job, icalls his "comforters" Physicians of NO VALUE- Elil! Job 13:4. The plural Elilim appears similar to Elohim the true God – but idols are empty useless nothings. Note the balance between the warnings against the dangerous snare of idol worship, and the fact that Idols are empty nothings, and idol worship can do nothing positive for one. 

Eloah H433- God, 1st Deu 32:15, but used most often in Job. Elah H426- God. The Aramaic equivalent of Eloah, and so is used often In Ezra and Daniel. (Allah, the name for God in Islam, is thought to be the equivalent in Arabic.)

Elohim H430- is used 2360x to mean GOD, but also 240x to mean gods, and 5x to mean judges – God is the true Judge. Human judges represent God and are responsible to give verdicts that agree with His Law. Elohim is plural, in Hebrew, and plural is used of THREE, or more. Gen 1:1 reads GOD (Plural- God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) Created (Singular- acting in Unity, the Son being the Agent of Creation) the Heaven (Dual- presumably the Atmospheric and Starry Heavens) Apart from hinting that God was THREE Persons, Elohim being plural remind us of the Majesty, Inter-relating Fullness, stability, and self-sufficiency of the Being and Nature of God. 

Emeth H571- Truth, true, trustworthiness, certainty, faithful, etc. Emeth and mercy are God’s nature and character and mark His actions, Deu 24:27; 32:10; Ex 34:6, etc. God expects us to treat each other in the same way, Gen 47:29; Ex 18, etc.

Emunah H530- Firmness, faithfulness, stability, truth. Supported by Aaron and Hur, Moses’ hands were STEADY, Ex 17:12. A God of TRUTH .. just and right, Deu 32:4. The Lord will reward every man his righteousness and his FAITHFULNESS, 1 Sam 26:23. Whom David and Samuel did ordain in their SET OFFICE, 1 Chr 9:22. The just shall live by FAITH. Hab 2:4.

Ereb H6153- Evening, the time of day immediately before and after sunset, when the day cooled & women walked to the well. Poetically it is used for night. In Ex 12:6 the Passover Lamb killed in the EVENING, Newberry in his Bible says this is plural – EVENINGS - and that it means between the time of day when the sun was  seen to be descending towards sunset & the actual setting of the sun.

Erets H776- The earth, land, etc. This variable meaning becomes important when we realise that even Kol Erets- the whole earth, can mean the entire world, as in Gen 1:26 Let them have dominion over ALL THE EARTH. Yet in Judg 6:37, 39, 40, Kol Erets is the WHOLE LAND OF GIDEON'S THRESHING FLOOR that has dew on it, or not. In Gen 11:1 The WHOLE LAND- Kol Erets was of one language it is talking about the whole land of Shinar. SO? What area was the WHOLE EARTH covered by the waters of the flood in Gen 8:9? Certainly it meant everywhere where people lived. But beyond that is less clear.

Erom H5903- Naked, the state of being and feeling exposed, vulnerable, in need, embarrassed as in Gen 3:7. Erom isn't in itself sexual indecency- Ervah, but may be associated with it. See Arom H6174, Gen 2:25.

Ervah H6172- Offensive nakedness, indecent exposure, indecent thing or action. 1st Gen 9:22-23 of the nakedness of drunken Noah. Unburied excrement in the camp is an UNCLEAN thing- Ervah, Deu 23:14. Ervah is used as a symbol of shame of the NAKEDNESS of plundered Jerusalem, Lam 1:8. 

Etseb H6089- Sorrow, pain, or work that is exhausting physically and emotionally, but not in itself necessarily bad. The results may be rewarding. 1st use In SORROW shalt thou bring forth children Gen 3:16 etc. See also SORROW in Ps 127:2; Prov 10:22, and LABOUR in Prov 5:10, 14:23. Gen 3:16 I will multiply your SORROW- Itstsabon H6093 is a related word. 

Etsem H6106- Bone. The bone framework which determines our size and shape, is essential for the strength of our body, and is the last part to decay. It's therefore associated with our identity, inner personal being, self-hood, and strength. So, Gen 2:23 This is BONE- Etsem of my BONE- Etsem means that Adam saw Eve as being identified with and reinforcing his own being and selfhood. Adam with Eve was more fully Adam as God wanted him to be, more truly himself, than he had been on his own. Etsem can also mean substance, self-same - That SELF-SAME- Etsem day Noah entered the ark, Gen 7:13. See also As the BODY- Etsem of Heaven for clearness, Ex 24:10.

Ezer H5828- Aid, help, helper. Used of the Wife's role Gen 2:18; 20. While it is used of the King's HELPERS, Ezek 12:14 - men who are positionally inferior to him, this is the only such use. So there is in Gen 2 no thought of Eve being inferior to Adam, or of existing solely to be of use to him is involved in the description of Eve-Woman as the Ezer of Adam-Man. On the contrary Ezer is used 15x of God as Israel’s HELPER in Ex 15:4, Deu 33:7, 26, 29, etc. This suggests that Eve-Woman was created to be the Lord's provision, a significant part of the HELP the Lord would be to him. Ezer is related to Azar- to protect, help, gird, used of the Lord's actions about a third of time.)

G.
Gaal H1350- Translated as Redeem/redeemer, Ex 6:6 etc 65x, Avenger/revenger 27x, Kinsman, 15x. As there were no police, courts, or welfare system, a Gaal- close male relative, was to perform these functions.  Lev 25:25; Num 35:19, and had an absolute right to do so. The Lord in mercy adopted Israel as His son, Ex 4:22, and continued to fulfil the role of Gaal- Kinsman-Redeemer-Avenger, Isa 41:14; 43:1, etc. 

Gamal H1580 To treat a person well, benefit, to ripen. The Lord has DEALT BOUNTIFULLY with me, Ps 13:6. The Grape is RIPENING, Isa 18:5. It also means to WEAN, as in Gen 21:8. This may seem odd to us at first, but being weaned IS part of ripening as a human. Gamal is purposeful - the Lord's loving care is shown both in what He deprives us of as well as in the blessings He showers on us. Together they have a ripening effect. His love isn’t indulgent.

Ger H1616- Stranger, resident alien. Not just a foreigner, but a citizen from another country, come as a refugee or by choice to live in the land. In Israel he could not OWN land permanently, but could buy/rent it until the Jubilee year. Lev 25:23 reminds the Israelites that they were SOJOURNERS- Ger with God the true owner of the land of Israel, and He decreed that the SOJOURNER was under the same law as Israel, including, consideration if poor. 

Gil/Gul H1523 - To be glad, rejoice. In contrast to spontaneous rejoicing- Samach, Gil seems to be used of willed, purposeful rejoicing in what one chooses to find pleasure in - as in Ps 13:5 My heart shall REJOICE in the Lord.

Goi H1471- A nation, a political unit with a land of their own. It’s translated Gentile 30x and Heathen 142x. In a sense Israel itself was a Goi - in Gen 12:2 God promised He would make of Abraham a nation- Goi.
H.
Halak/Yalak H1980- To go 217x, walk 110x, come 16x, to be gone 14x etc. It may simply indicate movement- Gen 2:14, The river Tigris RUNS.. Or, existence- Gen 15:2 I GO childless.  It may sum up behaviour Isa 13:15 He who WALKS righteously. Ex 13:21 God WENT before them in a pillar of cloud. Halikah H1979- A travelling company, caravan, purposeful progress, doings. 

Halal H1984- To be a clear sound or colour, to shine. In the simple form it means to boast, or commend. In the intensive it means to give glory and praise, celebrate. The Hebrew word for the book of Psalms is PRAISES- Halal, and half the occurrences of Halal are in Psalms. Hallelujah = Praise Jehovah.

Haphak H2015- To turn, overturn, change, transform, turn back. 1st Gen 3:24 A flaming sword that TURNED.  Ex 7:15 Aaron's rod TURNED- Haphak into snake. Ex 14:5 Paraoah CHANGED- Haphak his mind. 1 Sam 10:9 God CHANGED Saul's heart. Ps 41:3 Lord CHANGED bed of sickness= to health. 

Har H2022- Mountains 486x, hills 61x. Many of these we would probably call hills. Sometimes Har is used figuratively of a great nation as in Zech 3:7.

Hayah H1961- To exist, to be, become, happen, etc - and man- Adam, BECAME a living- Chay soul- Nephesh, Gen 2:7. A river… it was parted and BECAME four.. Gen 2:10. It CAME TO PASS  that Cain brought.. fruit of the ground as an offering, Gen4:3. .. no more BECOME a flood, Gen 9:15. Note And God said unto Moses I AM THAT I AM- Hayah Hayah, Ex 3:14.

Hebel H1892- Emptiness, vanity, unsatisfactory – as often in Ecclesiastes, but Hebel can also mean an idol, as empty and useless. Deu 32:21, etc

I. J. .(Both represent the Hebrew letter Yod)
Ish H376-  Man,  but  translated every one 119x, one 70x, and husband 69x. 1st Gen 2:24 A MAN shall leave his father. It’s sometimes used of MANkind in general as well as specifically the human Male Partner as in Gen 3:6 She gave to her HUSBAND, and he ate.. It’s used of male animals in Gen 7:2, etc. 

Ishshah H802- A woman, a wife. The name points to her being  a comparable, complementary unit as well as a separate entity purpose-built for her role in relationship to man- Ish. Being female- Neqebah – gender-sexuality-motherhood was only a PART of her distinctness.

Jehovah (Yaweh) H3068 The LORD. (J & Y in English are both Yod in Hebrew, and as for many years Jews never pronounced the Lord’s name, we can’t be sure how it should be said.) God is called the LORD more than 6000 times in the OT. The name seems to mean He is the One who IS, and ACTS. It’s 1st used In the day that the LORD God created/made the earth and the heavens, Gen 2:4 Jehovah/Yaweh is the personal covenant name of God in relation to His people. My/your/our God- Elohim, was commonly used in the OT, but never My Jehovah, etc This suggests that the name Elohim was used for what He is in relation to mankind, Jehovah for what He is in Himself. However, in the NT, with God's revelation of Himself made fully and finally in His Son,  Jesus Christ the Lord, Lord- Kurios  is used as the Name for defining His relationship with us. As Thomas said He is MY Lord and my God. He is not spoken of as MY Jesus, or MY Christ. While the OT names like Moses, David etc are used in their Greek form in the LXX and in the NT, God's Name, Jehovah, is always translated as Kurios, which means LORD in Greek, as Jehovah did in the OT. This shows WE Christians today are not expected to call God Jehovah.

K.
Kabad/Kabed H3513- To make or be heavy. Used in a bad sense their sin is GRIEVOUS, Gen 18:20 .. his eyes were DIM, Gen 48:10. Pharaoh HARDENED his heart, Ex 8:15. Used in a good sense in Abraham was VERY RICH, Gen 13:2. HONOUR father and mother, Ex 20:12. I will be sanctified in them that come nigh me and before all the people I will be GLORIFIED, Lev 10:3.

Kabod H3519- Glory, 155x, honour 25x. Tell my father of all my GLORY. Gen 45:13. It’s used of the GLORY of kings etc 19x. It is used of the VISIBLE GLORY of God about 35x as in ye shall see the GLORY of the Lord, Ex 16:7. The  remaining 100x it’s used are associated with God, in relation to His Creation, or His people, particularly His redemptive and sustaining work on their behalf. 

Kanaph H3671- Wing, 70x 1st Gen 1:21, Every WINGED fowl. It is used of the wings of the Cherubim, Ex 25:20; 1 Ki 6:27, and Seraphim, Isa 6:2. God shelters His people under His WINGS, Ruth 2:12; Ps 17:8; 36:7, etc. Note our Lord’s words in Mt 23:37. It is also used 21x for the fringe, border, or skirt of a garment, Num 15:38; Deu 22:12, under the protection of which the Kinsman-redeemer should take a childless widow, Ruth 3:9.

Karath H3418- To cut, cut off, cut down etc 224x, to MAKE a covenant 86x, Presumably because animal sacrifices were CUT in half and those CUTTING the Covenant walked between the pieces Gen 15:9-17; Jer 34:18.

Kathab H3789- To write, inscribe- God WROTE the 10 commandments, Ex 32:32. Or to describe- as in the survey of the land, Josh 18:4, take dictation as in Jer 36:4. 1st Ex 17:14 WRITE in a book the judgment against Amalek. This suggests the permanence and binding nature of God's verdict. 

Kebes H352- A male lamb or kid, as in Ex 12:5. The word is usually associated with sacrifices. LXX Amnos- Lamb.

Kelayoth H3629- Kidneys as in Ex 29:13. It’s translated Reins 13x in the KJV, as in Hebrew the Kidneys and Heart were viewed as the inner personality. The Righteous God tries the REINS/MIND and heart, Ps 7:9.

Keli H2453- Vessel, instrument, armour/weapon, jewel, furniture , etc. This variety of meanings for one Hebrew word illustrates the need to look for the common core of meaning – in this case, simply something that is used for some purpose!

Keseph H3701- Silver, money. Coins weren’t in use so pieces of silver weren’t counted out as payment, but weighed out, Gen 23:16.

Kohen H3548- A Priest - Generally understood to be the authorised servant of the God at whose altar he officiated, and who was responsible for rituals, and the religious aspect of the people's lives. While this is an adequate definition when used of Heathen priests of all sorts, in relation to Israel, as priests of the TRUE God, who was concerned that His people be Holy in all that they were-thought-said-did. Priests [particularly the High Priest,] were to guide, and give verdicts on the whole range of people's lives. They must KNOW God and His will, must teach, encourage, lead by example, all His people to know Him, and to live in fellowship with Him - Lev 10:10-11, Lev 13, and 14, Deu 21:5 etc. Gen 8:20-21, 22:12-13, etc show that before God, through Moses, instituted the Priesthood, the head of the family was its Priest.

Kun H3559- To be established, prepared, certain,  admissable. 1st The dream doubled because.. is ESTABLISHED - God would do it soon, Gen 41:32. the pillars on which the house STANDS, Jud 16:26. Our plans will ENDURE if committed to the Lord, Prov 16:3. Be READY against the third day, Ex 29:11. As God is righteous, only that which is righteous can ultimately be established.

L.
Labash H3487- To wrap around, put on clothes or arm oneself appropriately as in Gen 3:21. (Not merely have modesty and warmth needs met.) Sometimes figuratively. Jud 6:34 the Spirit of the Lord CLOTHED/WAS CLOTHED with Gideon. 

Laqach H3947 To take hold of - as Noah the dove, Gen 8:9. To take away, remove, take to oneself – loot, Gen 14:11, etc. Or to receive. In Ezek 1:4 INFOLDING is in the form that means "Catching itself.”

Lakad H3920- To take, capture, catch, as Israel TOOK the Amorite villages, Num 21:32, Achan was TAKEN, Josh 7:14, and figuratively Ps 9:15 The nations are TRAPPED in the pit they had dug.

Lappid H3940- To shine, lamp, flaming torch, lightning. A burning LAMP (Representing God's presence) passed between the pieces, Gen 15:7. Gideon’s  LAMPS & pitchers, Jud 7:16, 20. Zion’s salvation would shine forth as a LAMP, Isa 62:1. The “Man" Daniel saw had eyes as LAMPS of fire, Dan 10:6. Thunderings & LIGHTNINGS on Sinai marked the Lord's presence, Ex 20:18.

Leb H3820 /Lebab H3824- Heart, mind, as in Gen 6:5-6; 1 Sam 16:7; 2 Sam 24:10, Jer 3:15, etc, or midst as in  Ex 15:8 The HEART of the sea, Ex 15:8.
Lechem H3899- Bread, food. The expression to “make bread” can mean to prepare a meal, as Bread was the main food. The Bread of God's face/presence, shewbread, as in Ex 25:30, symbolised the Lord’s people being fed from His presence - as in live by bread only but by every word.. out of the mouth of God.. Deu 8:3. MEAT OFFERING KJV Ex 29:41, etc is a poor translation of Lechem as the offering was of bread etc, NOT of flesh. 

M.
Machats H4272- To wound. In Deu 32:39 God proclaims His Sovereignty saying I WOUND and heal, kill and make alive. This is a clear statement of the truth of resurrection as it’s the person wounded who is healed, so it must be the person killed who is made alive.

Malak H4397- Angel 111x, messenger etc 102x. One sent, with authority to act on his Master's behalf, 1 Ki 20:2, and treatment of him was regarded as being directed at the Master, 2 Sam 10:4. LXX Angelos.  The ANGEL of the Lord is so closely associated with Jehovah in Gen 16:7-13; 22:11-12, etc that it seems that it refers to God the Son Himself. 

Male H4390- To fill. While it's used of refilling a pitcher, etc that's not the obvious meaning in Gen 1:22, 28. There it carries the additional idea of FULFILLING, reaching its intended/ desired conclusion, its potential – filling all the ecological niches. Even filling a water bottle is also fulfilling it - its role. Sinful man FILLED the earth with violence, Gen 6:13. When the Lord has His way the earth will be FILLED with the knowledge of the Glory of God, Hab 2:14. 

Mareh  H4758- Appearance - as of the Living Creatures etc in Ezek 1. In Num 9:15-16 the pillar was Cloud, but at night had the APPEARANCE of Fire. LXX Eidos as in Lk 3:22 in the SHAPE of a dove, Lk 3:22. The FASHION of His countenance changed, Lk 9:29.

Mashach H4886 To anoint, smear, consecrate. 1st Jacob ANOINTED the stone pillar, Gen 31:13. Unleavened wafers were ANOINTED with oil, Ex 29:2, etc - as we spread butter on. Mashach is used most commonly for consecrating/Sacred anointing of Priests, Ex 28:41; 29:1; 30:30; Lev 6:26;7:36; 8:12-36, and of the tabernacle and its furniture, Ex 30:26; 40:9-10, etc and kings, 1 Sam 9:16; 10:1; 15:1, 17; 16:12, 2 Sam 2:4; 5:3; 1 Ki 1:39, etc  Mashiach H4899- Anointed person, occurs 39x . 1st Lev 4:3 If the priest that is ANOINTED do sin. Also Lev 4:16; 6:22; 1 Sam 2:10, 35; 12:3; 16:6, 24:26, etc showing respect for Saul as the Lord’s ANOINTED. See also 2 Sam 22:51, which leads naturally to his descendant the Messiah, Ps 2:2; Dan 9:25, 26.

Matstsebah H4676- A stone memorial pillar - intended either to honour God, Gen 28:18; Ex 24:4, an Idol, 1 Ki 11:23; or a person, 2 Sam 18:18. 

Mashal H4910- To rule over. The sun and moon determine the character of the day and the night, Gen 1:18. In a fallen world competition is inevitable and the final responsibility for decisions would rest with the husband was the verdict in Gen 3:16, Your husband shall RULE OVER you. Generally down through the years the husband is the one after whom the family is named, the one who normally determines its status and character. The Lord’s verdict is that the husband must exercise his responsibility by putting the welfare of his wife before his own. That Christ did this in relation to His bride-the Church, Eph 5:25-27, suggests that this will be ultimately for his own joy. People suffer when like the creeping things they have no RULER. That statement reminds us that ruling requires taking protective responsibility for, as well as to lead and control, Hab 1:42  Memshallah H4475- To rule, Gen 1:16, etc has similar meanings.

Massa H4853- A Burden, load. Literally, as Ex 23:5 An ass..  lying under his BURDEN. Figuratively of the BURDEN of one's sin, Ps 38:4, or of a responsibility, Num 11:11. In a special sense it was used of the BURDEN/ MESSAGE prophets carried from God to the people. Often this was a heavy "burden" as to the nature of its contents & the response the people made to it. Cp Jer 23:32-40.

Matstsah H4682- Unleavened bread. (Old fermented dough was usually worked into the new mix, and allowed to work for  a day or so.) Matstsah was hastily made bread for unexpected guests, as Gen 19:3. Or at Passover for hurried departure from Egypt. This symbolised a NEW start. Cp 1 Cor 5:7.

Matteh H4294- Rod 49x, Ex 4:2 etc staff 16x, Tribe 182x, Ex 31:2 etc. That the head of the tribe represented the tribe, and carried a rod may link the two meanings.

Mayim H4325- Water - in a wide variety of senses. Oceans and clouds, Gen 1:6-7. Water from a well, Gen 21:19, rivers Ex 17:9. Mayim is used figuratively of danger & distress, 2 Sam 22:17, of timidity, Josh 7:5, of transitoriness, Job 11:16, refreshment, Ps 23:3, and of the marital satisfaction that comes to a husband who is loyal to and delights in his wife, Prov 5:15.

Melakah H4399- Business, work. 1st Gen 2:2 God ended His WORK. Usually work that is purposeful, interesting, important. Used of skilled work as in making and using the Tabernacle or Temple (53x), and Nehemiah repairing the wall 13x. 

Menuchah H4496- Rest. NOT inactivity necessarily, but security in which to function. Solomon would be Man of REST, 1 Chr 22:9. In Ps 95 God offered His REST - today if you will hear my voice. They refused, Isa 28:12, and ignored the warning of Mic 2:10.

Min H4327- Kind, as in Gen 1:11-12, 21, 24. It refers to the different kinds of plants, and animals that the Hebrews saw as being recognisably distinct, and which bred true. Listed are Oph- Birds, flying things, Behemah- Beasts or Cattle, and Remes- Creeping things of the earth, Dag/Dagah- Fish. Gen 1:26; 6:7, 20; 7:18, 14, 21, 23; 8:17; 1 Ki 4:33; Ps 140:10, etc. The only detailed list is of the unclean animals in Lev 11  the "Birds"- Oph include bats & locusts. There Min seems to mean all or any of that sort of bird or animal.

Minchah H4503- An offering or gift made to acknowledge Lordship or indebtedness, 1st used of the OFFERINGS of both Cain & Abel in Gen 4:3-5. Used 132x of the cereal offerings, fine flour Lev 2:1, Green ears of corn dried in fire, Lev 2:14. It was used of a GIFT/ PRESENT to a human overlord, 35x, as in Judges 3:15, etc. Minchah is used of the Gentile Nations bringing the Jews back to the land of Israel as an OFFERING / TRIBUTE to God, Isa 66:20 & for the pure OFFERING, to be made worldwide in Mal 1:11. In these we need to remember that Minchah was used not of blood sacrifices, but of cereal offering, often with incense.

Miqra H4744- Convocation, a CALLED TOGETHER gathering, to which the Lord called- Qara His people. Used of the Seasonal celebrations, at Jerusalem, and once, (Lev 23:3), the weekly Sabbath in the family homes. In Num 10:2 used of CALLING the people together by Silver Trumpets, and in Neh 8:8 for their being called together for the reading and exposition of the Scriptures. 

Mishneh H4932- A COPY of a document, Deu 17:18, Josh 8:32. SECOND in order or importance, 1 Sam 8:2; Est 10:3. A DOUBLE share, etc. Isa 61:7. It  could also be, as in Jerusalem, the SECOND QUARTER, Zeph 1:10, A suburb as a repetition of the city. This is the probable meaning of Mishneh in 2 Ki 22:14; 2 Chr 34:22. Schooling in the East involved repetition & so KJV translated Mishneh there as COLLEGE – a place of repetition.

Mishpat  H4941- A pronounced judgment, sentence, or formal decree, with the purpose of maintaining law & order & the rights of each individual. 1st Gen 18:19 To do justice and JUDGMENT. Ecc 12:14 For God shall bring every work into JUDGMENT.

Mitsvah  H4687 Commandments. 1st Gen 26:5 Abraham Kept my COMMANDMENTS. In the first 5 books It always refers to the DO’s and DON’Ts of God’s commandments. In later books it’s used also of the commandments of Kings, parents etc. LXX Entole, and Prostagma.
Mizbeach H4196- Altar, a raised place where sacrifices are made. 1st, Noah’s in Gen 8:20. Mizbeach is associated with Zabach - to slaughter for food or sacrifice- Zebach. Altars generally were to be made of earth or natural stones, Ex 20:25. Valuable wood and metal were used for Tabernacle altars - skilled work worthy of God, and made precisely to HIS specifications.

Moed H4150- An appointment, appointed time, season, or gathering, It’s used of the yearly seasons – they’re determined by the position of the sun in relation to us, Gen 1:14. LXX uses Kairos to translate this meaning. Moed is translated CONGREGATION, 149x,  Ex 27:21 etc, & also used for the APPOINTED TIME of the seasonal Feasts ordained for Israel, Ex 23:15 etc. LXX uses Heorte for these. Note also Amos 3:3 Can two walk together except they be AGREED - have arranged a time and place to meet, and from it walk in fellowship with each other. 

Molek H4432 The chief god of the Ammonites, and associated with the sacrificing of infants as a burnt offerings, Lev 18:21; 20:2, 3, 4; 5; 1 Ki 11:7; 2 Ki 23:10; Jer 32:35 Amos 5:26. Such sacrifices are described as being made to Baal in Jer 19:5. In the Tophet excavated at Carthage, thousands of jars hold the bones of children offered to Baal, and his consort Tanit (The local name for Asherah). Such a sacrifice is there referred to as a Molech.

Musar H4148- Instruction, chastisement, warning, as in Prov 1:2. This was discipline that teaches one to live correctly in the fear of the Lord before temptation & testing come. To benefit from it required the pupil to hear, obey, love, receive, take hold of and make use of what was taught. LXX Paideia, upbringing, instruction, training. The Hebrew and Greek indicated a total environment so ordered as to equip the child with the attitudes and skills to cope well with life.

Muth H4191- To die, lose ones life, or to kill. 1st Gen 2:17. It’s the end and opposite of life.  It involves separation from the living, and in a sense from God. That it's used of Abimelech being under sentence of death, Gen 20:3, and of Miriam as a Leper being banned from fellowship, Num 12:12, helps explain the statement that Adam would DIE in the day that he ate. Death passed on all mankind as a result of Adam's sin, Rom 5:11.

N.
Naar H5288- Youth, lad, young man, servant. 1st Gen 14:23-24, What the YOUNG MEN have eaten. Basic meaning is YOUNG man in contrast to OLD man. Absalom leading his army of rebellion was still Naar to David, 2 Sam 18:29. A servant of any working age is Naar to his Master. The High court officials are Naar to the King. Any messenger is Naar to the sender. It's appropriate for expressing inadequacy for a task as Jer 1:6 Ah Lord God, I am a CHILD, I cannot speak. Naarah- is the feminine form.

Nabat H5027- To look attentively, behold, consider. Gen 15:5 LOOK now towards the Heavens. Num 21:9 When he BEHELD the brasen/BRONZE serpent. Ps 74:20 HAVE RESPECT unto Thy covenant. Is 15:1-2 LOOK unto the rock ...unto Abraham. Amos 5:22 I will no more REGARD thy peace offerings.

Nabi H5030- Prophet. God's Spokesman, speaking in His presence, with his authority, and subject to His further direction and correction. This role is made clear in Ex 7:1 - Aaron was to be Moses’ PROPHET. The proof that a man is a true prophet is that what he says comes true, and it encourages loyalty and obedience to God, and to His already revealed will, Deu 13:1-5; 18:20-22. Death was the punish​ment for falsely claiming to speak for God. Naba H5012- To prophesy. Generally to proclaim God’s message to His people.

Nachal H5158- A Wadi, narrow valley down which a torrent rushes after winter rains that dries out in summer. Figuratively used of things that emerge with great force, and may disappear suddenly- e.g. an invading army, Jer 47:2. Nachal is sometimes used of a permanent stream with fish in it, Lev 11:9, although Nahar is the usual word for a permanent river. The canals of Egypt are referred to as Yeor. 

Nachalah H5159- Inherited possession. 1st Gen 31:14. In a sense Israel is the Lord’s inheritance, Deu 4:20, and the Lord is the Levites' inheritance, Deu 10:9.

Nacham H5162- To comfort, 65x, God will COMFORT Jerusalem (with the restoration of Israel) as a mother COMFORTS her offspring. Isa 66:13. About 37x comfort is provided by people, about 20x by God. Nacham also means to repent/change one’s mind & 6x it’s used of people repenting. 6x God says He can’t or won’t repent, Num 3:19; 1 Sam 15:29, etc. God’s purposes & promises are sovereign & as He knows everything there can never be a reason for His changing. Yet about 27x God is said to “repent” in the lesser sense of changing what He will do about a situation. In fact His warning of Judgment is INTENDED to produce a change of attitude in people, so that He can change what He is about to do in punishment, Jer 18:8-10; 26:3, 13; Jon 3:9-10  His motive is always mercy, Ps 106:45; Joel 2:13; Jon 4:2. But, there is a limit to His patient mercy, Jer 15:6.

Nachash H5175- Snake. Snakes in the Bible lands are small, non-threatening in appearance, skilled at keeping out of sight, but their bite is dangerous beyond all expectation – an apt figure of Satan as tempter, Gen 3:1; Rev 12:9. Nachash is also used of Divination, and condemned in Lev 19:26, etc.

Nahar H5104- River, permanent flow of water. 1st A RIVER went out of Eden, Gen 2:10. Nahar as a verb = to flow, stream out. It’s used of water, or light- They looked to Him and BECAME RADIANT, Ps 34:5. Used of underground streams, typical of Israel’s limestone country, in Ps 24:2.

Naqab H5344 - To Curse 6x, blaspheme, 3x, pierce 3x be expressed by name 6x. The associations seem to suggest that the CURSE is specific to the person, not random etc and also that the pain of the curse is inescapable. 

Naqam H5358- To avenge, vengeance. 1st Gen 4:15  God would take vengeance on the killer of Cain. Generally God is the One who avenges all wrong, Lev 19:18 Deu 32:35 especially wrong done against His people, Isa 59:17, and against the helpless. But Gaal- “next of Kin” were to avenge murder, Deu 19:6.

Nashak H5391- The bite of a snake, Gen 49:17, etc. OR to lend on usury, Deu 23:19. In O.T. times in Israel money was borrowed only by peasant farmers whose crops had failed, as in modern India. The moneylender might charge high rates of interest & hope that the peasant would forfeit the farm. See Neh 5:1-15. This contrasts with the NT concept, Mt 25:27, where the word for interest is "offspring" - the natural & rightful fruitfulness of capital investment in a business world. 

Natah H5186- To stretch out. 1st Abraham PITCHED his tent, Gen 12:8. Purposeful action seems to be the core thought. I will redeem you with a STRETCHED OUT arm, Ex 6:6, speaks of God's sovereign purposeful involvement. Take thy rod and STRETCH IT OUT over the waters, Ex 17:19, as a visible sign of God's causing the judgment that followed. 

Neder H5088- A vow, something promised to God, sometimes conditional - IF - as with Jacob’s vow Gen 28:20, and Hannah's, 1 Sam 1:11. One must always do what one promised to God, Num 30:2; Ecc 5:4-6. But there was a possibility of redeeming some vows, Lev 27:1-5. A woman could be released from her vow if her father or husband ruled against it as soon as he heard of it, Num 30. There was no thought of buying God's help, Mic 6:6-8. LXX Euche.
Nephesh H5315- Soul, breathing creature, Gen 2:7 life, as the LIFE of the flesh, Lev 17:14, or appetite etc as in Prov 23:2; Ecc 6:7. Nephesh often refers to the inner self, Gen 49:21, what one is in one's self, in contrast to one’s Shem - Name, reputation, what one appears to be as others see us. The OT doesn't distinguish between the human spirit and the animal's breath - see Ruach. The concept of Body, soul, spirit, is Greek, and NT apparently. LXX uses Psuche for both Nephesh Soul, and Leb- Heart.

Nichoach H5207- Bringing rest, From Nuach H5117- Rest. Nichoach is used only of burnt offerings, Gen 8:21. There’s nothing sweet- KJV, or pleasing – NIV about the smell of burning meat. It’s the heart attitude of the offerer that is pleasing to God, 1 Chr 29:17, and the sacrifice brings REST- Nichoach, in the sense of restful fellowship between God and the obedient offerer 1 Sam 15:22.

Nuach H5117- To rest, be at rest, give rest 59x, to leave, be left etc 25x, To lay up, lay down, set etc. 29x. 1st Gen 8:4 The Ark RESTED on… Ararat .. Judg 16:26 SUFFER me to feel the pillars. Prov 14:33 Wisdom RESTS in the heart of him that has understanding. Nuach commonly means to REST when one feels like resting - after work, battle, etc. Shabbath means specifically to cease from. 

O.
Olah H5930- Whole Burnt Offering. 1st Gen 8:20. Before the Law given to Moses, the Olah seems to have been the only sacrifice. The basic idea was that the fire sent the essence of the offering ascending to God. The offerer placed his hand on the offering before it was killed, Lev 1:14, and so pictured the total surrender of the heart and the life of the offerer to God. The blood was first presented to the Lord and sprinkled around the altar to signify atonement. This, or separate Sin offerings associated with the Olah, were a reminder of the need for sin to be dealt with before such an offering was acceptable. 

Olam H5769- Everlasting, eternal, evermore, etc 143x, For ever 207x (Usually, literally, but sometimes =  permanently as in 1 Sam 27:12 Achish  expected David  to be his servant FOR EVER- Olam.) Ancient, old, of old, etc 39x, perpetual, always, etc 22x. LXX translates as Aionios. Contrast 1 Chr 16:36 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel FOR EVER and EVER - Olam ad Olam. Jer 5:15, Babylon is an ANCIENT nation- Le Olam, less emphatic than Ad Olam. In 1 Ki 2:33, Joab & seed are cursed Le Olam. David & seed blessed Ad Olam. 

Oph H5775- Birds, flying things. From Uph- To fly. Gen 1:20, and birds- Oph to fly- Uph above the earth. This may well include flying insects – The list of clean and unclean Oph includes bats, locusts, grasshoppers, Lev 11:19-23. 

Oth H226- Signs - as a visible indication or reminder of something invisible. In Gen 1:14 the phases of the moon give an indication of the passage of time. Oth is used of the mark on Cain, Gen 4:15, the Rainbow, Gen 9:12-13, Circumcision, Gen 17:11, etc The Plagues on Egypt were SIGNS of God’s will and power. SIGNS could be needed to confirm prophecies, Deu 13:1-5.

P.
Padah H6299- To redeem, ransom, deliver. Sometimes, in secular situations this was done by paying a price, but in 1 Sam 14:45 The people RESCUED Jonathan from Saul's death sentence. It seems no redemption price was paid to redeem Israel from Egypt – they were redeemed by his powerful hand, Ex 6:6. Having been delivered from Egypt by the death of their firstborn the firstborn male Israelites belonged to God - so must be REDEEMED, Ex 13:13. LXX uses Lutron for Padah. In 1 Pet 1:18-19 it says we have been REDEEMED- Lutron by the precious blood of Christ.

Pala H6381- To be marvelous, extraordinary, beyond one's power. 1st Gen 18:14 Is anything TOO HARD for the Lord to do? It’s used primarily of God & His actions on behalf of His people - actions that go beyond human power or expectations. God protests that when He commands His people to actions that seem impossible to them, they are in fact possible to obedient faith in His Marvelous power. e.g. Deut 30:11, where HIDDEN/TOO DIFFICULTt, is Pala. Also Zech 8:6.

Palah H6395- Separated, treated differently, special. God kept SEPARATE from Judgments on Egypt Goshen, Ex 8:22; Israel's cattle, 9:4, and Firstborn, 11:7. In Ex 33:16, Moses pleads for God's continued presence as the only way Israel could be kept SEPARATE from the nations – be special. Cp Ps 4:3.

Palal H6419- To pray, mediate, intervene, judge. 4x in the intensive form to MEDIATE/ JUDGE between men, as in 1 Sam 2:25. 80x of praying - in reflexive/ reciprocal form which points back to the one praying. This suggests that bringing things to God in prayer involves judging self & those prayed for, in His sight, looking at them from His point of view. NOT our coming to God with a “shopping list!”

Panah H6437-To turn towards, back, around, etc. Generally to turn in another direction, physically, or mentally, with a view to moving in another direction - e.g. TURN TO idols Lev 19:4. The idea of looking expectantly is involved. Isa 40:3 PREPARE- Panah the way of the LORD. Which includes the thought of turning to - paying attention to – so as to ensure an appropriate state of heart. 

Panim H6440- Face 356x, presence 75x, sight 40x. Panim is related to Panah- To turn towards, etc, and its meaning is far wider than “face.” In Gen 1:2 it indicates the Spirit paying attention to, and taking an interest in, the chaos – much as we turn our face and attention to something. In Gen 1:21 it's used of the birds soaring in flight above us appearing to be crossing or hovering before the face of the sky. Panim is used of the FOREFRONT of the Tabernacle, Num 4:7. And of the SHEWbread/ Bread of THE PRESENCE. i.e. kept in the PRESENCE of, or before the FACE of, the glory that indicated God's, presence over the Mercy Seat, just through the Veil of the Tabernacle. Panim is used also of respect of PERSON- Panim. Treating people differently or unjustly because their face is known to us.

Paqad H6485- To number 110x, visit 57x, punish 29x. 1st Gen 21:1 The Lord VISITED/intervened on behalf of, Sarah. Ex 3:16 I have surely VISITED you – seen your situation and decided to intervene. God's character and purposes are changeless, the state His people are in, decides the nature of His intervention. 

Pele H6382 From Palah- Wonder, marvel. Particularly the extraordinary aspects of God's dealings with his people, Ex 15:11 etc. In Isa 9:6 Pele is a descriptive title of Messiah.

Q.
Qabar H6912- To bury. Decent burial was a kindness, an honoured end to life, Gen 15:1; 1 Sam 31:11-13 etc. The unburied defiled the land, Deu 21:23. To be unburied was a mark of God's disfavour, 1 Ki 14:13; Jer 22:19. 

Qabats H6908- To collect, gather, assemble. 1st Joseph advised Pharaoh to gather all the food crop into storage, Gen 41:35. Saul gathered Israel ready for battle, 1 Sam 28:4. Used figuratively - the heart gathers iniquity, Ps 41:6. The Lord has promised to gather His people from all the nations, Deu 30:3. 

Qadash H6942- To set apart from normal use, for God's use, or to be used in relation to God as the Priests' garments were in Ex 29:20-21. In passive it means to prove oneself to be holy, or to be treated as holy, OR to be sanctified, set apart for God's use. In the causative stem it means to set apart for God's use 2 Sam 8:11, etc. In Deu 22:9 sowing mixed seed "defiled" Qadash  the fruit - made it unclean as food for God's people/ set it apart from their permitted use. 

Qadesh H6945- Set apart – usually to God and the worship of God, but in Deu 23:17 it means male sacred prostitutes set apart for sharing in the worship of Baal and Asherah at their shrines.

Qadosh H6944- Set apart, usually in the sense of being Holy as God is, Isa 6:3, and things associated with Him are required to be/ treated as being, Ex 30:32. Because God is separate from all sin, Qodesh also means pure. God's holiness requires awe, and circumspectness, it also gives wonderful security.  He is above human frailty and fickleness, ignorance, ineffectiveness, and inadequacy. What He wills, will be.  What He says, is done. So, we give thanks at the remembrance of His holiness, Ps 30:4.

Qahal H6951- Assembly, company. 1st, Abraham would become a whole MULTITUDE of people, Gen 28:3. A Qahal might be ASSEMBLED for religious purposes, political, judicial, or military, 1 Ki 12:3; Eze 17:17; 23:45-47. Qahal is used of Israel collectively kill the whole ASSEMBLY with hunger, Ex 16:3.

Qalal H7043- To curse, to weaken, etc. 1st Gen 8:8, 11, the flood waters ABATED. Qalal is used of cursing in the sense of despising, ridiculing, weakening, frustrating, belittling, etc as in Ex 21:17 He that CURSETH father or mother. A similar word is 
Qelalah.
Qanah-H7069- To buy, 48x, get 16x. To get something by buying or creating, and so to possess it, as Gen 14:19, 22 God Most High POSSESSOR/CREATOR of Heaven and earth.

Qara H7121- To call 425x, to proclaim or preach 41x, to read 36x (People usually read aloud.) Basically it means to call out loudly in order to get someone's attention, so that contact may be made. e.g. Deut 20:10. It’s used of God NAMING day, night etc, and Adam NAMING the animals. (This seems to involve assuming or proclaiming a sovereign relationship in regard to them. A saying “I say you are a lion, and that’s what you are.”) Runners PROCLAIMED, the important status of Joseph and Haman, Gen 41:43; Est 6:9. The word is used of INVITED guests, as Ex 2/20 Reuel/Jethro INVITED Moses to eat bread. It is used of READING in the sense of proclaiming God's message to people, and of Jeremiah DICTATING - calling out the words, to Baruch. Jer 36:18. 

Qatar H6999- To burn. It always seems to refer to the BURNING of fat, incense, etc as an offering – burning viewed as turning things into smoke which ascended heavenwards, and so to God. 1st Ex 29:13.

Qedem H6924- East 25x- before in place, towards the sunrise where the day starts. But also, old, ancient, aforetime etc 22x, eternal/everlasting 3x- before in time. The EVERLASTING hills, Gen 49:26. The ETERNAL God is thy refuge, Deu 33:27.

Qodesh H6944- Holy 219x, sanctuary 68x, holiness 28x, consecrated thing 50x. From Qadash- To sanctify, be Holy. Qodesh is used of things or people belonging to God: HOLY ground – made so by His presence, Ex3:5. HOLY gathering, Ex 12;16. The HOLINESS of God’s character, and habitation, Ex 15:11, 13. The Sabbath, Ex 16:23, etc. The Temple, its equipment and the priests garments are in a special sense HOLY, to be kept separate for His service alone. Ex 28:2; 30:25; Lev 27:10, etc. The outer sanctuary is the HOLY place- Qodesh, and the inner is the HOLY OF HOLIES, Qodesh Qodesh, Ex 26:33.

Qana H7065- Jealous. Used in a bad sense of jealousy - of material possessions, Gen 26:14, family jealousy Gen 30:1; 37:11, and of marital jealousy in Num 5:14, 30. But also – in a good sense - of strong loyalty, to God Num 25:11, 13; 1 Ki 19:10, 14, and of God to His Name and people, Eze 39:25; Joel 2:18; Zech 1:14; 8:2. Qana is sometimes used of God’s objection to Israel’s disloyalty in going after other gods, Ps 78:58. But to make it clear that God’s jealousy is totally without any taint of the sin which mars human jealousy a different word, Qanna H7067- is usually  used only of God as a JEALOUS God. Ex 20:5; 34:14; Deu 4:23-24; 5:8-9; 6:14-15. Sinful jealously is common among fallen mankind, but real love between husband & wife requires them to insist on each excluding any rival. As God’s people Israel had been brought into a special, exclusive relationship with Him. This, & the fact that to build a real fellowship with Him required them to be loyal to him and keep from idolatry, is why God proclaims Himself as a Jealous God.

R.
Ra H7451- Evil, bad, wicked, unpleasant, etc. It’s used 665x with many meanings. Generally it means something morally evi & hurtful. It’s used of words, Prov 15:26, thoughts, Gen 6:5, actions, Deu 17:5, Neh 13:17. It’s used of unpleasant, painful things Ex 33:4; Prov 15:10, dangerous animals, Gen 37:20, rotten fruit, Jer 24:2, & skinny cows, Gen 41:3. Another case where it does not mean MORAL evil is Isa 45:7 where the Lord accepts sovereign responsibility for what happens in the world I make PEACE- Shalom- Peace, welfare, wellbeing, and create EVIL- Calamity & misfortune. Ra may be derived from Raa H7489- To do damaging evil, inflict suffering & injury, etc, Gen 19:7, 9; 21-11-12; 31:7; Ex 5:22-23; Num 11:11, etc, or to break, Ps 2:9, etc. This suggests that the hurtful & destructive aspects of sin is the main thought of Ra as in Gen 6:5, where the EVIL thoughts of mankind produced a brutal world. This is confirmed by LXX translating Ra as Kakos- Evil in character, worthless, bad. And Poneros- Malignant. destructive and distressing.

Racham H7355- To have compassion, mercy, pity. It’s linked with Rechem- womb, and the loving compassion and care normal between a mother and her baby. So Ex 33:19 the Lord says I will be gracious and SHOW MERCY. Isa 54:7-8 with great MERCIES I will gather you... with everlasting kindness will I have MERCY on you says the Lord your Redeemer.

Radah H7287- To have dominion. rule over, tread down. Not necessarily in a brutal sense- Lev 25:43, 46, 53, insists that Israelites must not RULE OVER- Radah their brothers harshly. The word may be associated with establishing ones territory by walking over it- Darak- tread - as in Josh 1:3. 1st Gen 1:26 - God’s will for mankind is that they should exercise authority over, control, make use of Nature for its good as well as their own. Not ruthlessly exploit it. We're in the position of a foreman responsible to see that things go the way they should do. This requires & demands the exertion of intelligence, energy & effort, & so develops character in some people - as seen in Pioneer settlements. 

Ranan H7442- To shout for joy, 1st Fire came out from the presence of the Lord and consumed the burnt offering… the people SHOUTED FOR JOY and fell on their faces, Lev 9:24. REJOICE O nations with His people, Deu 32:43. For some Christians this suggests that our worship should be exuberantly noisy. Certainly staid, formal worship from luke-warm hearts insults our Wonderful Redeemer, but to encourage or organise a display of outward enthusiasm is simply to replace human indifference and inhibition for human exhibitionism. Only what comes from the heart in response to God, is of value to Him, Jn 4:24, Eph 5:18-20 (Spirit guided) Col 3:14-16 (Word guided.) It’s natural for older Believers, and some cultures show their enthusiasm in quiet ways. For younger Believers, and some cultures outward display of enthusiasm is equally natural. Our attitude needs to be responsive to Rom 14:1-15:7. That Ranan refers to a joyful response to God for His goodness is seen in Job 29:13; Ps 5:11; 20:5; 32:11, etc, (including Ps 98:4; 149:5) but that it doesn’t need to be taken literally is seen in that it’s used of trees, morning stars, etc, 1 Chr 16:33; Job 38:7; Ps 65:8; 89:12; 98:8; Prov 1:20. 

Raqad H7540- To Dance, etc. 1st 1 Chr 15:29, David dancing before the ark of the Lord, and Ecc 3:4 says there is a time for dancing. But this is doesn’t mean that dancing should be part of our worship. The only other uses of Radaq are for the movement of children, goats, mountains, locusts, and battle chariots, Job 21:11; Ps 29:6; 114:4, 6; Isa 13:21; Joel 2:5; Nahum 3:2. Other words for Dance are used of Miriam, etc, Ex 15:20; David, 2 Sam 6:14, 16. Note positive references to dancing, Ps 30:11; 149:3; 150:4; Jer 31:13, negative in Ex 32:19; 1 Sam 30:16; neutral in Judg 11:14; 21:21, 23; 1 Sam 18:6; 21:12; 29:5; Lam 5:15.

Raqia H7449- Expanse, expanded, thinned out. The word may be derived from the hammering out and expanding of metal into thin sheets. In the Bible it's the TRANSPARENT EXPANSE above the earth, which serves as a distributive reservoir for rain, snow, etc, Job 26:8, and through which the birds fly, Gen 1:14-17. And in which – as it seems to our eyes -  the sun, moon, stars etc appear to shine and move, Job 26:8. Cp the use of the word in Ezek 1:22-26. (KJV "Firmament" is misleading. A popular print of "How the Ancients viewed the Universe" showing a brass dome over the earth with stars etc fitted into it was drawn less than 150 yrs ago! Deu 28:23-24 warns that when Israel turns from God he will punish them by making the sky overhead “brass” and their rain "dust,” is a poetic description of a serious drought, not to be taken literally. Job at least knew that the earth was Hung on nothing! Job 26:7.

Rasha H7563- Wicked. 1st Gen 18:23 Will you destroy the righteous with the WICKED? The word is used of those who sin against God as their chosen course of action. They’re described as, not seeking God, Ps 10:4, challenging God, Ps 10:13, loving violence, Ps 11:5, oppressing the righteous Ps37:21, and laying snares for them, Ps 119:110 not repaying debts Ps 37:21,  etc. LXX translates by Asebes- Godless, impious; Harmatalos- sinner, and Anomos- Lawless.

Ratson H7522 –Delight, pleasure, desire etc. From Ratsah H7521- To be pleased, pleased with, accept favourably, satisfy. It’s used of the reaction of a superior to an inferior. It is used of the Blessings that God in Grace showers on his people when their behaviour permits him to do so righteously, Is 49:8; 58:5; 61:2 etc. In Proverbs etc, it is used of the king's favour, and the benefits from it. In Ezra 10:11, it is used in urging God's people to do His WILL. God's will being what would enable them to enjoy to the full His fellowship, approval, and blessings. 

Reshith H7225- The beginning, first, choicest. Reshith is associated with Rosh H7218- Head, top, first. In the BEGINNING- Reshith God… Gen 1:1. From the BEGINNING of the year to the end of the year, Deu 11:12. In Bible times a very high value was placed on the past, the source or beginning of anything so the word also meant the best, most important, etc. Make yourself fat with the CHOICEST of the offerings, 1 Sam 2:29. 

Rib H7378- Strive, strife, to contend etc. 43x, Plead, debate 54x. 1st Gen 26:20 The herdsmen of Gerar did STRIVE with Isaac's herdsmen. Often the angry words could lead to physical fighting, as in Ex 21:18. It’s used of presenting a legal case on behalf of someone, and the prophets commonly use it of their presenting God's case against Israel. Is 3:13. The Lord stands up to PLEAD, and to judge the people. Rib is part of the name Meribah in Ex 17:7.

Roeh H7200- A prophet or seer. One who sees God's truth & what His will is. from Raah- To see, examine, come to understand, be aware of. 1st, 1 Sam 9:9.

Rosh H7218- Head 349x, chief 90x, top 75x, first, 6x beginning 14x Captain 10x etc. In fact Rosh in Hebrew has similar meanings - literal and figurative, as HEAD does in English. 

Ruach H7307- Spirit 240x, Wind 92x, Breath 28x, mind 6x. It’s used of air for breathing, Jer 14:6 .. snuff up the WIND- Ruach, and of air as being intangible, fleeting, empty, Job 7:7, My life is WIND. Cp  Ecc 5:14. Wind, gentle, cooling as Gen 3:8 In the COOL of the day, or stormy and destructive as in Jer 4:11. It can mean the LIFE in man Gen 2:7, 7:21-22. The BREATH of life. A man's mindset, disposition, temper Ps 32:2, in whose SPIRIT- Ruach is no guile. Ps 51:12 parallels the joy of thy salvation, (inner emotion), with uphold me with Thy free SPIRIT, (inner disposition, produced by the action of God's Holy Spirit being free to have His way.) Ruach  can mean that which enables a man to do his job, as passed from Moses to Joshua, Deu 34:9 and Elijah to Elisha, 2 Ki 2:9. Ruach  is used of angelic beings 1 Ki 22:21. Finally it is used of the Spirit of God  Gen 1:2, Isa 63:10-11, Ps 51:12, etc.

S.
Sakal H7919- To be wise, intelligent, prudent, consider, instruct, skill, have good success, teach, understand. 1st Gen 3:6. Sakal is the WISDOM that understands what is involved in a situation, acts prudently, and so enables one to be successful in handling it. LXX uses either Suniemi- To put together, understand, perceive, or Noeo- To understand, grasp with the Nous, mind.

Salach- Forgive, pardon, spare. 1st FORGIVE our iniquity and our sin, Ex 34:9. Generally this forgiveness was associated with the offering of sacrifices, but when the temple was destroyed and no sacrifices could be offered, God assured His people that He would restore Israel out of exile and FORGIVE their sins, Jer 31:34. We know that this forgiveness is on the basis of the Lord’s sacrificial death on the Cross.

Samach H8056- To rejoice, be glad. Spontaneous extreme happiness expressed in an external manner, and generally associated with a special occasion - Festival, wedding, harvest, overthrow of an enemy etc.

Saphar H5608- To number, count, proclaim, declare. The process of counting out loud PROCLAIMED the number, which was confirmed by the hearers. 1st Abraham is told to NUMBER the stars if he can, Gen 15:5. Saphar is used of the servants report to Isaac, Gen 24:66, David taking a census of the people 2 Sam 24:10, etc, of the temple treasures being checked over to Sheshbazar, Ezra 1:8, etc. Writing the count down is sometimes involved, hence Sopher- Scribe, and Sepher- book.

Saraph H8334 & H8314- To burn. 1st BURNED brick, to build tower, Gen 11:3. Usually used of destroying as BURNED the tower door, Jud 9:52. Saraph is never used of burning a sacrifice except the burning of the unacceptable portions, or burning the red heifer to produce ash, Num 19:5, 8. It’s used of the FIERY serpents- Saraph Nachash, Num 21, and in Isa 30:6 fiery flying serpent- Saphar Oph Saphar. In Isa 6:2 it’s translated Seraphim– Burning ones.

Satan H7854 Adversary. In Job he is always called THE Satan - emphasising Satan's role as THE adversary who was allowed by God to prove Job’s sincerity. To understand the nature of Temptation-testing, and the role of Satan we must pay attention to the use of the word in Scripture. 2 Sam 24:1, 10, says that the Lord in anger stirred David up to number Israel, and 1 Chr 21:1 says that “Satan” (perhaps a human adversary-troublemaker, rather than THE Adversary) stirred David – these tell two sides of the one story. Later God stirred up two “Satans”- adversaries against Solomon, Hadad, and Rezon, 1 Ki 11:14, 23.

Sepher H5612- Book, document, writing. 1st This is the BOOk of the generation.. Gen 5:1. The word is rare before Deuteronomy where it is found 11x. It is even more common in the Historical books - 1 Ki 15x; 2 Ki 45x. This fits with Moses being the original historian, and the historical fact of Israel becoming a more literate society in the time of the Kingdom.

Shaar H7604- Remain 45x, be left 43x, leave 33x remnant 5x. 1st Gen 7:23 Noah only REMAINED alive. See also Shear etc

Shabath H7673- To cease, rest from. 1st God CEASED/RESTED from His work, Gen 2:2, Also While the earth remains, seedtime and harvest.. shall not CEASE, Gen 8:22. 

Shabbath H7676- Sabbath, day of complete rest - the doubling of the "B" intensifies the meaning. 1st Tomorrow is to be a day of rest- Shabbaton H7677 a holy SABBATH- Shabbath to the LORD, Ex 16:23 (There would be no fresh Manna that day, Friday’s manna would keep for the second day,) The word Shabbath isn’t used before this, and there is no evidence of the Sabbath being kept before the Lord commanded Remember the SABBATH day to keep it holy, Ex 20:8, as a weekly reminder that all their OWN WORK, rested on, depended on, and should be in fellowship with the Finished work of God's Creation. So remember, Ex 20:8 means remember from now on, just as the Lord at the Last Supper said Do this remember me, Lk 22:19. God said that the weekly and annual feast SABBATHS, Lev 23:3, 11, 15, 16., 32, 38, 39. were specifically A sign between me and the children of Israel, forever, Ex 31:17. The SABBATH KEEPING for the Christian is to cease from their own works, for Salvation, or in service, and by Faith REST on the finished work of the cross of Calvary, Heb 4:9-11.

Shaddai H7706- Almighty, all-sufficient. For details see El Shaddai. 

Shalam H7999- To pay or repay 26x, Recompense, restore etc 46x, Ex 21:34, 36, and 12x in Ex 22.To perfect, finish etc 9x, be at peace or make peace 11x (Deu 20:12, etc.). The basic meaning is that a condition or action is complete. Perfection and completeness is primarily characteristic of GOD, both in His Person, and His actions, Deu 7:9-10. Human actions should aim at a satisfying completeness - REPAYMENT of debt, RESTITUTION for wrong, PEACE between antagonists, etc. Good deeds should be REWARDED etc. Shalem- Perfect. A man's heart should be PERFECT with God, 1 Ki 8:61. The seller should have PERFECT weights, Deu 16:15, etc. 

Shalom H7965- Peace, completeness, welfare, health. 1st Gen 15:15 you will go to your Fathers in PEACE, (tranquility, ease.) 2nd Gen 26:29 we.. always treated you well  and sent you away in PEACE," (unhurt.) Ps 41:9 My FAMILIAR friend- the one with whom I felt at home. Gen 43:27 Is your father WELL? Shalom is a harmonious state of spirit, soul, heart, mind, body, and socially, which enables one to function at one's best, and enjoy life to the full. A right relationship with GOD is the source of this blessedness, and this fact is sym​bolised in the PEACE/fellowship OFFERING- Shelem H8002, and the Sin Offering, and Burnt Offering that met the need to have a clear conscience before God. (NT Peace through the Blood of His Cross, Col 1:20, which makes possible peace within us, outflowing to peace with others.) Solomon prefigured - as a rough sketch - the coming Prince of PEACE, who will reign in PEACE, forever, Isa 9:6-7.  LXX eirene, eirenikos, soteria, hugiainein. 

Shama/Shamea H8085- To hear, understand, and generally do something about it. Shama is translated to hear 730x, to hearken 196x, to obey etc. 87x, to understand etc 15x, to publish etc 7x. 

Shamar H8104- To guard, look after, protect, keep it in mind and act accordingly, be a watchman. 1st Gen 2:15 Adam was to KEEP Garden of Eden. He was to take an intelligent interest in it with a view to its upkeep. It's God's will that we put our minds to whatever we do, to do it well, do it better, more efficiently and effectively. Harhas was KEEPER of the wardrobe, 2 Ki 22:14. LXX translates as Phulas, phulasso, Tereo.
Shamayim H8064- Heavens, 398x; air, 21x. 1st Gen 1:1 The HEAVENS & earth. Starry HEAVENS, Gen 1:14. Atmospheric HEAVENS in which Birds fly, Gen 1:8, 9, 20, 26, etc; and from which Rain falls, Gen 8:2, Isa 55:10, etc. HEAVEN as God's home, Deu 26:15, 1 Ki 8:30, etc. In all these senses Shamayim  refers to that which is ABOVE us, out of our control. The Starry Heavens in particular, viewed in their magnificence and incorruptible clarity produce awe and hint at their invisible Creator, Ps 8. (This is less obvious to smog-bound city dwellers.)

Sharath H8334- To minister, serve, officiate. 1st, Joseph SERVED Potiphar, Gen 39:4. Aaron and his successors were to MINISTER, Ex 28:35, 43; 29:30; 30:20, etc. Sharath is used of noble service - mostly of official royal or priestly service, but never in Scripture for serving idols – there is nothing noble or ennobling about that. LXX translates Sharath as Leitourgeo, and  Abad as Doulos- menial, slave service. Sharath is also minister, servant, Ex 24:13.

Sharats H8317- To breed abundantly, swarm, as in Gen 1:20 is used of the seemingly spontaneous, almost irresistible, multiplying of fish, insects, frogs, etc let loose by Divine Command. Following the flood Sharats is also used of the multiplying of animals and man, presumably because a more rapid increase than normal was then appropriate. Sherets H8318- Creatures that breed and exist in large numbers. It’s first used of fish etc, Gen 1:20-21, but of land creatures in Lev 11:24-26. Mice etc are both Remes and Sharats.

Shebuah H7621- An Oath sworn to confirm the truth of what one is saying, OR sworn to solemnise a binding contract. The OATH- Shebuah which I swore- Shaba H7650 to Abraham, Gen 26:3. (IF the testimony is false, or the contract is not kept the OATH became a CURSE. Naturally the nature of the curse must be seen to be worse, than what would happen if the truth was told, or the contract kept. Alah has a similar meaning.

Shear H7605 Sheerith H7611- Remnant. These words are used by the prophets as a technical term for the Godly Israelites who would return from exile. The REMNANT- Shear of His people which shall be left. See also - Shaar H7604, Yathar H3498. & Yether H3499 in Jer 39:9; 41:16; Mica 5:3. The idea of a REMNANT of Israel is prominent in the prophetical writings. They should not be viewed as "Left overs" but as survivors selected by God to remain  after His wise and thorough culling out of apostate and irresponsible people. This Godly remnant is the breeding stock for a better future in which God’s promises to Israel would be fulfilled.
Shelem H8002- Peace or Fellowship offering. This pictured and symbolised the blessedness of God's people, sharing the good things of God's providing, in fellowship with Himself. Suchfellowship was made possible by the sin offering and whole burnt offering. Leviticus chapters 4, 6, 7, 9, 10,  17, 19, 22, and 23 give details. It was offered freely as thanksgiving, vow etc and could be eaten only by those who were ceremonially "Clean" in God's sight. See Shalom- Peace.

Shem H8034- Name 837x, fame etc 7x Often there was a link between the NAME by which someone was known, and some distinctive characteristic of the person. or association with their birth, history, etc. Shem could also mean a person's reputation, fame, and their being remembered in history - in fact their name could establish a classification - a Moses, a David, a Solomon, a Judas! God's NAME accurately coincided with and revealed His person, Ex 33:19-23. To call on the NAME of the Lord is to lay hold of Him as He has revealed Himself to be, and to ask Him to live up to his reputation in regard to us. 

Shema H8088- To hear etc 9x, fame, report etc 13x. From Shem  1st Laban heard TIDINGS of Jacob, Gen 29:13. God’s people were not to raise a false REPORT, Ex 23:1. So, it covers statements which reveal the character of a person or establish their reputation- Shem. What Jews call “the Shema” runs Hear– Shama H8085 O Israel the Lord- Jehovah (singular – one person) our God- Elohim (plural – 3 or more)  is one- Echad – (one person, or unity, as God intends a man and his wife to be, Gen 1:14) Lord- Jehovah. (singular) Deu 6:4. This revealed God’s essential being and established His reputation.

Sheol H7585- The Place of the dead, where all go at the end of life, Translated KJV Grave 31x, Hell 31x, Pit 3x. Sheol seems to be always viewed as negative, Gen 37:35; Ps 6:5; 16:10; 30:3, etc.

Sheqer H8267- To lie, lying, falsehood etc. Sheqer is used mostly in poetry, and used specifically of a way of life opposed to the law of God, Ps 119:29, etc. Both Faithfulness and FALSEHOOD/LYNG are used as relational terms. So, SHEQER is at heart the inability and unwillingness to respond positively, and to keep faith with, the faithfulness of another being.

Shir/Sir H7891- To sing.  1st used in Ex 15:1.  Maybe it took the deliverance from Egypt to give them something to sing about! All Christian revivals are marked by an outburst of hymn composition & hymn singing. Shir is used for SINGERS organised for temple worship, 1 Chr 15:16, for entertaining Kings, 2 Sam 19:35; Ecc 2:8, & lamenting a king’s death, 2 Chr 35:25. While Shir features in the titles of many Psalms, the only specific mention of a worship song appears to be in Neh 12:46.

T.
Taah H8582- To err, 6x cause to err, 11x, go astray 13x, wander 9x, seduce 4x, be deceived 2x. A more purposeful action than Shagag, Shagah, but generally a bad purpose All we like sheep have GONE ASTRAY, Isa 53:6. Manasseh SEDUCED them to do evil, 2 Ki 21:9. LXX Planao- To go or lead astray.

Tame H2931- Unclean, to be unclean, defiled, polluted. Used of unclean animals, or dead bodies. 1st Lev 5:2 Anyone who touched the body of an unclean beast, creeping thing etc – even if they weren’t aware of doing so - was unclean & guilty.  (Hence the effort to strain gnats out of drink so that the drinker wasn't defiled, Mt 23:24.) Leprosy was a state of UNCLEANNESS, but ceremonial unfitness for the Lord's service is the main thought. Tame is the opposite of Taher- clean, pure.

Tamim H8549- Perfect, blameless, sincerity, whole, complete, full - all of which mean that something is what it ought to be. Noah is said to have been Tamim, Gen 6:9, & God demanded that Abraham be Tamim. Gen 17:1. All animals for sacrifice were required to be Tamim, Ex 12:5; 29:1; Lev 1:3, etc. But in the absolute sense there was only one perfect sacrificial Lamb, Jn 1:29.

Tannin H8577- long stretched out animals. 1st Gen 1:21. While presumably God was telling His people of the Creation of the things they knew about, we can fit Dinosaurs in as Tannin if we like. It’s used of SNAKES, Ex 7:9, 10, 12; Deu 32:33, etc. Tannin seems to refer also to a large long water creature such as a crocodile that’s used as a symbol of Egypt, Ps 74:13; 91:3 ; 148:7; Isa 27:1; 35:7; 51:9; Eze 29:3. That Israelite boy babies thrown into the Nile would have been eaten by crocodiles, made the name Tannin appropriate for Egypt. (In Isa 13:22; 34:13; Jer 9:11, etc Tannin seems to be confused with a similar word that means Jackals.)

Tehom H8415- The Deep 20x, depth 15x. 1st Gen 1:2 The face of the DEEP. The fountains of the DEEP, Gen 1:2; 7:11. The DEPTHS have covered them, Ex 15:5. Cp Jonah 2:5. The Sea is irresistibly destructive - beyond human control - so Tehom is used of the unseen, unknown, (& therefore rather terrifying) DEPTHS of the sea or land in contrast to the visible heights of the Mountains & Heavens. The chaos & terror of the storm-tossed ocean is particularly Tehom. (The Babylonians & other ancient idolators twisting the memory of Creation, personified Tehom into an Evil Monster-Goddess Tiamit - supposedly killed by their God Marduk & her body split to make the sky & the earth. That Moses used the word Tehom doesn't show he believed that story. We use the word Wednesday – Woden’s day & Thursday- Thor’s day, without believing in the “gods” Woden or Thor.)
Teshuqah H8699- A stretching out after, longing, desire. 1st Gen 3:16. It’s not clear the nature of the desire there. In Gen 4:7 the Teshuqah is Cain’s anger which he was told to control. In Songs 7:10 it’s sexual desire.

Toledoth H8435- Generations - as recorded in a genealogical table. What follows the word shows the origin of a family group & the relationship of each with the originator to whom they owe their existence. It’s used of the Heaven & Earth owing their existence to God, Gen 2:4. Toledoth is from Yalad– To bear, beget, bring forth.

Torah H84351- Law, direction, counsel. At the human level most of Proverbs is Torah from a father, Prov 3:1; 28:7, or a mother Prov 1:8; 31:6. Behind this & giving value to it was the Torah which God gave to Moses for Israel His son, Ex 4:22. It’s called The LAW- Torah of the LORD, Ps 119:1, The LAW- Torah of God Neh 8:18, & The LAW- Torah of Moses, Mal 4:4. God gave it that Israel might live, Deu 4:8, & each King was to write himself or have prepared for him, a copy, Deu 17:18. The Priests were to study, apply & teach it, Jer 18:18. In the measure Israel kept the LAW, God was bound to bless or punish them. See Beerith- Covenant. God's Torah was to be taught to those gathered at feasts - Men, women, children, strangers, Deu 31:11-13. Jeremiah promised that the day would come when God would write His Torah in men's hearts, Jer 31:33. (Supply the knowledge of His will &  the desire to do it directly to them by His Spirit, Jn 16:13; Phil 2:12-13, etc.)

Toshab H8453- A Stranger. From Yashab- To dwell. 1st Abraham I am a stranger & a SOJOURNER with you, Gen 23;4. A Toshab was forbidden to eat the Passover, etc. Ex 12:45; Lev 22:10. Although all Israelites were, in a sense Toshab with the Lord (Their right to the Land was granted to them on His terms alone) & so must obey His rules, Lev 25:23; 1 Chr 29:15, the meaning elsewhere is always a foreigner. So Elijah, As a Toshab in Gilead, 1 Ki 17:1, had no hereditary right to live in Gilead. It wasn't his tribal territory, OR his loyalty to the Lord made him a foreigner to his own relatives and neighbours? Cp Ger

Tsaaq H6817- To cry out for justice, or for help – cry to God, or to a King, etc. 1st Gen 4:10 where Abel's blood CRIED out. the people CRIED to Pharaoh for bread, Gen  41:55. Moses in distress CRIED to the Lord for help, Ex 17:4, etc. Zaaq has a similar range of meanings, and seems to be a spelling variant only. 

Tsaddiq H6662- Righteous, righteous man, 164x, lawful, just, 42x. In old Aramaic it indicated loyalty to a King, a Priest, or a personal God, often associated with making a gift to him. So, righteousness is a matter of being in fellowship with God, as well as right living. People are righteous before God because of personal loyalty to Him. 1st Gen 6:9 Noah was a JUST man. Gen 18:23 Destroy the RIGHTEOUS with the wicked?

Tsamach H6779- To spring up, bring forth, grow. Used of God making the first plants grow, Gen 2:5. It adds that they didn't spring up in response to rain, or in response to man's sowing & cultivation, but Tsamach is used of the normal growth of plants, trees, hair, etc. Ex 10:5; Deu 29:23; Lev 13:37, etc.

Tsavah H6680- To give orders & commands as one in authority is entitled to do. Command, 422x, charge, 24x, appoint, 6x. 1st Gen 2:16 God COMMANDED that of every tree..  God is the one most frequently recorded as COMMANDING- Tsavah, & man is not to imagine that he can COMMAND God, to explain what He is doing & why, Isa 45:11.

Tsedaqah H6666 Righteousness, justice. 1st Abraham believed God and it was counted unto him as RIGHTEOUSNESS, Gen 15:6. It is a relational word - where men fulfil the expectations of other men that is said to be righteousness. Jacob says his actions will be seen to have been righteous, Gen 30:33. But in the case of Abraham it is also used in an objective, abstract sense to describe his status. David claimed God’s reward was granted him because of his RIGHTEOUSNESS, 2 Sam 22:21. A clear conscience like that should be our aim. Yet God, through Moses, warns in Deu 9:4, don't say MY RIGHTEOUSNESS earned me the land and God's blessing. My tongue shall speak of THY righteousness, Ps 35:24. RIGHTEOUSNESS embodies all that God expects of His people. And their righteousness is to be shown by their judging, speaking, making deals and sacrifices in Righteousness. Tsedeq is used more in poetry/ poetical statements. LXX translates Tsedaqah as Dikaiosune.

Tselem H6754- Inage. It usually means an idol, that was supposed to REPRESENT a god & although lifeless, was worshipped as the god's representative. So in Gen 1:26-27 Adam (male and female man) were to be the living REPRESENTATIVE of God, acting on His authority, on his behalf. God made man in his own IMAGE- Tselem. Adam begat a son in his own IMAGE and called his name Seth, Gen 5:3. They shared external and internal characteris​tics, but were not duplicates. That Tselem is also used of a shadow, phantom (a likeness lacking reality, as an idol lacks life) is a reminder that our being is only a frail, temporary IMAGE which is yet to achieve a fuller likeness to & fellowship with, God in Christ our Lord at the resurrection. The Lord Jesus is The IMAGE- Eikon of the invisible God, Col 1:15. Being stamped with God's image establishes His claim on us, Mt 22:20-21. (The related word Tsel-  Protection, shadow, has some relevance. As a shadow conforms to the shape of the object casting it. OT worship provided "Physical shadows" of the invisible truth. Perhaps Man as Tselem was to provide a "Physical shadow" of the invisible God? 

Y.
Yada H3045- To know 662x, to have knowledge, perceive, etc 55x, be sure, skilled etc 22x. LXX uses Oida where understanding and skill is involved. Ginosko where personal fellowship-experience is involved, as in sexual intimacy, or the locals telling Jacob that they KNEW Laban, Gen 29:5. 

Yadah H3034- To confess, give thanks, praise. 1st Gen 29:35 where it becomes the name JUDAH. As well as such personal, spontaneous thanksgiving and praise to God for his goodness, it is used of ritual & public thanksgiving-praise which is a natural part of worship. It doesn't mean a detailed confession of individual sins, but a general confession of one's s inherent sinfulness, helplessness etc which may be associated with confession of Faith in God & thanksgiving & praises for what by contrast God is, & has done for the confessor, 1 Ki 8:33, 35; Neh 9:2; Ps 51:4; 107; Dan 9:4 etc.

Yakach H3212- To reprove, rebuke, 37x, to argue, reason etc, 6x, to correct, chasten etc, 5x. Is 1:18 Come now let us REASON together Prov 3:12 The Lord DISCIPLINES  those He loves. This suggests an action taken to correct a course of wrong action with a view to winning agreement to right action in future.

Yarah H3384- To teach etc 49x, to shoot an arrow etc 28x. I will TEACH you what to say. Ex 4:11 God put into the hearts of Bezalel & Aholiab the ability to TEACH, Ex 35:34. Israel had been without a TEACHING Priest, 2 Chr 15:3. The link with shooting an arrow is interesting. It suggests that in teaching one not only points out facts, we project them beyond ourselves into the hearts & minds of those who listen - & those facts don’t die when we die. Torah- the Law comes from Yarah. 

Yare H3372- To fear, be afraid, In Gen 3:10, it is used of the sinners cowardly fear of God or men which leads people to lie, run away, or hide. Cp Deu 3:22; Ps 27:3; 56:4, etc. But it's used more often for the wholesome respect for parents, those in authority & especially for God. The “Fear” that inhibits reckless, selfish, sinful actions & encourages people to live better lives. There is nothing necessarily servile about such fear - it’s an appropriate response to the awe-inspiring nature of God's presence & judgment, especially to sinners. How DREADFUL is this place, Gen 28:17. Even if the motivation is external, by acting in ways which God can have fellowship with & which are in tune with His purposes,  those who “Fear” God may learn to enjoy fellowship with God. Certainly they will look back on what they did out of “Fear” of God, with pleasure, rather than shame. (It’s used of natural fear of dangerous men & situations. Jacob rightly FEARED Esau. Due respect for Nuclear power, or even the power of a motor car, or the electrical power supply are NOT servile, or harmful. A life lived in the FEAR of the Lord was the lifes​tyle spelled out is in accord with the Lord's intention for a man or woman. )

Yatsar H 3335- To form etc, 31x, Potter, 17x, to make, maker, 7x. It’s  the technical word for the Potter's work in moulding clay into the desired shape, Isa 29:16; Jer 18:4, 6; 19:1, etc. Yatsar implies skill & personal involvement over a period of time in purposefully making something. Used of God FORMING Adam, Gen 2:7, & the animals in Gen 2:19. It’s used of God FORMING Jacob-Israel His servant, Isa 27:11; 43:1; 44:2, 24; 45:9, 11, & of forming Jeremiah in Jer 1;5. In each case it suggests the Creator's close involvement over a period of time until a satisfactory result is achieved. (God's actions as Bara & Yatsar are paired together in Isa 43:1, 7; 45:7; Jer 33:2; Amos 4:3.) 

Yatsar H3334-  To be distressed etc, 5x, to be straitened, narrow etc, 4x. This may be linked with the potter squeezing the clay between his hands. 

Yom H3117- Day. The word has a similar range of meaning as the word “day” has in English, Gen 1:5, 18; 2:4, etc. KJV translates as Day, 1167x, time, 65x, year/years, 12x, today etc, 30x. 

Z.
Zakar H2142- To remember, think of, mention, especially to keep in mind with a view to action. 1st Gen 8:1 God REMEMBERED Noah. It is often used of God keeping in mind His Covenants and promises, Ex 2:24, etc. Joseph wanted the Chief Butler to Zakar him. Gen 40:14.. God’s people are also to remember with a view to action, Ex 13:3; 20:8, etc.

Zanah H2181- To commit adultery or fornication, be a harlot, serve other gods as in Ex 34:15-15; Deu 31;16. The association of sexual & spiritual sinning has 2 links. A. Canaanites worshipped Baal & Asherah – male & female fertility deities – so sexual sinning was its major feature, often involving  the use of shrine prostitutes. B. As God was Israel’s husband, with whom they had a spiritual marriage contract any worship of other gods was adultery against Him, Eze 16, etc.

Zaqen H2205- Elder, old, old men, a recognised responsible leader. Associated with Zaqan- Beard - a beard marked physical maturity & hopefully accumulated wisdom. Zaqen is used of the ELDERS of a tribe as in Exodus, etc, or of a village. The King's counsellors were called Zaqen because they showed the gifts of leadership appropriate to age & experience - cool headed wisdom & justice. LXX Presbutera, presbutes, and Gerousia- council of elders.

Zera H2233- Seed, sowing, seedtime, harvest, offspring, descendants. Sometimes it is used figuratively to refer to groups or individuals who had a common moral quality. The Lord’s SEED, Isa 65:23, Jer 2:21. In Gen 3:15, the serpent’s SEED may include evil men who crucified the Lord, as well as Satan the source of their character, Jn 8:43. But Christ is the suffering, victorious SEED of the woman.
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
